Col. Pres-
ton was in Staunton about six weeks ago, and visi-
ted the graveof bis ancestor, the spot being poiut-
ed out to him by a venerable man residing in the
neighborhood. The monument will be made of
native limestone?will be 14 feet in height, and will
cost $500. The Staunton Spectator says:

John Preston was one of the early settlers of this
county. Inour researches among thecounty recorda
a few years ago, we ca.ne across thefollowing entry,
made at the May court, 1746: "John Preston came
into eeurt and prayedleave to prove his importation,
which was granted him; and thereuponhe made oath
that, at bis own charge, he bad imported himself.
Elisabeth his wife, William his son. and Lettioe and
Ann his daughters, immediately from Ireland into
this Colony, and that this is the first time of proving
his said right ih order to partake of his Majesty's
bounty for taking »p land; which is ordered to be
certified." The next time the name Preston occurs
in the records is November20th, 1754, when William
Preston "obtained allowance for 103 wolf heads."?
If William slew all these, he was certainly "a mighty
hunter;" but it is probable thatmany of the ' heads"
were assigned to him, as it appears from other en-
tries that they were an article o( traffic at the time,
possibly constituting a kind of currency.
