ARRIVAL OF GEN'L CONCHA AT HAVANA

The steamer Governor Dudley has arrived at
Charleston, with Havana dates to the 23d. We
i+arn from the Standard that Gen. Concha, the new
Captain General, landed in Havanacn the 21st, and
was received with demonstrations of joy and affec-
tion. Judging, however, from the tenor of the let-
ter which we copy below, snd the fact that orders
have been issued to repair some hundred acd fifty
celle in the various forts, some of the Habaneros
will, ere long, not have much cause for mirth, or
give many more “vivas” for Cencha—in fact, they
will most likely find, under his administration, thst
“Jordan s a hard road to travel.”

The correspondent of the Standard, uuder date
of Sept. 22, thus writes:

At about five minutes before three o'clock, the
Marquis de la Pezuela ia full uniform, left the Pal
rce sccompauied by bis aid-de-camp, and followed
by the Mayors.of the first, second and third “elec-
tione” in their eplendid crimson velvet robes, and
all the members of the Ayuntamiento, and a nume-
rous retinue of officers, to march to the wharf to
receive General Coocha upon his landing. The
Marquis wore a pleasing smile upon his counten-
ance, saluted the old veteran officers at the head of
their regiments, which were formed in single file
on both sides of the streets, from the Palace to the
wharf. The Marquis, however, studiously, as it
appeared to me, avoided passing beneath thetrium-
pbal arch, erected at the end of tl_le residecce of
Count Santo Venio, (I am not certain s8 to the cor-
rectness of orthography in #pelling thisname,) on
theside of the Plaza opposite tbe Palace. Mean
while the guns of the “Francisco de Asis,” the Span-
ish steamer which brought General Concha to this
Island, announced that he had entered the Barge,
which conveyed bim to the shore.

T'he Marquis de la Pezuela was on the wharf t>
receive his successor, whom he saluted upon h's
Janding with a warmth thatto me appeared hypo-
critical, considering that he recently styled him
“one of the fewest and worst of Spaniards.” A lond
“yiva” rent the airas Conchalanded. ‘T'he wmilitery
banda struck up a national, soul-stirring air, and
the two Generals walking side by side, followed by
a brilliant cortege, wnarched to the Palace. ‘I'he
General Coucha bare a contemptuous expressioa of
countenance which torbodes but little good to the
inbabitants of this I+land, (or | am much mi-}ak-.m:)
he wore a pair of loug jack boots and a wide red
sash, whilst Pezucla wore a blue sash and the
walking uniform of a General. The conduct of the
latter has been all that is magnenimous and likethe
thorough bred geotleman! He had a spleadid
dinner prepared {or Concha and his staff at the Pa-
lace, where baviag performed the duties of host for
the last tine, he unostentaticusly took hisdeparture
by the side (North) entrance of the Palace in a
private carriage acd went to his country residence
where he etill remains. At the front of the Paiace-
there stocd a eplecdid new carriage with 4 beauti
ful American Lorses in elegant harness, and
three of the servapts in scarlet liveries. In this
carriage, the heads of the two Iseding horses of
which were adorned with red and yellow feathers,
General Concha accompanied by an ald-de camp
was driven to the ‘““Real Audiencia” where before
his direst enemy, Senor Olaneta, he took the oath
of office. Returning to the Palace, the crowd con
tinued to ery out “viva Concha,” until he made his
appearance in the balcony and bowed repeatedly,
which appsrently satistied them! I have omitted to
state that at the procession passed the south side of
the Palace, a large bill with doggrel verses printed
on yellow and red paper was distributed amongst
the crowd In great mumbers I tranelate the first
and lest four lines of itin orderto give you a ‘‘taste
of its quality.”

Mere sound without sense—*‘ 1oz et pretarea
nihil.” lo the evening scarcely a bouse in the city
but what was illuminated. The streets were as
light as day. Flags and festoous of red and yellow
calico, silk and ribbons were seen decorating every
doorway, aud Chinese crackers sturned the ear at
every step. From the roof of the Palace numerous
eky rockets were discharged atnight. The band
ot the 9th Regiment diecoursed most eloquent
music inthe Plaza de Armes until 11 o'clock. The
Plaza was crowded with ladies and the masses,
who, by their shouts of “Viva Concha,” brought the
General more than once 1o ths Balcon. He is
accompanied to this Island by his wite, three chil-
dren, four servants and the following named
officers : Don Juan Sune, Secretary General; Don
Joaquin Mavzano, Marshal of the Camp; Senores
Brigadiers Don Joaquin Morales de Radu and Don
Jose Ignaclo Chevarrl; Commandant of Cavalry,
Don Antonio de la Encing; Commandante of Engi-
neers, Don Antonio Palacios and the Graduated
Colonel, Don Francisco Alvear; also a Sergeant and
150 Infantry Soldiers. The cards havebcen shuf-
fled, and who can say what events are yet before
us, however, D. v, it health be epared me and Gen
Concha does net imprison and banish me, I shall
faithfully record all that comes within my know-
ledge for thebenefit of the readers of the Charles-
ton Standard.

IMPORTANT FROM MEXICO.

By the arrival of the steamship United Statei®
feom Aspinwall, we haye received the following
important letter from our Acapulco correspondent,
83 aleo the official Balletin of General Alva-
rez, to the 6th instant. The tollowing is the let-
ter:

REVOLUTION IN MEXICO.
Authentic News fromthe Seat of War.
Acarurco, Mexice, Sept. 7, 1854,

Eps. DerTA: General Alvarez, in_person. atthe
h3ad of 2500 men, entered the city of Ayutta onthe
4:b instant—the Government troops having evacua
ted it on the 34.

Alvarez is pushing forward for Chilpancing:s
where he will arrive in a few days without oppo-
sition, all the Goveroment troops baving been
withdrawn from the State of Guerrero, for thecap-
ital, except a force of 1500 left at Ayutta, to rourd;
i possible, bis onward uts, whicl
be the case, inasmuch as Alvarez is;in fine beaith and
leading a body of men who, to a man, wouid die for
their Chieftain. His intentions are to march into
the city of Mexico. i

By a courier which arrived this evening, cfficia
Information has been received that Vera Cruz has
pronounced. From ell indications, it is firmly be-
fieved that Santa Anna will very soon abdicate.

From the official bulletinof the 6th instant, we
learn that varisus engagements bave taken place
between the ieurgents and the troops of the Gov-
ernment, at different points in  Guerrero, in all of
which the former have been victorious. A forceof
1800 Government troops were defeated, with great
slaughter, near Zacapo, about the middle ot August,
by the insurgents under Don Ephigmenio Huerta,
who, it appears, met the enemy on the open plain,
charged and routed them at the point of the lance.
The charge is represented to bave been so furious
and well followed up, that more than balf the ene-
my were left killed or wounded on the field.

‘About the same date, Capt. Don Pascaul Rodri-
guez, with 150 insurgents under his commlnd,.took
the tortified town of Aguililla by storm. In this ac-
tion the insurgents had Capt. Don Vicente Barron,
one sergeant, and seven (ruva!es wounded, of
whom three have since died. General Alvarez, in
acommunication, states that he has not yet receiv-
ed official accounts of these victories from the com-
manding officers e

Aside from the above, we find nothing in the
bulletin worthy of notice, except that there appears
to be a determination on the part of the insurgents
to force Santa Annpa to abdicate, or drive him {rom
his throne.—N. O. Delta.
