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Shameffl Condcct or thi Arctic's

Crew.?The New York Herald says: "It is
time that the world sfcoald know, that while
the water sra* posting through the s?main
the bow of the Arctic, and death advanced
with fearful strides, the men composing the
crew of that vessel, including seamen, engi-
neers and firemen, were, with one or two ex-
ceptions, engaged in providing for their own
S*fety,to the utter disregard of that of the
lives entrusted to their charge. They who
were strongest; who knew best how to es-
cape the danger; who were moet accustom-
*d to front death in this shape ; who were
most familiar with the boats and their tackle,
and who were best fitted to combat with the
perils now threateningmen, women and chil-
dren alike, were the first to yield toselfish-
ness and cowardice, the first tosave them-
selves at the expense of those they were
bound to rescne at all costs. They have suc-
ceeded : thirty-one more seamen have been
brought ashore, but not one passenger."

What * contrast to this conduct was that
of a British regiment mentioned by the He-
rald, who, when the ship on which they were
embarked was going down, stood each man
at his post, like & pillar of stone, till the lady
passengers had departed, and then sank with
out amurmur beneath the inevitable death!
What a contrast to the crew of the U. S. brig
Somen, who, when their vessel was going
down, not only made no rush for the boats,
but calmly abode on the sinking wreck, and
in some cases gsve up their own places in
the boats, after they had obtained them, to
secure tbe safety ofothers. It is but justiee,
however, to state that of the 141 crew and
officers of the Arctic, but twenty-eight were
seamen; the rest were engineers, stewards
firemen, stokers, waiters, and other lands-
men

Political Corruption in New York.?
The New York Express says that the prima-
ry elections in the city of New York, "have
become, within two or three years, not only
corrupt and rotten, but disgusting and de-
moralizing." Offices, says the Express, are
bought and sold like beef in Fulton market,
but not from respectable butchers. There is
a class of bullies aud black leg* who control
the primary elections of New York, and who
make more or less at all the nominations.

The Express adds, that the names of these
men are well known; that they openlysell
the tickets they create in the primary elec?
tions, to the best bidders for them, and that
for so much "stuff," as the phrase is, you
can have such and such a delegation, and
the delegation is sold, with a shamelessness
that would disgust anegro trader in Havana.
These men live through the year upon the
money they get in elections, and of the ten
millions of spoils they receive a large Bhare.
To this cause, the Express ascribes the in-
crease of taxes in New York, the inefficien-
cy of the police, the frequency of murders,
the insecurity of property. In its indigna-
tion, the Express declares that it is "rife for
any sort of Revolution." It knows not how
to "confine these Huns and these Goths who
are growing up within the very bosom of re-
finement and civilization." This is a pro-
blem which the despised and hated South
has alone successfully solved.

The Woman and Baby Question.?The
New York Express and the New York Mir-
ror are at issue on the baby exhibition. The
Mirror thinks "there should be as much ef-
fort made to improve the breed of babies as
there ia to improve the breed of sheep and
cattle." The Express agrees with this, but
thinks the motive forthe duty should be a
higher and nobler one than a gold or silver
medal from a rough-and-tumble assemblage
of strong-minded men and women.

The Mirror has an account of another kind
of exhibition: "Broadway," it says, "was
astonished at a late hour last evening, by the
actual appearance of this female military
company, which has heretofore been consi-
dered mythical.

We refer to the young
man, whose post of duty throughout all that
tryingscene, was the filing off * signal gnu,
at intervale, in the hop* of attracting the at-
tention ofvessels from * distance to the scene
of the disaster. While all aronnd him were
desth and despair, in hold relief there be
stood, (tike Hope herself,) with the calm de*
termination of * true hero, discharging gun
nfter gun, until the gallant ship went down
beneath the waves. Here was a courage and
a manliness,?a defiance of death, and an ad-
hesion to duty, we might walk over the most
f-.mouabattle fields in history to look for and
not find. With his lighted match he seemed
to stand, on the quarter of that devoted ship,
hurling defiance, as itwere, in the very jaws
of deathitself. Others were desperately strug-
gling for life; he alone Beemed to haveresol-
vedto demonstrate how a man may die at his
post of duty, without dread or fear, in the
midst of horrors that would make most men
cowards. Awfully impressive, indeed?terri-
bly melo dramatic?was the last scene of all,
in which our young hero shout forth, wring-
ing exclamations ofadmiration even from lips
that were buffetting the hungering waters
then murmuring for their prey. Stuart Hol-
lin, (for that was his name,) 'could not be in.
duced to leave the ship; his post was at the
gun, from first to last, firing signals; ke kept
firing that gun at intervals till the ship went
down. We saw him in the very act offring
as the vessel disappeared beloic the waters.'

In Greek or Roman days, such a man, if he
had not awardedhim thehonors of deification,
would have had Senates decreeing fcim sta-
tues and monuments everywhere to commem-
orate Lis deeus, that his example might not
be lost upon posterity. His conduct is given
a new lustre, contrasted with that of the cra-
vens who, only anxious to save their own
lives, siiut their ears to the shrieks of the
helpless womenand children that were grap-
pling with horrors all around and about them.

Feather Pillows thjk best Life Pre-

servers.?The following communication,
with which we havebeen favored by a retired
sea captain, contains some most valuable
suggestions. Readers cannot but have been
struck with the utter uselessness of the life
preservers on board the Arctic:

A word on saving Lives at Sea.?The great sac-
rifice ol lite attendantupon the loss of Yho ill-fat-
ed Arctic, brings to mind a circumstance that oc
curred many years since, and that may be of ben-
efit to all "who go down to the sea in ships." Itwas as follows: A friend of miue being about to
embark on a sea voyage of great hazard, request-
ed me to givehim a letter ot advice, to be follow-
ed in case of disaster. I gave him a letter andtherein stated that the only real and unavoidable
accidents attending a lite upon the ocean, were therunning afoul of vessels at sea in dark nights andduringdense fogs. Toobviate the former the use oflights may, to a certain extent, diminish the danger,
and as a safeguard in fogs, resort must be had to
the tolling of theship's bell, or the continuous fir-ing of guns; but after all these precautions there isstill great danger from collisions. Hence it Is neces-
sary that every individusl, and most especially pas-
senger?, should be informed of the best means ofsaving themselves in those trying times, when eachperson is thrown upon his own resources.

It was to put my friend onbis guard that I direc-ted him to bear in mind the all important fact that a
leather pillow has a buoyant power fuliy equal to
half a dozen of thebeat life-preservers ever invent-ed, and that a common mittrass would make araftamply sufficient to float himself and trunk. Ichar-gedhim, in case of being wrecked upon a leeshore,to lay his blanket down upon the deck, place his
mattrass upon it, then tie up his trunk in thesame,
throw tham overboard, anawith his pillow securedaround his body, jump them.

It so turned out that in the courseof his voyage,
he wes wrecked upon a leeshore, and following my
directions, bythe lorce of the wind and waves he
was driven safe on shore, where he landed andsaved ail of his clothes, together with several thou-sand dollars in specie, which was in his trunk. Hewas the onlyone on board that got safe to landwith any thing more than the scanty clothing inwhich they stood.

In conclusion, I have only to ssy, that if persons
on ship board would recollect that the pillowsandbeds upon wbich they sleep are the best and mostreliable kind of life-preservers, there would be agreat saving of human lives in cases of collisionsand other casualities at sea. NAUTICU3

According to the accounts of the offi-
cers of the Arctic, that vessel, at the time of
the collision, was running at the rate of thir-
teen miles an hour, whilst the propeller, in
addition probably to the full power of her
steam, had all sail set, with a strong, fair wind.All this in a fog so thick that thestem of theboat could not be seen from the stern ! Thisis the way human life is trifled with by themad impatience of this age.

A New York journal, condemning such
speed off the fog banks, says that Capt. Westof the Atlantic has remarked that twelve
days is as short a time as any the ships nowbuilt can safely make the passage in, in ordi-
nary weather; and that, except in uncommoncases, every hour less than that is gained by
a seriousrisk. We quote:

'Until this awful calamity of the Arctic, but twoor three comparativaly insignificant vessels havebeen run down in this manner, while there itscarcely oneof the great steamshipsbut has nar-rowly escaped destruction by other means durinethe dense logs which prevail on theBanks offoundland and about that region. his life spared at all; and it is certaialy highlyunjust
thatha sliou'd submit to no greater penalty than isimposed on the tax paying dog.
Another very singular fact is, that when a manwhistles off hu dog to keep him from the dog-catch-

ers that are pursuing hitn. according to recent deci-
sions of the Mayor, be is fined one dollar; but should
a slave whistlehim off, then his masrer mostbe fiaed
two dollar», for permitting him to do so. So that a<
the offence removes from a man, his penalty In-
crease;; and accordingly, if a slave were to permit
another s.ave to call a do t off, then the master wouldhave to pay three dollari, for permitting his slave to
permit some one else to do so grievous a thing escail
a dog off who is abut to be caught in a net! This iscur'aiiing the privileges of a master, who ought cer-
tainly, if he can't whistle, or don't want to pucker
his uijuth for that purpose, to be allowed to employ
his slave in doing so without an increase of the pe-
nalty.

These are matters deserving the particularatten-
tion of theCity Fathers. Dogs have increased, andare increasing, atd they should be subjected to a
more just and rigid police; and if possible their num-
bers ought to be diminished.
