4 CAPTAIN LUCE, A VIRGINIAN.

We learn, from the New York Express, the io_
teresting fact that Captain Luce, of the Arctic, isa
native of Alexandria, Virginia, and was regularly
bred to the profession of a seaman. He at one time
commanded a ship from the port of Petersburg ; he
was, afterwards, for some years, commander of the
ship Constellation, of New York, from which ship
he was transferred to the command of the steam
ship Arctic—the finest and most costly of the Col
lins steamers—and he soon rendered bimself a pop-
ular favorite among passengers, by bis true seaman.
like qualities and courteous manners.

Captein Luce is about 47 years i ugo, and lives
in Yonkers, N. York.

Hoacroe 1N CovinGron, Ky.—The facts con.
nected with the homicide in Coviogton, Ky., on the
6th instant, are stated as follows: A little boy,
named Samuel Easton, while passing through the
sireets, in company with several other achool chil-
dren, was engaged in conversation with a German
boy, when a German, named Fortman, approached
and called young Easton a fool. The boy returned
the epithet, when Fortman applied to him one of
the grossest of insults, and made towards bim.—
Young Easton, having a stick in his hand, struck
Fortman a blow over the left eye, and ran. Fort.
man pursued and overtaking him, knocked him
down with his tist and jthen kicked and stamped
him several times on the head and side and then
1ot him on the ground laseusible. The boy was
1ed home by his schoolmates, where he died the
same evening. The Frankfort Comwmoawealth
gives the Jollowlay account of subsequent proceed-
inge :

The Circuit Court being in session, the case was
immediately brought before the grand jury, and an
indictment for murder was found against Fortman.
A strobig disposition was shown, however, by the
populace to take immediate vengeance upon hlm,
and at one time, on Saturday night, nearly a thou
sand people were assembled around the jaii. They

were, however, persuaded to disperse withoutdo-
ing any violence.
