Ho ARE RXSPONSIBLE FOR THE SLavk
Tn‘rn: 7—Some of the Free Soil papers are
seeking to strengthen the anti-slavery and
sectional prejudice against the South, by al-

leging that the Southern people are anxious

to revive the slave trade. It is a charge with-
out the shadow of foundation in fact, and
without the slightest semblanee of proof. It
was through the instrumentality of the South
that the slave trade was abolished, whilst the

North was, from the begianing, the principal

promoter and the principal beneficiary of it.

Colossal fortunes were built up in the North-

ern cities by the slave trade, and it was not
till the traffic was abolished, that a move-
ment of any importance was made in the

North for the abolition of slavery.

But the African slave trade is still carried
on, with all its atrocities, by Spain and Bra-
zil. And how do they carry it on? Where
do the vessels come from by which they trans-
port their living cargoes over the ocean?—
‘They come almost entirely from the North.
They are built in the North; the modey for
the building goes into Northern pockets, and
the very section which is eternally canting
about the horrors of slavery, is the only sec-
tion of the United States which has any pe-
cunlary interest'in the slave trade, or contri.
butes in any way towards that execrated
traffic. :

This fact has becu over and over again
testified to by unimpeachable witnesses.—
Baut the vessels themselves are the best of
all witnesses. In constructing ships for this
traflic, the great object is speed. Slave ships
must be clipper vessels, with sharp hulls;
with masts that can carry clouds of canvass;
with magazine; with false decks; with no ac
commodations whatever for lcgitimate com-
merce. Who but Amerigans of the North-
ern States build the fastest ships? And can
they build such ships as slave ships, without
being perfectly well aware of the object for
which they are built? Of course they know
it; yet they, who are too good to own slaves,
build vessels to steal them, and take the mo-
ney they receive for these vessels without a
quake of conscience, thanking God all the
time that they are not as other men.

Therefore, before the North accuses the
South of a desire to revive the slave trade,
it would better put an end to its own iniqui-
tous and mercenary connection with it, for it
is the fast-sailing Northern-built vessels,
whose equal in speed cannot be procured in
other countries, which keep up the slave
trade, and enable the traders to defy pursuit
and capture.

New England in this, as in some other re-
spects, seems to have derived her peculiar
philanthropy from Old England, where faith
and practice upon slavery have always been
at loggerheads. The modesty and consisten-
cy of Great Britain in endeavoring to stir up
abolition in Cuba, are sufficiently illustrated
by the fact that it was principally through
her agency that slavery exists in that island
to its present extent. But a little more than
a century ago, Great Britain purchased of
Spain a monopoly of the slave trade with
the Spanish colonies, and she carried it on
until she had completely stocked the islands.
Having filled her own colonies and the eolo-
nies of Spain with slaves, she is suddenly
seized with a fit of pious penitence, and en-
deavors to atone for her robberies in Af-
rica by freshrobberies in America, under the
hypocritical pretence of benevolencs and re-

ligion.

83" Many people maintain the opinion,
that after England and France have con-
quered Nicholas,they will turn their atten-
tion to this country, making Cuba the pre-
text of manufacturing a quarrel, just for the
purpose of humbling and crippliag us. If
this extraordinary feat is to be postponed till
after Nicholas is brought to terms, we shall
certainly have ample time to prepare for de-
fence. And when it is accomplished, which
may be at the end of a quarter of a century,
most of those who indulge their gloomy ap-
prehensions will be in their graves, and the
allies will have difliculty enough to pay the
debts created by the Russian war, without
running up a new and larger account in the
West.

We have strong doubts of the practicabil-
ity of sueh an alliance against the United
States. It would no doubt be a delightful
thing to John Bull to bring us to our marrow
benes, and Lounis Napoleon has no love for
us. Heis no Frenchman, either in race, sym-

pathies or character; he has a certain colo-
nial policy of his own, and moreover bis
Spanish spouse would give him no peace of
his life if he should permit the acquisition of
Cuba by these rapacious and vulgar United

States. Therefore, to give Jonathan a good

drubbing, would suit the inclinations of both

England and France. Bat this is world in

which it is not always safe to gratify the in-

elioations. England, at any rate, could ne-
ver, except under the sternest neeessity, be
aparty to an alliance against this country,
for the sufficient reason, that such an alliance
would be ruinous to her man and
commercial interests. If our relations with
foreigncountries are conducted with ordinary
circumspection and prudence, we have no
reason to fear collision with foreign Powers.
©Our greatest danger is at home, in civil djs.
cord, strife and disunien. It is by internal
dissensione, not by foreign arms, that the ene-
mies of the only respectable Republic on the
face of the earth expect and seek to accom-
plish its downfall.

brought out. The fall meetings upon our
courses here have brought together a great
number of the finest and most celebrated ani-
mals, and many of them will be af*the Fair.

Agricultural Implements and works of art,
we learn, will be exhibited in great profu-
xion.

In ashort there will nothing wanting to
make a great Fair for the people.

Even in the line of lighter amusements we
are to have here many varieties. The Thea-
tre, one or more Concerts {of very fine mu-
sie,) and the Circus to cap the climax, with
the humor and physical vagaries that per-
tain to that sort of exhibition. The city will
be alive with unprecedented animation and
gaiety, and all who come will be sure to find
means of enjoyment and gratification, with a
plenty that's good to eat and drink.

TrE AGRICULT

Tue MecHAxics’ Fair.—The Fair of the
Mechanics’ Institute of this city will be got-
ten up under the disadvantage of want of
time, and many additional disadvantages pe
culiar to a new enterprise among people who
have no experiencein the manner of con-
ducting it. Nevertheless, we are gratified to
be able to state, that it will be one that the
city may be every way highly gratified with.
Short as has been the period for preparing
things for exhibition, the mechanics have
made good use of it, and they will mnake a
display every way creditable to them.

Independent of the attraction afforded by
their labors and skill, however, there are to
be other objects of interest, of no ordinary
kind, to gratify the visitor. Among the most
prominent will be the famous gallery of paint-
ings by J. M. Stanley, 152 in number, con-
sisting of Indian portraits and scenes on Wes-
tern plains, and illustrations of life in the now
far West. These paintings are admirable.—
They have been for some time on deposite in
the Smithsonian Institute, and have elicited
universal admiration as noble works of the
painter’s art. They havebeen offered to the
government at §50,000.

The proper authorities at Washington have
generously granted a request for many things
fcom the U.S. Arsenal and Navy Yard, and
among thearticles to come from those sources
to be exhibited at the Fair, are the follow-
ing :

Various pieces of ordnance, including
mountain Howitzers and field pieces that
were carried on the backs of mules in the
Mexican war; ¥

The musket in all its stages, from the iron
rod to the finished gun ;

Machines for the manufacture of percus
sion caps; and

The two copper boats used by Capt. Lynch

in his descent of the river Jordan, and his
survey of the Dead Sea; the two Fannies
that are rendered famous, if not “immor-
tal”’(!) in the history of the Dead Sea Expe-
dition.
These will add great interest to the exhibi-
tion. There will be, together with the nu
merous specimens of art, several steam en-
gines, and a great deal of machinery in ope-
ration. The Mechanics’ Fair will be, we are
sure, an object of uncommon attraction during
the great Fair. No man who comes to Rich-
mond, ought to leave without seeing it.

CoULD THE LIVING FREIGHT OF THE ARC-
TIC HAVE BEEN SAVED?—This inquiry is now
of but little importance, except so far as it
may elicit facts and suggestions that may be
useful in future exigencies. In this view the
following communication, which appears in
the New York Herald, is worthy of atten-
tion :

The Arctic might have been saved by simply run.
ning her stern foremost. Here are the facts: Wa.
ter, four feet below its eurface, rushes through an
adjutage with a velocity of 16 feet per second; at
five feet, 1% feet; at six feet, 20 feet persecond, &c ;
consequently, the Arctic, when running with her
open bow first, at the rate of ten knots an hour—
equal to 16 feet per second—would double the velo-
city of a leak at the depth of 4 feet; at eleven knots,
adepth of 5 feet; and at twelve "knots, a depth of 6
feet, &c. Onthe contrary, had she been put under
“sternway” at the rate of ten knots an hour, her
velocity would have been equal tothe velcefty of
the leak at the depth of four feet; at eleven knots
5 feet; and at twelve, a depth of G feet, &c. It is
clear, therefore, had she been put under “stern
way,” it would have brought the Jeak under the
control of her pumps, J. M.

radual descent of the balloon. Fortunately for

im this looked for result took place about half

ast five o'clock, and at ten minutes before six Mr.
g‘.. made a eafe descent in Mr. Henry Vougler's
ploughed fizld, about two miles East of the city —
Mr. V. immediately tendered all necessary asaist-
ance to his p d but wel visitor, and
after aiding him to secure the *“[#sabeila,” furnished
him with refreshments, and a coat and hat until he
could get to his boarding-house, where he safely
arrived at about 6 o'clock, quite tatigued by hie un-
comfortable and dangercus voyage.

We understand that Mr. Elliott intenda giving a
description of his trip, which was one of the most
interesting he ever made, at Metropolitan Hall to-
night, where those who desire to hear him should
be in attendaces.

This intrepid end perilous ascensien has proved, as
we learn, not only unprofitable to Mr Eliiott, but
he hassustainéd a serious loss by it—ihe company at
the Cottsge being #0 limited. To reimburse him, as
he is a gentleman . f very lumited means, it is pro-
posed to plan a balloon ascension for him during the
Fair, and raise by sabscription asum safficient for
this purpose The ascension would add much to the
attractions of the Fair, and therefore, independent of
any generous feeling for the daring @renaut, should
be encouraged by our citizens Those who sabscribe
to the project could receive tickets for their subs:rip-
tions, and make presentas of them to their country
friends. It seems to us a propesition worthy of en-
couragements.

Broap Rocx Races.—Fourtn Dav.—
The atiendance at Broad Rock yesterday, was
much larger than we had expected to see it, con-
sidering the fact that the military of the city were
on parade, and a vast number cf persons had made
arrangements to accompany the © Young Guard” to
the Slash Cottage, to witness the balloon ascension
and attend the ball given by that company.

The race was for the Jockey Club Purse of $500,
three mile heats, for which there were buttwo en-
tries—Die Clapperton and Rube. As soon as the
entries were announced, speculators began their
operations attwo to one, that* Die” would win the
purse, and before the race took place the odds in-
creased to four to one on the mare, with but few ta-
kers even atthat odds.

At1 o'clock the horn sounded, and the two en-
tries marched down the stretch. Miss Die never
looked so beautiful—so perfect in formand syme.
try in her life. Not a hair seemed out of place, and
her trainer, Capt. Belcher, had brought her forth
for the contest in perfect condition. Her elastic
step, fiery and erect head showed that she was all
that nature intended ber to be, snd as her friends
saw her move along the etretch, their confidence
increased and thereby lengthened the odds in her
favcr. Rube also looked well, and those who were
acquainted with his previous performances, had
strong hopes that his game and endurance, aided
by “quick feet” might win; but their hopes were
vain, as the sequel will prove.

First Heat—Thetwo crossed the score side by
side, Die having the track, and on receiving the
word, moved off at a fair gait. They had not gone
more than one hundred and fifty yards when Die
passed to the front, and gettinga run upon her
jockey, made a considerable gap between her com
petitor and herself, before she could be got under
control. When nearing the head of the stretch, old
“Rube’ made a handsome “bruch,” and came up a
little, but Dieled him over the score in the first mile
in1.56. The second mile was run without change
or variation in positions in 1 55. And the third mile
in 2.01, Die winning at ease and well in hand, while
Rube was punished unnecessarily severe by his
jockey, who endeavored to make him do, what no
horee in Virginia could have done yesterday—that
is, catch and beat Die Clapperton.

After the appointed time had been allowed for
rubbing and cooling, the horn again sounded,
but those who had seen the first heat, were so well
satisfied as to what would be the reeult of the race,

In the second mile Rube led
throughout until half way down the quarter stretch,
when Die made one of her tremendous brushes,
cut the old fellow down as be passed the score, in
2:00, and then taking up the running, passed by
bim, and continued to widen the distance between
them, making the last mile in 1:56, well in hand,
and winning the race, to the delight of those who
had backed her as a Boston, atsuch large odds,
