of Williamsburg and llusliwick,) at about
17.5,0(10.

Thk Gkkmanu Dikt.?Among other reso
lutions, the (rermanic Diet engage to support
Austria, in ease of an attack upon her, either
iti the juiiu-ipaiities or on the imperial terri-
tory. Prussia, it is believed, will have to
sail in the wake of Austria.

O.i.v lit.kciai. Committees.?The Philadel-
phia EveningBulletin think that the machi-
nery ofpolitical gatherings can never be suc-
cessfully applied to commerce. Merchants,
says the Bulletin, are no Buncombe men;
they shut their ears to speeches and resolu-
tions : but they open them to the railroad
whistle. The Bulletin continues:

To counteract the i :Tecu jf tin: northern rail-
roads upon southern cities, southern railroads must
be built. But this caiiiiot bo by commercialconventions, the chief busmrat of which seems to
be to let off omtorial and conceive and bring
forth abstractions This teem* to be understood
by mauy people at the eoulh, who hold aloo* Iroui
the conventions and more profitably einpU.y them-
selves in subscribing to new railroads. But theconventions really tuibarruos tuese wiser and truer
southern patriots; for they disLract the minds ofthe people and make many liieu trust lor their com-
mercial salvation to a resolution or a memorial,
instead of to the active use of their own meansaridenergies. Perseverance, however, on the part o!
the wise few will ultimately triumph overthe im-pediments ot the unwife many, and, in the coursu
of years. New Orleans, Nashville, Mobile, Savannah.Charleston, and Richmond, will become greatrailroad centres. Then southern trade will reco-
ver a substantial vitality,and may hold up its headalongside northern trade. But then, too, the falsedistinction of north and south will be abolished ;
for trade will not recognize the imaginary lines ol
geography, and the commercial Union of the Stateswill, we honestly thick, be the main and enduring
means of preserving the political Union.

The Minnie Rifle.?There are none of
these riiU's, it is said, in the L*. S. Army. The
New York Pick says:

"A man armed with a musket, and another onearmed with a musket changed to a minnie rifle, is100percent. better armed in the latter case. One
man with a minnie rilie. placed at acertaindistance
from 101; men with nmskets. could kill them ail be
fore they could approach within inußketrnr.se. A
minnie ritie will carry 1290 yards, with the mostcertain precision. Fired at half a dozen men hall
a mile oti', it would kill two or three out of thegroup. Will it be believed that the United Statesarmy have not asolitary minnie rifle. Their cost is
trilling,SKI, $12, or $14 is the outside! There isa manufactory iu this town, and several thousands
have already been manufactured. They are far
superior to the French or English, and will ctir-
ry a ball a greater distance, and with greiterprecision. An army provided with these riflescould meet and destroy an army a hundred timeslarger, if the large one had no mionie rifles. Theminnie rifle that we saw this evening had a bayo-
net attached, and in every respect is superior to
theold musket Whenever their use becomes ge-neral iu the United Sta;es, there will be no danger
ot a war, domestic or foreign. War would becertain death to allwho engaged in the game. . Onecannot hit a barndoor at -00 yards distance withthecommon musket used in the U. S. Army, anda man might be hit at that distance, but not hurt.At a thousand yards to that two hundred, and a
man's life, with a minnie rifle tired at it, would notbe worth six and a quarter cents.

Taking a.v Impulsion.?The Bangor Journalsays that on Friday, a -laughterof one of the mostrespectable families in that cityvieited a daguerreo-
typist. and sat for apicture, who having been plea-

Accident at the Philadelphia Navy Yard.?
The Philadelphia Ledger gives the annexed ac-
count ot the accident at the Navy Yard, by which
Charles Duft'y, Patrick Cahiil and Win. Fairbanks
were killed, and three others were injured :

A terrible calamity occurred at the Navy Yard,
about 3 o'clock, on Saturday alternoon, by the fall-
ing of a derrick, a number ot workmen were en-
gaged in landing plank Irorn a vessel lying at the
end of tbe pier between tho lower ship-house and
the basin ot the sectional dock, by means ol a tem-
poraly derrick, formed ol two spars about 10 l«et
long, lashed together at the top. A team of oxen
were attached to the hoisting tackle, and a load of
plank bad be«i landed on the pier, and a gang of
men had just started to haul the plank along the
pier on rollers outot the way, when it is supposed,
from a mistake, the oxen were also started, and
the derrick was canted over and fell upon the
wharf, crushing and awfully injuring a number of
thebands.

?ition of Know Nnthlup*m in Washington city, an
article in which the Examiner la Interrogated a* to
its meaning when it says "something must be done
to eleyate American citizenahip"- -and "what are
its 'Insuperable objections' to Senator Adams'
bill?"?and 'bow far 'a distinction between the
American population and fori ign population' may
be rightfullymade in reference to the rightof suf-
frage tnd public trust* The Organ comments
on these sentences, and preaches quite a sermon to
our neighbor on candor, frankness and plainness o'
speech. The Examiner seizes the Organ's guns
and turns thera with considerable tft'ect, thus:

We, too, "like plain, clear, unmistakable lan-
guage upon important questions aeitating the public

would but make good withiti their limits the law ofCongress prescribing the time of prohatiwn for Cor-eigneis. maty of the present, troublesailiicting North-
ern society vould disappear.

The Examiner believes that Know NotMugiam
wiil not answer (he put pose for which it is pro-
posed. "The scheme of requiriug twenty-one
years ns probation of citizenship is as unphiloso-
phical as ir , would be futile for any good purpose."
"The proscription of Catholics, native as well as
foreign, would not accomplish even the truculent
purpose of the bigotry that proposes it. :' "The
Pope is not a boo that is coiaiop to murder
children, women, and Know Nothings. Brave
reformers they who sweat with fear auti cold per.
spiration at the mention of mild ?io Nino! A
I'resident ol the American Republic to be selected
from among braves who quake and tremble at the
thoughtof a petty ftalian prince ! Catholics would
make better officers than such men. We have
known valuable public officers of the proscribed
persuasion. Judge Taney is lull as good a Chief
Justice as the senior editor of the Organ would
make, able lawyer thoughhebe."

The Whig, from "the clamor of the disaffected,''
that "comes booming up from every quarter," al>
most begins to fear that the Democrats will have to
call another Convention. It is, however, opposed
to such a call, and raises its voice asaiost it, for

The society lost all
of their papers and books, and tho archives of the
last forty-five years.
