ONE WEEK

LATER FROM EUROPE.

—

ITALirFax, March 30th.—The steamer Asia
arvived last night, with Liverpool advices to
the 17th inst. No event of striking impor-
tance had oecurred since the sailing of the
Atlantic.  Publis attention was centred on
the Vienna Conference, which was formally
inaugurated on the 15th. Hopes and fears
were about equally balanced as to the pro
bability of peace.

From the seat of war the most important
statement is, that the allies had re-opened
their fire upon Sebastopol with good effect.

The l\'uvﬁruvk Committee in the British
Parliament were still prosecuting their in
quiries into the conduct of the war,

The manifesto from the new Emperor of
Russia is interpreted as a war-like demon-
stration.

Liverpool, March 17.—In the Cotton mar-
et there is considerable animation at a de-
line upon previous quotations, reaching in
some instances 1.8d. The sales of the week
amounted to 67,000 bales. Spinners aresup-
plying themselves liberally.

The Emperor Alexander has issued the fol-
lowing manifesto to the Russian army, dated
March 5th:

“ Valiant Warriors! Faithful Defenders
of the Church, the Throne and the Country!
It has pleased Alinighty God to visit us with
a most painful and grievous loss. We have
all lost & common father and benefactor. In
the midst of his unwearied care of Russia’s
prosperity, and the glory of the Russian ar-
my. the Emperor Nicholas Paulovitch, my
most blessed father, has departed to eternal
life. His last werds were:

“‘I thank the glorious and loyal guard of
sia, and  also thank her brave army and

F'fleet, and pray God they may maintain the

courage and spirits by which they have dis-
tinguished themselves under me. ~ So long as
this spirit remains upheld, Russia's tranquili-
ty is secured within and without, and woe to
her enemies.  Iloved my troops as myown
children, and strove as much as I could to
improve their condition: and if not entirely
successful in that respect, it was for no want
of will, but because I was unable to devise
anything better, or to do more.’

“May these ever-memorable words remain
preserved in your hearts, as proofs of his sin
cere love for you, which I share to the lar-
gest extent; and let them be a pledge of your
devotion for me and Russia.”
