SHAMEFUL MISMANAGEMENT IN THE CRIMEA.—
A London Correspondent; by the stsamer Asia,
says:

The committee of Inquiry on the state oi the army
before Sebastopol has been sitting every day, aud
the evidence glven 15, as [ said in my last, a mass of
corroborative testimony to tue truth of the state-
weots of “our own correspondents.” His royal
Highness, the Duke of Cambridge, Captain Kele
lock, of the Himalaya, Capt. Shakspears, Mr. Mac
donald, the Times Commissioner, the Earl of Lus
can, &c, have this week appeared before the com-
mi'tee und given evidence. The Duke of Cambridge
gave plain and simple statements, sufficlently con~
clusive of disgraceful mismanagement. Captain
Kellock related how the gigantic steamer, which he
commanded, and which, at the time, at an enorm-
ous cost was chartered by the government, was
seat to the Bosphorus with a little lot of charcoal,
imperatively required in the Crimea ; how he took
it, and how Captain Christie refused to receive it
because some form was not complied with ; how
he had totake it back, althoagh he had offered with
his own men and his own boats to land it.

Mr. Macdonald related the state of the hospitals,
and referred to the many murders committed by
the demon routine. Gen. Bentinck related an an
ecdote of an Important order for articles urgently
required by his men, having been sent back to him
because it was signed an inch too low! Lord Lucan
made a clean breast, and exposed the utter igno-
rance, the inexperience and recklessness with
which the horses were destroyed—cavalry horses
worth $375 each being used for work that horses,
of which plenty could be purchased for 825 each,
were able to do.

The Ezaminer analyzes the recent charter elec-
tion in this city, and states that the vote between
the two candidates for the Mayoralty, giving the
Know Nothings 1256 majority, was not a test of the
Democratic strength, as there were mavy Demos
crats who declined voting for Col. Munford on
accouut of his vote in California. It considers the
vote for the Superintendentship of the Poor Houser
in which the K. N.’s had 905 majority, afair test—
and compared with the Democratic vote cast for
Franklin Plerce, shows a falling off of only about
100 votes. Itsaysthat owlng to the antagonism of
juterest, seutiment, religlon and character between
ditferent portions of the vaturalized population, a
large number of the naturalized citizens voted the
Kuow Nothing ticket. It urges the sterling yeo-
manry of the State not to be dismayed by the re~
sult in federal Richmond, and ‘Promises that the
Democratic vote in May will keep down the Know
Nothing majority to the figures of the last Presiden.
tlal election. Speaking of the speech of Mr, Pats
ton at the African Church, the Examiner says that
it consisted, firet, of an elaborate defence of him-
self againstthe charge of eagerness for office, and
mercenary motive in accepting the Know Nothing
nomination; and second, of a labored and painful
apology for, and qualification of the vicious doc-
trines'of the orgamization he is allied with.

The Whig answers the Enquirer's assertion that
the anti~Know Nothings had accomplished a tri_
umph in Lynchburg, and says that it is informed
by the proprietor of the Lynchburg Virginian thas
the election was nota test of the strength of the
parties. The outside Whigs voted without reference
to the Know Nothing question, but will be in the
ring against Mr. Wise in May. Mr. Royal, the an-
tl-Know Nothing candidate for constable, was
beaten by four votes, and was doubtless voted for
by several hundred Whigs, who acted indepen~
dently of the KnowNothings. Of the recent char~
ter election in Richmond, it says:

“The majority for Scott and Summers each was

841; while the largest majority given for any Know
Notbing candidate on Wednesday was 1342; and

the smallest 920. The majority tor the American
candidate for the Mayoralty was 1246.

The Enquirer is also commenting upon the
charter election in Richmond. It says, that in
view of all the circumstances attending the elec-
tion, it is surprised that the msjority against the
Democratic party is so small. They made no cal
culations on success—they made no effort to elect
their candidetes—because there wesno room to
bope for any thing bat defeat. Twenty-five years
experience has taught them the folly of attempting
to vanquish Federalism in this city. It cites the
vote for the Superintendent of the Poor House as a
test of the true strength of Know Nothlngism;and
says that the majority received by Pearce, K. N., is
820 less than that given the Whig candidate for the
Presidency at the last election. Taking all the
facts into consideration, it says, that Know Noth-
inglsm has nothing to boast of, while the Demos
crats have much cause for congratulation that
their opponents were unable to increase their
usual vote and majority, In another article the
Enquirer comments upon the fact that “Southern
Know Nothing papers rejoicing over the Know
Nothing victory in Connecticut which has resulted
i the election ol feur Abolitionists to Congress.
