his master production."

ihe writer justly observed, as worthy of
note, that the re-issue of the works of this
author of two ages, as he may be fitly desig
nated, so lar from suffering any diminution
in tame, enjoy an unprecedentedpopularity.

Tbagedy at Mobile ?We gave a brief account,
Saturday morning,of a shockingaffair which took
place in Mobile,on Saturday, the 31st ult. In the
Advertiser, of Sunday, we find the following state-
mentof it:

Yesterday, at a quarter past one o'clock, the low-er portion of our city was thrown into much ex-
citement by a shooting affray, which occurred onRoyal street, opposite the Battle House. The par-ticulars, of the affair, as near as we could ascertainihetn, are these: A quarrel had taken place du.ring the forenoon between the parties. WilliamMetcalf, Thomas Tuggles,and Berry Odam, all oftbem pilots on the river. With the cause of thedifficulty we are unacquainted, but the two formerpersons were greatly incensed against Odam, andmany insultingand threatening expressions passedbetween them. A short time before the affray occurred, Odam, fearing that the quarrel would soresult, had armed himself with a revolver andbowie knife, and on bis return to the place of al-tercation, was insulted and struck at by Metcalf.?
Whereupon he drew his pistol, placed himself Inattitude of defence, and warned Metcalf not to ap-
proach h'm on peril of his life, when Metcalf, who
provided himself with a long strip of thick plank,
advanced upon him, and Odam continued to retreat
for many yards with bis pistol presented. Finally,
Metcalf came within reach and appeared to be in
the act of striking, when Odam fired, the ball tear-ing up She flesh of the left arm ar.d entering theside of tMf tcall, inflicting a severe but not danger-
ous wound.

Immediately on the discharge of the weapon,
Mr. Tugglea, who had followed up the parties,
aprang toward* Odam with a drawn bowie knife inhis hand, and when he had approached almoitwithin striking distance, the platol was again diecharged, the ball entering hi* breast some four in-ches below the left nipple. The wounded manwaa taken into a abop. laid upon a aota, and though
there waa no outward effusion of blood, Internal
hemorrhage immediately emued, and he died inan hour and a bait after receiving the wound. Heretained hi* senses, and apoke alter being shot, anddid notappear to suffer much. Mr. Tuggleswaa a
native of Rome, Georgia, and waa much eataemed
by bU acquaintance*. Hi* deportment generally,
i< ia aaid, waa quiet, inoffenaive, and gentlemanly.

Immediately after death an inquest waa held up-
on the body by Coroner Strambler, and a verdictrendered in accordance with the facta. Fearing the
immediate vengeance which waa threatened by the
friend* of the alain man, Mr. Odam secreted blm-
?olf in the theatre, and on the arrival of officera
Walker and Charpentler, gave himself into their
banda, and waa committed to the guard house,
from whence he waa transferred to the Jail. He
will be examined before a Magistrate's court on
Monday, and we will not anticipate by venturing
*n opinion aa to theprobable result of Its proceed*
ing3.
