We are sorry
to believe that there are those in other lati-
tudes, who also look forward with eager hope
to dissolution, no matter by what means
brought about, We cannot but be struck,
however, with the contrast which is manifest
in the tone of the free soil organs towards
the South and towards Spain. The latter
may heap indignities upon the country, fire
into ships, and imprison citizens; but we
hear no such ‘“‘vital question’’ as this—‘‘Are
the people of the free States to prove cow-
ards and poltroons, or will they show the
mettle of free men?’ Onjthe! contrary, the
Government is bitterly denounced, on the
bare suspicion of “resistance” to Spais, sim-
ply because such resistance might invelve
the capture of New York ships by Spanish
privateers, and the bombardment of New
York, Boston, and some other Atlantic cities!
But let an incendiary abolitionist press in
Missouri be pitched into the river, and
straightway, the.very men, who crouch at
the feet of Spain, draw the sword and jseek
to involve the whole South idbloodshed.—
Let us warn them to beware. The South
may not be 8 weak as they suppose. The
flame of war that they are seeking to kindle
in Kansas, may spread to New York, and
scorch some of the incendiaries. The dis-
union which would follow, would produce a
hundred fold more damage to Northern com-
mere, aye, and manufaotures, than twenty
wars with Spain.

“WHAT SHALL WE DRINK 7,”

The New York Sunday Atlas propounds
this question in much tribulation. It says
that, according to the teetolers, there are no
genuine liquors imported, and that domestic
spirits are beneath contempt; whilst the lov-
ers of the ardent retort, that small beer fer-

ments upon the stomach; that tea is but
another name for gypsum and copperas; that
beer is synonimous with coculus indicus and
rotten wheat, that the water is so filled with
animalcul® as to make one’s stomach an
aquatio menagerie; that soda water is often
impregnated with copper; that milk is but a
miserable imitation of the lacteal secretion

of the cow; that coffee is identified with chi-
oory end peas; that lager beer tastes con-
foundedly of pitch; that the ale is only fit to
kill fish; and theporter made principally from
decayed herrings and rain water. In view
of these facts, the Atlas is justified in its
despairing exclamation, “What shall we

drink?”

That question, oh thirsty populace of New
York, is not as easily answered as the ques-
tion, “What shall you not drink?” On and
after the 4th of July next, the doors of the
spirit land will be shut, and you will not drink

any of those inspiring draughts which used
to elevate you to the seventh heaven. Yon
may be ever so hot and thirsty, but those
©ool, celestial juleps, fragrant with mint, and
the sparkling ice kissing yowr fevered lip,
shall be yours no more.

GOVERNESSES,

We see sometimes in the New York pa-
pers, communications setting forth the griev.
ances under which governesses labor in that
large and wealthy city; their inadequate com-
pensation, and, worse than all, the unfeeling
and even brutal treatment which they fre-
quently receive. We can conoeive of no
pituation more painful to a sensitive mind
than one like this, aggravated by the super-

cilious pdde of vulgar wealth, which looks
down with scorn upon honest merit, and the

ingratitude which never rewards the best ex-

ertions with an approviog smile or word, but
regards’them as nothing more than a duty
which s fully compensated by the miserable
stipend which barely keeps body and soul
together. The ladies who £ill the position of
governesses, sre generally in every respect,in
education, in manners, in reflnement, in moral
eulture,and frequently evenin family,superior
to the vulgar herd of wealthy upstarts by
whom they are employed. How upon such
ww grate the ill-concealed contempt
and the everlasting effert to make them feel

THE UNITED STATES AND SPAIN.
The New York Ezpress, referring to the
outrages by Spain upon American gommerce
and citizens, thinks that . strong country
oan afford to put up with onal wrongs
from a weak couatry, just as & strong man
can from & weak one, without any loss of
diguity or honor. It so happens, bowever,
that there are & great many more weak coun-
tries than strong ones in the world, and ifthe
doctrine of the Express weré established, our
commerce and our citizens would besome the
prey of every puny power on the face of the
earth, SBuppese the editor of the Express were
bitten by & mosquito, would not his natural
impulse be, especially after several repeti-
tions of the offence, to crush the annoyance
without respect to its diminutiveness? If be
would not, he is fonder of mosquitoes than
most men. But no such plea can spologize
for the failure of this country to punish Span-
ish outrages. Spain, as a military power, is
not 80 very weak; she has a navy very near-
ly as large, and a standing army five times
as large a9 that of the United States. Her
privateers would assail our commerce upon
every sea, and France would certainly aid
her in & war for Cuba. We rather sus-
pect that it is because Spain, in her means
of annoying American commerce, and in her
French alliance is so strong, thatthe commer-
cial organs of the large cities think Brother
Jonathan oaght to be magaanimous, and let
her pull his nose and tread upon his coat tail
with impunity.

Such being the real reason, why not say so
at once? Why not say we are a commer-
cial, not a military people; we'have no navy,
no army; coppers are of more importance
than kicks or cuffs. We can only wish that
the Northern commercial interests may prove
themselves as keen sighted and influential in
averting sectional asjforeign troubles.

THE END OF THE WORLD.

There are many people who think that the
end of the word is at band. The Millerites,
who it was understood, had promised & uni-
versal conflagration this month, say that they
never promised any such thing, but that
sometime next month is the period. There
are other people, however, not 80 crazy as
the Millerites, who look upon the political
convulgions and bloodshed in Europe as pre-
liminary to the final winding up of human af-
fairs. Itis mostastonishing: this propeusity of
humsn nature to get rid of this world. We
abide here 8o short a time,—we are such in-
sects of & day, that we might be content to
wait till our sun goes down, before we trou-
ble ourselves about the mysterious other
worlds that will come out full orbed in the
darkness of the grave. But no; we must con-
tinually bother our heads with vexatious cal-
culations about the end of the world, though
the end of the world, so far as we are con-
cerned, may happen in the midst of our calcu-
lations; we must consult spirits, and set them
to rapping under tables, and becech thein to
blab out the secrets of the spirit land. We
shall all know these secrets soon enough; too
soon for some of us.

This world, we acknowledge, is a very bad
world, and, if it had its deserts, would have
come to an end long ago. There is 80 much
selfishness, corruption, hypocrisy and rascal-
ity of varfous kinds extant, that we see no-
thing which can cleanse it, but the burning
process; throwing it, like an old and foul
pipe, into the flames, s0 that it may come out
after a while, nice and clean as new. Bat,

we have strong hopes that “He who sends his
rains on the just and the unjust,” will spare
the ancient fabric for some time, and cleanse
it by & milder process. We invoke the Mil-
lerites to postpone their promised perform-
ance for a few centuries. Let these modern
Jonahs give Ninevah time t0 repent and
amend its ways, so that it may be saved.
