SALE OF THE CANADAS TO THE UNITED
STATES. 2
The Philadelphia Times says it has ‘good
reasons to believe thattbe sale of the Cana-
das to the Government of the United States
is about to be takeninto consideration by
the British Cabinet, and to be submitted to
Parliament. This important step, it says,
has been suggested by the accumulating
debt of England, now smounting to about
eight hundred millions of pounds sterling, or
four billions of dollars; the amount of new
burdens which the war is casting upon an
already over-taxed people; the financial em-
barrassments entailed on the mother coun-
try by unproductive colonies, and the formi-
dable attitude of opposition recently assum-
ed by the commercial classes against the
rule of the aristocracy, and the evils of their
political supremacy. It is stated that many
of the leading statesmen and political econo-
mists of England advocate the sale of some
of the principal colonies, with their own
consent, or the concession to them of na-
tional independence. The Times quotes Mo-
Callock, who says :

Oar trade with Carada is, on the ether hand, a proof
of the mischief ccossioned by forc'ng an intercourse
where there is no natural aptitude for one. While,
however, the forcing a (zade with colonies is no ad-
vantage, but the reverse the effort to keep them in
an unwl‘]llnl etate of dependence after they are de-
sirous to be independent, entails a very heavy ex
pense on the mother gountries Our ascendsncy in
Cenads, at this moment, is wholly dependsntonthe
presence of & large military force, occasioning one
way and another a direet outlay of little less than

2,000,006 & year, and this encrmous direct and indi-
rect expense isinc.rred withoutany equivalent ad-
vantage, snd with a full conviction in the mind of
every man of senss in the empire that, in some ten

or twenty years, Canads will be indedendent, or an
integral portion of the United States.”

There are some objections to the above
arrangement, which do not seem to have
occurred to our contemporary of the Times,
or to his chief authority, McCullock. As-
suming that Great Britain is willing to sell
out the Canadas, of which we have seen no
proof, and that the Canadasare willing to be
sold, which is still more doubtful, it remains
to be shown that the United States will con-
sent to buy. That is a consent which will
never be given, unless the North consents to
a simultaneous acquisition of Cuba, with its
present institutions. The free States already
have an overwhelming preponderance in the
House of Representatives, and a majority in
the Senate, with a prospect of adding twenty
or thirty more free States from the present
territories in a few years. Yet, even under
these circumstances, the prospect of adding
one more slave State in Kansas, creates the
greatest excitement and opposition among
Northern free-soilers, who have raised the
ery that not another slave State shali ever
be added to the Union. Do they suppose
that the South, under such circumstances,
will consent to the acquisition of Canada, or
would remain in the confederacy, if that
reeking mass of abolition were added to the
existence free-soil preponderance?’ The idea
is too absurd to be thought of.

There is another objection to the sale of
the Canadas. No British writer advocates
that sale without their consent, and that con-
sent will never be given. Great Britain
may be willing to free herself from the ex
pense of Canada, but Canada has no objec-
tion to being defended by large fleets and
armies, at the expense of Great Britain.—
Nor are the progress and prosperity of the
Canadas as slow and languishing as the
Northern journals declare. The Canadian
authorities give very encouraging statistics
on these points. Besides, if the Canadians,
the most loyal andsubmissive subjects whom
Great Britain has on the face of the earth,
were willing to be sold, like so many cattle
in market overt, the United States is the last
country on the face of the earth which they
would permit to buy them. The British peo-
ple have no such hatred and contempt of
Americans as the provincials! Their feelings
arethose of a nobleman’s footman or valet
towards the rich parvenu next door. You
could never prevail upon them to take ser-
vice with one whom theyregard as an up-
start. If the provincials ever consent to a se-
paration from Great Britain, it will be on the
condition that they set up for themselves, a
boon which we bope may be yielded to them;
and, by way of enabling them to set up house-
keeping in handsome style, we propose that
our Govermnent sell or give them the State
of Massachusetts.

THE LATE ELECTION IN KANSAS.

1t cannot be pretended that the last elec-
tion in Kansas wus carried by an armed
force of “border ruffians.” The Kansas
Herald says it was emphatically an election
by the squatters—the bona fide residents of
the territory—and notwithstanding the free-
soilers rallied all their forces, and obtained
the votes of steamboat hands and soldiers,
they were beaten four to one by an over-
whelming majority of the legal resident vo-
ters of the territory.

This is the third pro-slavery victory in
Kansas. The election passed off without
aay fighting or disturbance. Let our friends
in Keausas continue to pursue this course ;
avoid giving the slightest pretext for stories
of violence and fraud ; go on and vindicate
themselves at the polls, and the schemes £
the abolitionists in regard to Kansas will
mest with & signal defeat and overthrow.—
Sheis to be a slave State and no power on

" earth can prevent it.

There i8 in the good'y city of Gotham a
fagitive African, who has assumed the high
sounding name of Pennington, to which has
been added the double titles of Reverend
and Doctor, the former by virtue of a license
from some one or other of the numeroue ec-
clesiastical bodies of the North to preach,
and the other conferred, it is said, by the
University of Heidelberg, probably by abo-
lition agency, for it is to be presumed that a
pearson of such merit as to secure that honor
would have been heard of by his own works
bafore the honor was conferred. Among the
cars of the 6th avenue railroad of New York
is & car especially provided “for colored per-
sons.’ The “Rev. Dr. Pennington,” on a
late occasien, with the intention, it is said,
of “making a case,”” put himself in the white
oars, purposely to be put out, that he might
g0 before the courts of-law to test his rights.
He was put out very properly, and in his
barbarian rage at the time, acted in a man-
ner 8o unbecoming a doctor in divinity that
& police officer took him before a magistrate,
where he received warning that if he ever
were brought up again under like circum-
stances, he would be punished. Pennington
has taken his controversy with the railroad
before the courts, and the issue to be deci-
ded, in the language of the N.'Y. Express, is:
“Are colored men citizens, within the mean-
iog of our laws and social organization 7—
Have they all the rights and privileges of
citizens? Are they part and parcel of North-
ern society, within the whole meaning of that
word, as applied to the white man, and are
they entitled to EQUALITY and FRATERNITY—
just as they have LipErTY 7 If 80,” 88ys the
Ecpress, “quite a revolution in the North is
impending.” ;

Whatever may be the decision of the
courts, we do not believe such a revolution
can be effected. People may sentimentalize
as they will about slavery, but bring them
down to practical amalgamation, and the in-
stinet of the Anglo-Saxon breast rises up
against it with & power which scatters senti-
ment to the winds and spurns law beneath
its feet. Innone of the Northern States is
this sentiment more strikingly developed
than in New York, whose chief city has al-
ways been sound to the core upon slavery,
and every subject connected therewith-—

of identifying the two races in social and do-
mestic relations. Which of the editors, di-
vines or stump speakers, of Massachusetts,
would give the hand of his daughter or sister
to one of that race, whose political and so-
cial equality with the whites is their favorite
theory? They have refused to them in New
York even the boon of universal suffrage,
and a like privilege has just been denied
them by a strong anti-slavery Legislature in
Connpecticut. But, were that and every other
political privilege granted by the laws, the
Anglo-Saxon, the Celt and the Teutonic races
can no more be made to blend with the Afri-
can than oil and water. Thething is against
nature, and is impossible.

LORD REDESDALE AND THE LADIES

Lord Redesdale, in a recent speech in the
House of Lords, has shown more hardihood
than Locd Raglan before Sebastopol. We
expect that after that speech the ladies of
London will be down upon him in a body.
During a debate, & short time since, his lord-
ship is said to have spoken in the following

ungallant manner :

“On the previous evening iadies had cccupied po:«
tions of the House, to which they were not properly
admissible, to the great prejudice of the general ap-

earance of the :House. (Ob, oh, and lsughter).—
g‘hlt House was a place for debate, and although it
was on the previous e\'eninf surrounded by that
which was most beautiful, still it made it lock more
like a casino (loud laughter) and was very disadvan-
tageous to debate and discussion. (Oh, oh) A no-
ble ea:l had expressed to him his unwillingness to
speak because he was surrounded by an audience of
that kind. (Oh, oh, and laughter ) The admission
of ladies to the parts of the House they had occupied
on the previous evening was contrary to the orders
of the House, and was, ke trusted, an irregularity
which would not be repeated.”

The wives and daughters of England’s nobility
being in places to which *‘they we¥e not properly
admussible!” the very idea is an outrage upon the
#3x! Earl Granville, however, came nobly to their
rescue, and with the lance of ridicule pinned the
womanhater to hisseat:

*I remember,” he said, * seeing a Freoch farces in
which an English *‘milor’ was the prineipal pesison-
age, and in whish he cbjected to the preeence of la-
dies at dinner, because they were displeasing to his
eyes. 1 never before knew the original of that Eng-
lish ‘milor.’-—ﬁLnu hter.) I must also add thsat I be-
lieve all your lotdships had vot had the advantesge
which my noble friend seems to possess, by the fre-
quantation of casinos, ef enjoying those views of the
temale sex, which he now wishes to deprive this
house of.—(Great laughter ) However, | accept h's
observations, as a very satisfactory reason why some
of the speeches on the opposite side of the house
were, in the opinion of those on this side, less effec-
tive than they sometimes are.”
