l f is impossible for the human mind toc Mtipsss such mighty horrors. The sight ofa single hearse, bearing the body of one tvhohas died peacefully in his bed, reminds us
painfully of our mortality. Thoughts ofdeath, of the family whom tho deceased hasleft, of the keen anguish of their desolation,
and, perhapn, of their want and dependence,
till the mind with sadness. But here are half
a million of men, in the prime of life and
strength, dying deaths ofviolence and agony,
slaughtered by their fellow men, and that too
in a quarrel in which neither party had the
slightest personal interest. Each of these half
million leaves behind him some one who lov-
ed him,?parents,wife, child or friend. What
a responsibility rests on the heads of govern-
ments whioh, for purposes of selfish ambition,
make such deplorable sacrifices of human
life and happiness!

Fer-r.usox, (formerly of Richmond,) who holdsan important station at the Salt Works, andto whom we were much indebted for biskindness.
Our two stages, carriage and buggy, an<l"citizens on hors«a," formed finite aa impo-

sing cavalcade to the surprise of the native?.We were now about to perform an imlispensable part of our pilgrimage. We were al!under a relig ; .,us obligation for one ca-ise»r-d another to visit Sail river, bat bad compromised with our consciences to substitutethe jSalt Wells for the arid plains at thehead of tbat notable stream. T! e substitu-tion might not be considered fair, since it
wis more of a pleasure than a punishmentto go to the wells ; but that is a very «w>dreason why we preferred it! Who would goto the river, when they could visit the wells,and feast at "the Liiek," that pleasant oldmansion at the side of the valley ?

Leaving the main turnpike, about a milefrom Abingdon, we travelled 16 miles in anorth easterly dir- Jon to Saltville?thename of the place where the wo ks are loca-ted. We c-ossed in our route, with little
difficulty, Walker s moautain. After cros-sing that mountain, we were struck with thepeculiar fealures of the country, which indi-cated the disrupting agencies, which had
wrought tbeir effects upon it. Yettbe scene-
ry was beautiful, and grew in picturesque-ness, as we advanced along the descending
line of the valley to the Wells. Our prox"
nnity to them, was plainly deducible from
the bare hills (from which the timber hadbeen out for the Salt-Works,) whose sideswereseamed with deep trenches made by thewheels of wagor s loaded with word, as they
dragged their way to their bases. As we
emerged from a curve in the route, and thePreston Salt Valley burst upon the view, allwere struck with its singular beauty. The
casual observer, such as I am, hfd he neverknown the fact, could have told, that there
must be some ra»*e good, as well as rare beau-
ty in this wonderful Valley.

Preston Salt Valley is included in the
Valley of the North HoMon, which is mark-ed by an enormous fault or fracture of the
rocky crust, which extends for a distance of
not less than hundred miles; but only
about fifteen or sixteen miles of its north-
eastern extremity are said to be character-
ized by the conditions essential to the accu-mulation ofsaline and gypseous ingredients.Gypsum is found at various points in these
sixteen miles, lying in Washington and
Smyth counties; but thus far, of all the ba-t-ins iu the line of the disruption in the orig-inal strata, the Preston Salt Valley is the only
one where hav6 been developed the salt
deposits and salt water insufficient quantity
for commercial purposes, and there it would
seem to be inexhaustible. Many fruitless
attempts have been made in other basins todiscover it. In one of these efforts a shaft
six hundred feet was sunk without finding
salt; but it penetrated plaster the entira
depth, and the cost of the pit was nearly de-
frayed by the plaster excavated, it having
proved a valuable gypsum, anhydrous, or
l'r'e from water. These beds of gypsum are
of course of unknown extent. They are
known to cover a great surface, but their
depth has not been ascertained. It is suffi-
cient to know that they are inexhaustible.
Iu the Preston Salt Valley the beds are im-
mense, lying a few feet from the surface, and
extending down it is net known how far.

This Valley of the North Holston, shut in
by lofty sandstone mountains on the north
western and southeastern sides, has a net-
work ot short crests and insulated knobs,
deep ravines and winding valleys, that give
to it a picturesque appearance. The exten-
sive longitudinal fault having been intersect-
ed by a series of lateral disruptions, gave to
the water by its alternate darning and break-
ing away, its great power, and drove it in
winding currents, shaping the bills and
" grooving out the ravines between them."
The excavations along the valley at Saltville,
show the violent agencies that have been at
work. There you see compact masses of
earth and finely pounded slate and stone that
have been subjected to a sliding and grind-
ing process and pressure of great power.?
There, too, are fossil remains of animi-'s be-
longingto the Mammoth species, many spec-
imens ofwhich are shewn at the salt works.
Imagine, as is the case, that these hills and
hollows, enriched by the decomposed rock 3
of the locality, aro clothed with luxuriant
vegetation, and you may wefTconceive that
the valley is beautiful beyond discripHon.?
But the most interesting part of it is the
Preston Salt Valley, ofwhich Professor Hen-
ry D. Rogers hag given the following faitn
ful »t*ticiiption:

"In themiddle of this chain of faill« of the Hol-
\u25a0ton Valley, Ilea, beautifully fncircied by fertile in
dented slopes, and a chain of knoba and spurs, the
small but remarkable Valley of the Salt Work*
and Gypsum quarries of the Preston and King es-
tates. The bed of the Valley la an oval shaped
plaiu, of rather more than 300 acres In extent,as
smooth as a bowlinggreeu, but not aa level, having
a gentle uniform slope from its south eastern to
it a north western aide, or towards the Holstou
river. From this rapid stream, It U separated by
anearly straight range of variously shaped lime
stone knoba, between whose fertile sidea descend
ravines into the penl-i.i basin, which discharge* it*
collected waters Into the rlrer through thedeepest
ol these transverse passes. On the opposite or
south eastern side, tbo plain U half euglrt by a
semi-circular sweep of mountain, or a cresceut-
like indentation In the dark of the boundingridge.
[Just on the outer edg o' this *emi«ctrcle, stands
the old mansion ot the Preaton farrily, where the
Board of Trade et als. were most jountifullyen#
tertainea ] The soil of the Valley is wet and peaty,
and beneath it, to an enormous depth, there sp-
pears to be no solid rock, but a deposit of clay
and earth imbedding in piaces large bodies of rock
aah and ot gypsum, and saturated in it* lower por
tiona with highly concentrated brine."

Col. T. L. Preston, who owns all bat the
Southwestern end of the Valley, is the pro-
prietor of adjacent lands, of great fertility,
to the extent of about 6000 acres.

The brine is reachea about 200 feet fromthe surface. This brine

Thereforeput np in barrels, (the form in which it is
transported.) this salt is exposed to the at-mosphere without detriment. There is somegypsum ia the water, but that becomes in-crn'ted on the bottom of the kettles, and is(bus separated from the salt.The brine rises ia the wells (trhtch arefour inrhes in diameter) to within 45 feet ofthe surface, from whence it is pumped bysteam engines into the reservoirs. Fromthese reservoirs it is conducted to the kettlesin the evrporating houses by wooden pipesOne of these houses is two miles from thewells, immediately on the bank of the Hol-ston. The others are at the wells. The
evaporation is effected in kettles, ber>e;th
which are furnaces where heat is constantlykept up, from Monday morning to Saturdaynight. It is a beautiful process, the crystal-
ization of the salt which takes place on thesurface, after which it falls to the bottom, andis scooped up almost as white as snow . Afterbeing left todrip awhile in split baskets overthe kettles, it is throvn in bulk, wl ence it
is put up in barrels. The salt is beli .ved tobe the purest that is manufacture f. Thetable salt is certainly the most beau iful weever saw. As to the supply from tfc t wells,
there is no telling its extent. There lis beenno falling off in the flow of brine for a longseries of years, and it is just as stro ig now
as when first discovered. '

Moreover, ihe existerce ofvast depths ofrock salt b ling as-certained, the capacity of supply beconsidered unlimited.
Wykdham Robertson, Esq., is th«i lessee

of the Salt Works, as well as the proprietor
®f an interest in them. He pays an ant ual
rent of $25,000. The anuual product; of theworks is a little over 300,000 bushel}. The
chief market is East Tennessee and upper
Mississippi and Alabama. It is taken down
the lloi3ton in large Hat boats, and along the
Tennessee as far as Muscle Shoals, which isthe end of the voyage. The boats can only
float down the river, 1 owever, upon a rise ofthree feetat the land" ig. Last year there
was no rise and an immense stock accu-mulated on Mr. liobinson's hands, before
he was enabled to float off his fleet. The
price per bushel at Muscle Shoals, has been
latterly 75 cents per bushel; at the works 50ccnts.

The wells can supply any demand; and it
is likely that after the liailroad line through
that country is completed the market for itwill be increased. Mr. Robertson has commenced boring on his own land at the upper
end of the Valley, for salt. lie has bored 600
feet without finding any; but is determined
to continue 000 feet further, when, if he has
not succeeded before, he will abandon the
enterprise.

Col. Preston and Mr. Robertson, each are
working Plaster beds and have Plaster mills
near the Salt Works. Their operations canbe extended in proportion to the demand.

A branch of the Virginia and Tennessee
Hail Road, is to be constructed to the Salt
Works six miles long. We passed along theembankment in our route to the Wells Agood portionof it is finished. It is confident-
ly pri dieted, that Saltville with its unlimited
supplies ofSalt and Gypsum can load a train
each way, east and west every day of the
year, if the demand will justify it!Man is lost iu admiration, in contemplat-
ing tho wonderful characteristics of this
basin. Itssurface is incomparably beauti-
ful, while the riches underneath the soil are
inexhaustible. It is a source of wealth at
once inappreciable. In its vast beds of
Gypsum, that part of Virginia has a fertilizer
through all time ; and in the Salt of tbe Pres-
ton Valley, a commercial commodity, that
will in all human probability be equally as
enduring
I fear I have wearied the reader with this

long account?yet I have omitted a great
deal.

The members of the Board of Trade and
their companions, after looking at the
works, and collecting a great number of
beautiful stylactites, which were formed by
the water drippicf from the reservoirs, (and
none of which, i believe, were brought
home!) accompained Col. Preston to his
dwelling,called the Lick, situated as above
described. There, after a little rest from our
rambling about the ground, we partook of
an admirable dinner. At the conclusion of
the feast, we had a great many good sayings,
some of which led me to believe, that the
Salt Wells yielded attic as well as table salt,
and that our party had imbibed some of that
aswell as something else !

In th#afternoon, we wandered again over
the Yallr-y?saw Col. Preston's fioe cattle?
the burr tnill stone found on his land?went
down to the laudiog at the Holston?thence
to the Plaster banks?exhausted all our
terms of heyrperbole upon the inexhaustible
things around us?aud returned to the Lick
completely down at the heel. More than
one dignitary of the Bo:;rd of Trade were
soon seen nodding p«sent to things for
which their assent was neither expected nor
desired?and therewere other signs ofweari-
ness from locomotion and sight seeing, that
Col. Preston, kindlybrought to a conclusion
by inviting the gentlmen to bed! And thua
ended our day at the Salt Works. C.
