the R r rfan, added to which the men of war in theharbor were laid broadside ou, and by their firu on

TH* BATTLIt OF THK F.ICHTBINTH OF JCNK.

doubt that the combined roovf-mesjts of the allied
armies ro-eommenced on the 17 h, and that early

fore known to our military annals for the lua're ofvictory?an att»'-k was made on thp Gi-rat Re.d»nand the M«l»k> ff Tower, wbirh was n-pn'sed wi h
a most heavy »nd grievous logs ou our aide. Tte
troopg withnet w intoour owo lines, effecting thPir
retreat in order, and nut being harassed by theenemy; but in the fearlul strugglewhich took place
upon and within the w.irks, where a partial suc-
cess was at one time obtained, both French and
English were mowed down by the means of de
fence accumulated by the enemy in therear ol the
batteries. We learn, wbb the deepest pain, that
?he losses of the allied forces are believed to be
irrea'er than in any former action of the war. SirJohn Campbell, Colon-1 Yea, of the 7ih. Colonel

of th" 57(L, and many other officers of
dl t nguisbed gallantry, (el! in our ranks, woile the
Fieuch have lost two general officers and a vastnumber of menin all branches of the service.

This event is calculated to excite tbe strongest
national regret, from the check it gives to ar-dent hopes which had been entertained of imme
dlate success, and from tbe additional los*-«s such
a contest has caused to both armies, yet t must
b" borne in mind that in theprogress ot a f-tsg enddifficult siege there is nothing ex-ra-'.rdiaaiy in the
repulse of one or more partial assaults. Tills is,in
fact, tbe first time since tho commencemens of the
Crimean war that our armies have suffered any
check in an important combined opera iu«. TbeRussians have, be ?n repulsed a doz*n timaa during
the siege in tbeir nocturnal sorties and tttackson tbe French and English liiej, although our
works are incomparably weaker than th«s Mala*
"*off Tower and the Redan. Scarcely a alege of
any magnitude ia to be found in military history inwhich the garrison hss not once or twice beaten
back thebesiegers from the works The Russians
mads no le«sth*n five assaults on Siilistrla, andwere five times defeated. The French were foiledin tbeir first att*ck on the Mame on, though they
are cow victoriously possessed of it. Our sorrow
at this failure, and especially at the sacrifice ol
gallaat and devoted men which it has cost us ia at
least unmixed with despondency, although, it
feemi, we have yet to learn tbe whole extentof theresources of theplace and the enooiy to whom we
are opposed.

As tue Kedsn is commanded by tbe Ma!ak< ffworks, oar success in the torm»r contingent on
that of the French against the latter mora elevated
position, because tbe Redan could not be held ae
long as the tire of the Malakoff batteries cuuld be
directed sgainst it We have some reason to be-
lieve that this Is whatactuary occurred on thelßtb.
aid thattbe British troops bad already carried"
the Redan, when they found themselves exposed
to such a fire from tbe enemy's guns in the flank
and rear that, as Sir T Graham said in his ac-
count of the Kissultof San Sebastian, "No man
outlived the attempt to gain that ridge"?and they
were consequently obliged to retire. Some idea
may beformed of the Bppallirig difficulties which
tbe French had to encounter at the works round
tbe Malakrff Tower, from the obstacles which
foiled their first at sck or> the 7th. Tbeiirst onset,
as described by our correspondent on that day,
carried all before It

1-1... F onch not only drove the Russians out ofthe Mamelon, but pursued them to tbe earth worksabutting onthe Malakofir tower. Thero they found
themselves on the brink of a huge di'ch formedby theexeavaMon of the earthworks, and in tbeditches strong absttis or palisade was erected,through which they atterop'ed to force their way.The French troops were extremely exposed; it Iscot clear that any nf the usual means bad beenprovided for effecting tbedescent ieto the ditch, cr
for blowingup the abatn'f; but the trenches were
lined with Russians, and a hand to hand battle en-sued, which endsd in tbe French being diivenback, not only from theMalakeff tower, but from
the Mamalon itself, for they were hotly pursuedby tbe enemy, aod, 'o completetheir danger a minewashred in the Mamelon under their feet.Nevertheless, after this struggle, the French
troops reformed with indomitable courage, return-
fd to tbeattack aod ultimatelydrove theRussians
from tbe Msmeon alt ge'hcr. Such were tt#principal incidents of tbe combat of the 17 h.
«#hlch we must b-t our readeri not to confound
with those of the 18tb, eg the latter are s ill very
imperfectly kn»wn to us; and itmust ever remain
« doubtful point wh-tber, on the former occasion,ihe result whichhad been obtained eould not havebeen turnrd to more d»-cisiv3 results.
