RICHMOND WATER POWER.
Very few persons, either at home or abroad,

bave an idea of the immense waterpower of
Richmond, and its capacity to become a
great manufacturing town. The best mode
ofascertaining its advantages in this respect
is a comparative view, like that taken by
Mr Peter A. Brown# in his "Lecture on Hair,
Wool and Sheep-breeding." Patterson-

\u25a0whose water power is one of the best known
and most appreciated, was selected to com-
pare with Richmond.

According to this comparison, Patterson
baa a fall of 68 feet, capable of being used
three times; amount of cubic feet of water
per second is thirty, or an average of two
and a half feet of head, discharged from the
side of the forebay, the bottom of the aper-
ture being three feet. It is estimated that
one square foot, drawn in this way, is equal
to a thirteen horse power, so that the horse
power may be put down at 1170. Counting
2-->3 spindles to a horse power, Patterson has
only water power sufficient to drive 271,931
spindles, or their equivalent.

The James River, at this city, was gauged
by Mr. E. H Gill in 1849, and the discharge
found to b»t 2,444 cubic feet per second.?
The fall of the first three miles is 81 feet.?
Adopting the same rule as for Patterson, al
lowing three falls of twenty feet each, and
admittingthe average head of two and a half
feet, an aperture of twelve square incheswill discharge eight cubic feet per second,
which will make the James river power, at
its lowest stage, equal 2,673,375 spindles

Wben to this water power is added Rich-
mond's inexhaustible supply of fuel, and the
capacity of Virginia to produce the finestwool, all will agree with Mr. Browne, that
Richmond ought to be one of the greatest
wool manufacturing towns in the Union.

BEAUTIFUL ENGRAVING

The engraving
Is a beautiful work of art, but the likeness
we can scarcely call art?it is such a perfect
counterpart of nature.

BARBARISM OFTOE WAR.
The allied jonrnafj mo raining a great ®P" |

roar over the alleged massacre by tha Rot*
sisns at Hango, of an English boat'* crew
bearing a flag of trace. Unexplained, it wa»
undoubtedly a barbarous and brutal act,

but itmay appear that theboat wai availing
herself of the opportunity to take soundings
of the harbor, as at Kertch, in which case
she forfeited the protection of her flag.
However, that may be, tbe allies have set
the example of barbarity in the war, and
have committed atrocities beyond any al-
leged against the Russians. The horridbru-
talities perpetrated upon helpless females at
Bomersund,and the hideous levity with which
crimes which shocked all Christendom were
referred to by a British journal, have not
passed from public recollection. Even a

lateperiod of tbe present campaign show that
the allies are greater savages and barbarians
than their enemies. At Kertch, according
to (Hie statement, the most revolting and
fearful atrocities were perpetrated. Iteni-
kale, according to tbe testimony ofan allied
officer, who appears to regard the whole af-
fair as fine fun, was another scene of the
most barbarous outrages. Yenikale was a

peaceable town, evacuated by its inhabitants
without a battle, yet the houses of tbe inof
feDsive population were pillaged, the furni-
turewas broken, pianos smashed into pieces,
oil paintings run through with bayonets,
books burned, plates and dishes thrown
through the windows,and every thing move-
able of value carried off by force. "The
town," writes a naval officer, " has been
destroyed bythe French, who are very devils
in the shape of mischief." ' Mischief'?a

mild term for such proceedings, ?would it
not have been " Larlariim'' of the worst
kind if the English had been the victims and
the Russians the perpetrators ? In this " mis-
chief," the French were seconded most
heartily by the English and Turks. "The
village ofKamiesb, nearYenikale," says the
same officer, " icat tet on firt to cook by ;

several fine cows were killed and cut up with
swords, cooked and eaten in what is often
called 'no time.' Some got possession of a

carriage, and some were drawn about by
others who acted the part of draught ani-
mals?either horses or asses, which you
please."

A Paris correspondent of a N. Y. journal
states that the Tartars who " at the invita-
tion of the Allies left their homes and sought
a refuge at Eupatoria, are left to their fate
?slow starvation ; the commanders of the
expedition have do time to spare in taking
care of such valuable allies. They alienate
the feelingsof the inhabitants of the Crimea
with an incredible recklessness; the fate of
Yenikale and of the Tartars at Eupatoria
makes even the Cossack rule preferable to
the presence and friendship of the Anglo-
French army. Last year the poor inhabi-
tants of the Aland Islands were left unpro-
tected against Russian revenge; this year
the Crimean Tartars are ignored and allowed
to starve under the protection of the Allies.
Still the public papers contain no comment
upon such proceedings, and no eloquent
writer of the ' great thunderer' denounces
the violation of the rules not only of morals
but even of common prudence."
"BEBABTOPOL CANNOT BE TAKEN ?MUBT

BE STARVED OUT."
If we recollect aright, it was not many

months after the siege of Sebastopol com-
menced, that Brigadier General Webb
formerly of the regular army, and more re-cency editor of the Now York Courier and
Enquirer, wrote letters to his paper fromEn-
gland, demonstrating to his own entire satis-
faction that Sebastopol could be easily car-
ried by assault by the allied armies. The
progress of the siege and the recent tremen-
dous repulse of the attempt !o storm, has
convinced theBrigadier of his error, and he
has now come to the sensible conclusion that
"Sebastopol cannot be taken? must be starv
ed out!"

If the allies had acted on that principle
from the first, investing the town completely
North and South, it might hare fallen long
ago. It is th* only means by which it will
ever fall. The Courier refers at length to
the repeated failures to make any impres-
sion upon the fortifications,?the repulse
of the fleets which attacked forts Quarantine
and Constantine at the mouth of the harbor
ou the l?th of October?the successive bom'
bardments resulting in nothing?finally the
decisive and terrible defeat at the Redan and
Malakoff. The Courier comes to the ration-
al conclusion that the only reasonable hope
now left for taking this stronghold is by investiDg it so completely as to cut off allchance of supplies of food and ammunition"This," adds the Courier, "would only bea work of time. Liprandi once driven fromthe heights beyond the Tchernaya, the intrenchments may be carried around the northside of Sebastopol, and the place, beine completely blockaded as it is by §ea, would beentirely isolated from the remainder of theCrimea, or by prosecuting operations in theSeaof Azoff and at the Isthmus of Perekopthe Crimea itself may be cut off from all sup-
plies by the main land.
