Affairs io Central America
were In a most disordered condition. The brig
Vest*, which had on b>ard Colonel Walker and
1 isp»rty, from San Fracclsso,reached Reali-j >,some
we- Ks ago. it Is known to our readers mat this
port, »e well as Leon, on the Pacific, were in the
hands of the Castellon party of Nicaragua. Col
Waker, alter a cotference with General Munrz,
wh j is in command of the Castellon forces, em-
barked for Ssn Juan del Sur, reinforced by two
hundred m»n. Mi* party was thus increased to
.bjut 275. Hfi appeared oIT San Juan, and lanied
his lore* on the nipht ol the 27th ult., at Breto,
about 14 miles north of San Juan, while the next
day, hU vessels, th<? Vesta and a *chocn«r. ap.
peared oft'ln theharbor of San Juan to draw off the
attention of the troops there in the morning the
troop* were hurried rff in great precipitation to
defend Itlvss, which Walker had asaaulttd, and is
r-'portea tj have ti-ken. The next night he took
San Juan del Sur, without any resistance, and
seized all the arms and amruunitlon deposited
'here. It is supposed that he will next attack San
Carlo* and Castillo, aud then, with a combined
movement with Musoz, attack Grenada, should
Munix be able to overcome Gsneral Corral at Ma-
nxjua ThePresident and his officers left Grena-
da on tfce 20th, to join the army with General Cor-ral, and thus matters will be broughtto a crisis.A corresprndent of the New York Herald, wri-ting from Virgin Bay, on the 29rh ult., says thatabout 500 Nlcaraguaus were at Rivas, and steady
fiiihting had been going on between them and Col.Walker, who had 55 Americans with him and 200
men belonging to theCastillon parly. On the day
lollowlog, the same correspondent writs: "Just
now the Democrats, some Americana among them,
are coming In in small numbers, live and ten, in a
