tention to die rather than be taken ; and thst they
were coming towards this poiat, probably to embark
on steamboats for 8t Louis.

The Rev. T. G. Keen, of Petersburg, writlng
from Portsmouth to tae Express, says :

I find this place even more deserted than Nor-
folk., I havespentsome three hours here, and as
yet have seen no one whom I have known before,
though enjoying the ncqusintence of many here
about three montbs since. The stores are nearly
every one closed, and a general gloominess and
desolation prevaile, There 18 not a hotel open in
the place, and from appearances | infer all have
left, excopt the slck and thoga atiending to them. —
At the lowest calculation, in the two citles there
mustbe several bundred persons now down with
the fover I bave scen several hearses on their
melancholy errands, but no one tccompanied them
save the drivers Acd now from 2!l ] have been
enabled to see, which has beea & gouod dea!l as-
eure you for the time, [ gather several (to me)
important facts :

1. The disease has diffused its polson throngh
thse entire communities, avd must run its course.

2. No blame should attach to the vast number
who bave left, for bad they remained a vaster
amount of material would have been here to afford
a still longer life tothe fearful malady,

3 It would have bean better had more who counld,
consistendy, left intima. Much valuable life would
have been spared. It is not here, as in moreSou-
thern cides, well for a person to run the risk o!
contracting the fever, bacause it 18 nct an acclima=
uog dievase. The fever mny not sppearin these
cittes again during the present geweration, and
what avail wiil it be to thuse who have remained
and taken the disease, and imperiiled thelr lives 7

4. The worst, I apprebend, is tiil to come, in
this way : Alter the pres:nt material (to use a fa-
wmiliar term) shall bave besn exhaustsd, it will be
thought the disease has subsided, whizh will in=
duce the return of many justin timeto inhale the
atmosphere, and fall and die. No sane man who
kas not had the fever, ought to think of returcing
till two or three heavy frosts have fallen,

vices as aselstant nurse for the suffering sick in this
town.

Among the sick at Portsmouth are Mrs. D. D.
Fiske, wife of the Mayor. Ed. H James is dead.
A son of Purser Joo. De Bree, of Norfolk, is down
with the fever in Baltimore. Among the Presscf
Norfolk there bas been much sickness. Mr Brick
bouse, formerly of the Norfolk News, Jobn Hay-
mao, late of the Beseon, and Gregory and Webb,
printers on the Herald, are all down wita the faver.
Mr. James H. Finch is issulng the Argus wita the
aid of only two buys. Mr. Leonard, the editor of
that paper, is, as before stated, down with the
fever.

Mr. W. B. Cain, of Cain'siHotel in Norfolk, who
was reported down with the yellow fever, is now
fo Richmond, in geod health, not havlag had an
attack of the epidemic.
