Soathern Emigration to Kama*.
Two South Carolina papers?the Charleston Pa-

triot and Wlnnesboro' Register?take ground
against Southern emigration to Kansaa. The rea-
sons given are that the Bonth cannot compete with
the North in this sort of emigration; that it is ex-
tremely problematical whether gains in Kansas
will ever be invested in Southern slave property;
that the old slave States are decreasing in political
power because so severely taxed by the loss of
citizens to populate other States; because emigra-
tion to Kansas may populate a Government Ter.
ritory whose future admission as a State is so
wrapt in doubt as to "make it prudent not tocarry
slaves there yet awhile at any rate." TheCharles
top Standard adds to these reasons the following:

"The South has long been tasked to the accom-
plishment of inconsistent objects. The one has
been to expand her material development, build
towns and cities, and maintain respectability in
the eyes of the world; the other was to march
with equal pace upon vacant territory and pre-
serve equalitywithin the Union."

The Tax on Carts, &c.
There is much to approvein the new Tax Bill;

bnt we consider the ad valorem tax on carts injudi-
cious. A specific tax of so much on one horse,
two horse juad four horse vehicles, for transporta-
tion along the streets, wonld be better, as it wonld
help to enconrage the introduction of spring wa-
gons and carts, which do so much less injury to the
streets than those heretofore used in this city;
which make so much less noise, and are so much
easier and comfortable to horses and mules. We
Invite the attention of the Council to these im
proved vehicles. Their introduction would be at-
tended with very many benefits, some of which
we have above cited, and not the least of which
would be the savingin transporting goods and ar-
ticles liable to injury. Those now generally nsed
are awful rackers and breakers of things trans-
ported by them. Let any one observe the four
horse teams, with their loads of flour, dashing
down Cary street, sifting ont the flour until it rises
la clouds. Such racking motion must be attended
with Injuryand loss. If the Council could adopt
measures to encourage the new spring wagons and
carts, they would do the public, commerce and
horse flesh asignal service.

Belligerent Correspondence.
The belligerentcorrespondence between Colonel

Lane and Senator Douglas, it is to be hoped, will
end in smoke. The shedding of blood cannot
prove more efficacious than the shedding of ink-
\u25b2 bullet neither demonstrates the truth of a propo-
sition, nor the honor of a combatant. A great
many grand rascals, as well as sublime simpletons,
have been Irreproachable shots?the only particu-
lar, by the way, in which they were irreproach-
able. Duelling is as frequentlyan illustration of
moral cowardice as of physical courage. He who
Ismore afraid of the ridicule of others than of his
own convictions of duty, Is not the highest style of
nan.

Neutral Vessels.

der Col. Walker, and 2000 Costa Ricans. EI Ni-
caraguense say* ?

Bvdaylight on the Bth Inst., a force of 500 men,
(Deluding 100 native troops, ware on the march
from Oranada to engage the presumptuousInva-
der. Gen. Walker, in person, was at the head of
the srmy. The force under his command en-
camped the night of the 10th, within nine mile* of
Rlvas, and in the meantime it bad been ascertained
beyond doubt that the city was held and fortified
by 9000 Costa Ricans and Chanorietas Early on
the morning of the 11th the march was resumed,
with the prospect ahead of a lively engagement.?
Evidently to the surpriseof the enemy, the Demo-
cratic force instead of entering the city by the
usual route from Oranada, came in by the road
leading from San Jago or Virgin Bay.

The troope, without halting,were assigned their
respective positions, and instructed as to appro-
priate points of attack. The battalion under com-
mand of CoL Sander*, wa* ordered to enter by the
street leading along the West side of the Plaza,
and the East ride was to be charged by the force
under command of Col. Fry. With a whoop and
a yell, a rush was made for the Plaza, and as the
troops were discovered by the enemy ascending
the eminence which concealed the approach to the
city, they were saluted with a volley of musketry,
which gave indication of a firm and obstinate re-
sistance. On both sides of thePiaza a brisk and
incessant firing wa*kept up by the enemy, but the
fearless and undaunted forces of the Democracy
chargedtbem with so much rapidity, that in les*
than five minutes the Americans were in entire
possession of thePlaza.

The Costa Ricans shunning an opea attack,
precipitately betook themselves to the barricades
and foitreased houses, and from their places of
protection and concealment, continued an unre-
mitting fire. Their cannon, too, with thundering

voice, gave testimonyof the efficiency of the prepa-
rations for defence. To prevent the destruction
that must inevitablyensue from so fatal an engine
of war, the determination was instantlyformed
and carried into execution by Lieut. Colonel San-
ders, of taking it from the possession of the ene-
my.

The order to charge was given, and the gallant
Colonel, followed by his intrepid soldiers, rushed,
heedless of peril, into the face of danger, and,
with the loss of four men only, succeeded in cap-
tnring that essential weapon of war. It was im-
mediately brought and stationed at the northeast
corner of the plaza, and placed under the control
of Capt. McCardle, a most excellent and intrepid
artillerist. The ammunition belonging to it was
also seized, and a few minutes only elapsed before
the weapon that was destined for the destruction
of the Democratic forces, was pouring a fatal fire
upon the Costa Ricans. Enraged at the loss of
their gun, they made several bold attempts to re-

Cossess it; but its thundering tone, rapidly followed
y the deadly discharges of the Mississippi rifle,

intimidated theirendeavors, and drove them back
to their place of concealment. In thq meantime,
15 or 20 riflemen stationed themselves on theroof
of a building, from which they could plainly dis-
cern a large body of the enemy on the back street.
A continuous fire waskept up by these gallant fel-
lows, and at least ahundred of the enemy fell from
their destructive aim.

From three corners of the Plaza a constant fire
was maintained from 8 o'clock in the morninguntil
aoou. Four hours of unremitting service in the
field, following a tedious march of more than two
days, had necessarily the effect of burdening the
energies of the soldiers with irresistible fatigue.?
The enemy, too, seemed to have become weary of
the fight, and little firing for an hour was done on
either side, except bysharp shooters, adventuring
chances at long distances

The temporary cessation of hostilities by the
enemy, was discovered to be a rusefor the purpose
of secretly possessing themselves of the building
on the northeast corner of the Plaza, where, un-
harmed, they could pour a destructive fire upon
the American troops stationed in every direction
upon the Plaza. This stratagem of the enemy
was discovered by Lieut Gay, and communicated
byhim to General Walker. Ten true and fear-
less men, armed with rifles and Colt's revolvers,
were all that were required to dispossess the ene
niy of their position. They were composed of
Capts. Hueston and Sutter, of Walker's staff; CoL
Kewen, Major Rodges, Maj. Webber, Capts. Beck-
er!) ridge and Mahon; Lieuts. Winter, Stith and
Gay. Afew privates joined, making the number
thirteen.

Theposition they sought was gained, and then
in earnest thecrack of the rifle became the death
knell of the foe. The enemy sought to retain their
ground, and returned the tire with great zeal and
oagerness. In this engagement Capt. Hueston fell
mortally wounded. With his parting spirit es-
caped the pulsation of a true and valiant heart?
As an atonement for the death of Capt. H., not
not less than thirty of the enemy were made to
bite the dirt. The fireof the remaining twelve be-
came too disastrous for the Costa Ricans to brave,
and they were compelled again to relinquish their
position and seek shelter elsewhere. They began
a precipitate retreat, but were hotly pursued. In
the retreat, Lieut. Gay was mortally wounded,
and "French Louis'' killed. The enemy made
good their retreat. The tighton the plaza had al-
most ceased, and during the day and night there
was little firing, except by a few of the enemy
around, with Minnie rifles, firing from concealed
places. The possessors of these weapons were
Englishmen and Germans, who had long expe
rience in their use.

The Costa Ricans lost six hundred men. The
early retreat of three hundred, and the subsequent
almost entire abandonment of Rivas, are sufficient
Indications of their defeat. The American's loss
does not exceed thirty, and the wounded is the
same. ? '

Thisoffence
Is no leas aggravated by the fact, that those who
committed so wanton an outrage, were under your
Immediate command. That yon were on the
ground, and did not prevent ft, aa it was in your
power to do so.
I would remind youof the letter to Mr. Molena,

the Envoy Extraordinary and Minister Plenlpo
tentiary of our government, dated Washington,
13th Doc., 1854, to the Secretaryof the State of the
United States, wherein be states that "the laws of
Costa Rica are exceedingly liberal (on the subject
of granting land*), and offered great facilities to
emigrants wbo would come to Costa Rica and tlx
their residence there." The treaty between the
United States and Costa Rica, made in 1851, in
the 12tharticle, guarantees to citizens of the Uni-
ted States residing in Costa Rica, in their persons
and property, the protection of your goverument

Under these inducements and guaranties, clti
zens of the United States have coma and settled.
What excuse can be offered, or how will yon ap-
pear in the eyes of the world, when you publisha
proclamation expelling these same persons with-
out being guilty of any crime, and murdering
them without merey? In the name of the United
States and of the government thereof. I protest
against such infamaus conduct; andbe assured, sir,
that the governmentof the United States, aided as
you may be by invidious and powerful allies, will
inquire into snch acts of lawless violence, and. if
unexplained and uuatoned for, will take decided
measures to protect the lives of our citizens and
vindicate the honor of the nation.

Rumors have also reached me that some four-
teen or eighteen citizens, four ladies, (one with an
infant,) were recently murdered by some troops at
Virgin Bav. lam slow to believe so diabolical an
outrage. John B. Sawlen, Esq, thebearer of thl»,
is instructed to inquire, in the name of the United
States, for this legation, into the facts touching
this rumor. I send him with my flag with this
dispatch, and I pray that you give him a conduct
through your lines, and a prompt reply to
