Letter from GGen. Walker.

Gen. Walker, in camp at Granada, has written
Senator Weller, of California, aletter, dated April
15, from which we take the following :

The Government of Costa Rica bas never yet
declared war st the Goverment of a:
yet it bas invaded our Territories and has murder.
ed Ameriean citizens who have never forfeited the
protection of the United States Government.—
T'his bas been done under cover of a decree issued
by the President of Costa Rica, declaring war
against the American forces in the service of Nica-
ragua. To declare war against the forces in the
services ot Nicaragua and not against N
handﬂ-“:o dﬂn:hy lnronmou positive and m
manner the t ol mericans en;
service of a foreign State. byt

Not only has this declaration of war been made
in this offensive and unheard of manner, but ano-
ther decree has been published, ordering all the
Amwerican prisoners of war taken by Costa Rican
forces to be shot. Thisis to deny to Americans
engaged in a foreign service the common rights to
which soldiers are entitled by the laws of war,—
Such decrees as those I have mentioned not only
throw Costa Rica, as I conceive, beyond the pale
of civilized nations, but they directly affect the
honor and dignity of the United States.

They [the Costa Ricans|attempt to control the
American people and keep them within a limit
whick the Ammerican Government has never pre-
scribed. Costa Rica says Americansshall not emi-
grate to Nicaragua and take arms in her service —
It remains to be scen whether she can sustain her-
self in so singular a position

So far we have had great moral odds against us.
The Government to which we all naturalty look
for aid and comfort has treated us with coldness
and disdain. There bas been no Government to
encourage us and bid us “God speed.” Nothing
but our own seuse of the justice of the cause we
are engaged in and of its importance to the coun-
try of our birth has enabled us to struggle on as
far a3 wo havedone. We may perish in the work
we have undertaken, and our canse may be for a
time lost, But if we fall, we feel it is in the path
of honor. And what is life, or what is success, in
comparison with the consciousness of having per-
formed a duty and of having co-operated, no mat.
ter how slightly, in the cause of improvement and
progress ¢ I begin, however, to leave facts, and
therefore will conclude.

P A Kearful Adveuture,
The Missouri Republican, ina letter from a Kan-
sas correspondent, has the following :

At St. Josephs I saw Mr. A. T. Gorman, of New
York, who haa just come in from the mountsios in
such a state of prostration and affliction as could only
have been occesioned by such exposure, hardship and
sutiering as, perhaps, no other man ever survived. In
company with 8 Canadian Frenchman and two Ken-
tuckians, he left the country of the Blackfeet Indians
last fall, to join Culverson and party st Fort Pierre,
and accompany them to the States.  They arnved at
Fort Pierre two days after Culverson’s departure, and
hastened on after, ia the hope of overtaking him. On
the third day, one of those snow storms known only in
those bleak sud elevated regions, opened upon them.
It came down 1n solid masses to the depth otpfour feet,
and was blown about by drifting winds, leveling un
even places, genetnting and filling their wagon and
clothes and obatructing their progress. Evening was
approaching, and they resolved to make one effort to
reach a more protected place before the night set in.
They urged their horses forward, but had mot pro-
ceeded more than a few hundred yards—Gorman
being mounted on one of the teamsters, and his com-
panior in the wagon—when suddealy he felt himself
precipitated, he knew not how far, into an abyss of
snow. He was completely covered over, and could
not tell which way to turn. He struggled on, how
ever, making a slow and tedious way, until he ceme
to the surface—he supposes a hundred yards trom
where he sank. He looked around for his companious,
but neither they nor the wagon could be seen. The
place where they had fallen into the chasm was
smoothed over, and presented a; plane of snow. He
eried aloud for them, but was oniy answered by wila
and wailing winds

A feeling of dread and desolation and despair came
over him, and he was about to yield himself to that
death which seemed inevitable. Already had the cold
penetrated his frame; darkness was covorin1 the skies;
the increasing winds whirled the still falling snow
more furiousiy; he was alone in n vast, inhospitable,
uaknown couatry, without provisions, without shel-
ter, without arms er ammunition, and he was fearful
to take a step in any direstion, lest he should aguin
be buried iu some deep abyss. His manhood was sub-
dued, he wept like a child; the memories of his hap-
Py heme, and of his mother, came fresh upon him;
he knew the many anxious hours, the miserable years
that his unknown fate would cause her; if he could
only send her one word of affectionate adieu, he ceuld
die in ce; but tnat could not be, and he must
rouse himself. He offered his first prayer for hea-
venly aid; he arose and moved forward through the
darkness and the drifts. He sometimes fell from ex-
haustion, and felt inclined to repose; but he knew
that one moment’s pause was fatal, and he struggled
on. The next day he saw some bushes, which gave
him hope of rest and warmth, but when he reached
them he found to hs dismay, that the matches in his
pocket were wet and spoiled, and could not be igni-
ted. His feet had become so sore and swollen from
constant walking as to burst the soles from his shoes,
and he was compelled to crawl aud tumbie himself
along.

Thus he worked his w:x slowly but unceasingly
through the next night a the next day, becoming
more faint each hour, and suffering a thousand deaths
from hunger, thirst, frosted limbs,sore feet, weariness
and drowsiness, when he descried a hut a short way
off. Suddenly revived, like & candle fickering in
the socket, he sprang and ran forward a few steps and
ecreamed for help, and fell senseless in the snow.—
Soms Indians at the hut saw and heard him, and went
and brought him in, and used all their restoratives
upon him; but it was several days before he returned
to consciousness, and six long weeks before he left
his bed. He lost several of his toes and is otherwise
permauently injured, but, throngh the sssistance of
some generous gentiemen of 8t Joseph, he will be
enabled to reach his home.

His companions heve never been heard of. The
place where they perished Mr. Gorman assertained
to be about thirty miles from where the steamer
White Cloud lies; but the snow was atill deep in the
gulches when he left there.

NICARAGUA AND SLAVERY—Appeal to England,
