The Attack on Mr. Sumner«Further Par-

ticulars, %
The telegraph has announced the attack on Mr,
8 8 from M h , by Mr.

Brooks, member of the House from South Caroli-
na.  The following is a fuller aceount:

Immediately after the adjournment of Congress,
while Senator Sumner, !rf Massachusetts, was
still in the Senate Chamber, Mr. Brooks, a mem-
ber of the House from South Carolina, entered,
aud approaching Senator Sumner, accused him of
libelling South Carolina and his grey headed rela.
th_ve. Senator Butler, I diately alter saying
this, he struck Mr. Sumner with a cane. Mr. 8.
fellto the floor, and Mr. Brooks repeated the ca-
ning until Mr. Sumner became deprived of the
power of speech. Previously he called for help,
but no one interfered until his assailant had com-
pleted his design,

Senator Summer was sitting in an arm chair
when the assault was made npon him. He had no
opportunity to defend himself. There are various
opinions on the subject, and quite contradictory, —
Many were applauding the act, while others were
denouncing it as a cowardly attempt to beat down
freedom of speech. Mr. Brooks was arrested
shortly after the arfair, a complaint having been
ma;lc‘ :g;.mst ‘?lm on tl.z’c oath of Wm. Y. Leader,
and was brought before Justic o
held to bait ;:1‘0500 to Answer.e T

Mr. Sumner has two severe, but not dangerous,

wounds on the head. Brooks' cane was shattered
in many pieces, demoustrating the violence of the
assault.
__When the attack was made there were probably
h‘ﬁ'cen or twenty persons present, including Messrs.
Crittenden, Foster, Toombs, Fitzpatrick, Murray,
Morgan and other members of Congress, (}nverno;
GGorwan, together with several officers of the Sen-
ate and strangers. The attack was £0 sudden and
unexpected tbhat Mr. Sumner had no opportunity
to place himself in & defensive attitude.

The first blow stunned him, and the stick, which
was of gutta percha, was broken into many pieces
by the time the assault was terminated. ~Messrs
Crittenden, Toombs, Murray and others interfereti
a3 soon as they could, and probably prevented
further damage.

Mr. Sumner sank unconscious to the floor, where
he lay till raised by his friends. His head was
bathed in blood, and bis physicians say he has the
severest flesh-wound they ever saw on a man's
bead, and deny his friends admission to him to
night.

The following is an extract from the speech of
Mr. Sumner, containing the allusions to Senator
Butler. e also calls Senator B. a “fanatic.”

The Senator from South Carolina has read
many books of chivalry, and believes himself a
chivalrous knight, with sentiments of honor and
courage. Of course he has choren a mistress
to whom he bas made his vows, and who, though
ugly to others, is always lovely to him ; though
poluted in the sight of the world, is chase in his
sight—I mean the harlot, Slavery. For her his
tongne is always profusein words, Let her be im-
peaclied in character, or any proposition, made to
shut her out from the extension of ber wantonness
and no extravagacce of manner or hardihood of
asgertion is then too great for this Senator.—
The frenzy of Don Quixotte in behalf of his
wench Duleinea del Toboso is all surpassed. The
asserted rights of slavery, which shock equality
of all kinds, are cloaked by a fantastic claim of
equality. If the slave States cannot epjoy
what, in mcckery of the great fathers of the Re-
publie, he misnames equality under the Constitu-
tion—in other words, the full power in the Nation-
al Territories to compel fellow men to unpaid toil,
to separate husband and wife, and to sell little
cLildren at the auction block—then, sir, the chival-
ric Senator will conduct the State of South Caro-
lina out of the Union ! Heroic Knight! Exalted
Sernator! A second Moses come for a second Ex-
odus!

PRESBYTERIAN GENERAL ASSEMBLY.— OLD
SCHOOL.—Sixik Day.—The committee to whom had
been,referred the subject of the destitution of min-
isters’ families made a report, embracing resolu-
tions r nding the establish of & fund
for their relief, and that each miniuter should be
taxed £3, and each church §2, annually, for that
purpose.

The Rev. Messrs, R. G. Northruss, of the Gene-
ral Association of Massachusetts, and Maltby, of
the Goneral Conference of Maine, were fraternally
received, and respectively addressed the Assemn
bly upon the progress and general condition of re-
ligion in their sectiom of the country. Rev. Mr.
Northruss (Mass ) observed, that he considered the
Church in New England as approaching an unani-
mous opinion upon the subject of slavery, abstain-
ing, however, at the same time, from violent parti-
zan vituperation respecting it.

Rev. Mr. Maltby stated that the General Confer-
ence he represented were Congregationalists, —
They numbered 17 000 members in 235 churches,
divided into 14 conferences. With respeet to sla-
very, they regarded it as a great evil, as this Gen-
eral Aszembly did, and s0 expressed the opinion
often in resolutions. It has grieved us, (observed
Mr. M.)) and it may have grieved you, in part; but
we rejoice that it bas not divided us, norsevered
the correspondence which prevails between us.

The Board of Publication submitted their eigh-
teenth annual report. The Board has published
39 new works daring the year, in all, 111,000 co-
pies. The total number of copiss of books and
tracts, published since the organization of the
Board, to March 1st, 1856, has been 5,550,933

The whole number of colporteurs at present in
commission is 210; number of families visited
93,734; number of volumes distributed, 314.488; to-
tal receipts for the last eleven months, $£3.506 20;
expendittires, $26,039 13; balance in the treasury
March 1st, £17,033 96.

SIXTH DAY.

New School —The question of the adoption of the
reports upon the constitutional power of the As-
sembly to meddle with slavery, was discussed in a
kindly spirit.

Rev. Mr. Wood of Miss., as & representative of
the opinion of Southern Clergymea, said:

I came here from the remote South—I breathed
the air first under a Southern sun, and I expect to
die there. Though I feel cordial toward the mem-
bers of this General Assembly, we have been call-
ed abolitionists because of our connection with
this General Assembly. Our brethren of Missouri
say they want to know what the Assembly is go-
ing to do upon this (uestion, and the committee
might have said the Assembly bas or has not the
constitutional power over this subject, and we of
the South wonld have understood what they mean.
Soour Souttern people all feel. But let me say
that the South is for continued connection with
the General Assembly, amd that the Southern
brethren are misunderstood upon this question.—
Some think that we of the South are fire eaters,
and would desire to force slavery upon you. Now,
we don’t want you to feelor believe upon this sub-
ject as we do. Not at all. If, however, this agi-
tation is continued in this Assembly, we must
either abandon the subject or this body, 1 believe
that is the feeling of the South upon the guestion.

Addresses were made by the Rev. Dr. Smith,
Rev. Mr. Allen, Rev. J. M. Beck of Lexington,
Mo.; Rev. Mr. Brainerd, Judge Jessup, and others.

The Slavery Discussion. in the General Assembly of
the New School Presbyterians—Signs of Promise,

Next follows an affidavit of M. A. Thoman, of
No. 7 Allen st., New York, who, on the 26th of
October, 1355, deposes that “from all he knows and
has been informed, he verily believes that Capt.
Max. Strobel is and has been for some months
past in the pay of the Russian Government, and
is made uae of by Russian officials in the United
States; and that the amount he [Strobel] receives
for the same Las been openly statad, namely, the
sum of twonty-five dollars a week.

The affidavit of Heary J. Fack, New York, No-
vember 8, 1855, contradicis the statement made
under oath by Strobel during the Hertz trial, to
wit: that he [Strobel] wasin the Bavarisn artil
lery; deponent, who “knew every man in the said
artillery, says and deposes that it is false, for
there was no man of that name in such artillery.”

The affidavit of Oscar Cromrey, New York, Oct.
27, 1855, sets forth the same statement as that of
Heury J. Fack, as above montioned.

T'be affidavit of Conrad Flinck, New York, Oct.
20, 1855, certifies that deponent “knows the char.
acter of the said Max. Strobel for truth and veraci-
ty,” and that ‘such character is bad;” deponent
would not believe bim under oath,

The affidavit of Count L. Kazinski, New York,
October 22, 1855, certifies that Strobel informed
deponent of his (Strobel’s) intention to turn State's
evidence against Mr. Crampton, and that he urged
deponent to become & witness against Mr. Charles
H. Stanley, clerk of the British Consul in New
York, *and, if poasible, against the Consul him-
sel himself, Mr. Barclay.” Deponent also i *‘mor-
ally convinced ” that Strobel is in the pay of the
Russian Government.

The aflidavit of W. Schumacher, New York, 3o-
vember 24, 1855, certifies that one Loeb infsrmed
deponent that he had learned from iiertz that he
(Hertz) had made five hundred dollars out of his
trial, and that he had written to deponent’s inform-
ant, Loeb, that he was coming to **New York
shortly to attend as witness in a similar suit ”

The aflidavit of M. A.Thoman, Philadelphia,
November 2, 1855, certifies that he had a conver-
sation with Sigismupd Zeise, now the confidential
clerk of P. R. Scherr, No. 142 oates street, Phila-
delphia, who stated to deponent that Hertz and
bimself Liad been, about two years and six months
ago, in the employment of said Scherr; and that
Hertz, while thus employed, was guilty of certain
swindling operations, which are specified, and had
endeavored to induce the said Zeise to join in the
“swindling process of sending articles ot merchan-
dize to different persons without charging them in
the books of the concern or giving the firm credit
for the amount received therefor.” Deponentjwas
furtber informed by said Zeise, that Hertz was con-
sequently dismissed by his employer, the said
Scherr.

The affidavit of Phillip R. Scherr, Philadelphia,
Mareh 7, 1856, certifies that deponemt knows one
Henry Hertz; that he was employed by deponent
as salesman for two months; that his business was
that of eelling goods and collecting money; thathe
collected money to the amount of §1,500 and up-
wards which he never accounted for or paid over;
and that deponent believes him entirely unworthy
of trust and cortidence, and would not belicve him
on oath,

The affidavit of M. A. Thoman, Philadelphia,
November 2, 1855, certifies that deponent believes
Hertz has been paid by Russian officials in the city
of Philadelphia for having turned State's evidence
in the enlistment trial.

The aflidavit of William Mehler, Philadelphia,
November 2, 1855, certifies that deponent was pre-
sent when Sigismund Zeiss communicated to M.
A. Thoman the facts above recited by said Tho-
man, and that said facts are the same as reported
by said Thoman.

Under the same date William Mehler also certi-
fies that Hertz, as is generally believed by the
German and Danish population of Philadelphia,
acted as a spy in the Danish army during the
Schleswig-Holstein war in 1348 to 1851.

The affidavit of Wm. A. Dobbyn, clerk to the
Pennsylvania Hospital, Philadeiphia, November
3, 1855, certifles that Hertz implored deponent to
dutercede on his behalf with the British Consul df
Philadelphia and to procure for him pecuniary aid;
that deponent did go to said Consul, who declined
to have any thing to do with said Hertz. Deponent
further certifies that Hertz teld him that the Attor
ney General had tried his utmost to make him
(Hertz) implicate the Consul, telling him that it
would be to his advantage to do sao. This last fact
depovent is positive of; for when he (deponent)
expressed his (deponent’s) surprise, Herzt tbrew
himself into a theatrical attitude, touching his
breast and saying, “But he (the Consul) may be
assured of my bonor.”

The affidavit of Franklin Butler. Philadelphia,
March 6, 1856,certifies that deponent knows Hertz,
that his character is badin financial matters, and
that on false pretences he obtained two watches
from deponent, one of which the said Hertz em-
bezzled

The affidavit of Joseph P. Higgs, Philadelphia,
February 28, 1356, certifies that be has been tor
three years last past sole book-keeper at Jones’

Nevins, dep-
uty United States Marshal, offered to procure de-
poneunt's discharge from an indictment for viola-
ting the neutrality ws on the payment of a bribe
for that purpose.

The affidavit of Joseph Howe, of Ilalifax, No-
vember 20, 1855, certifies that a certain receipt,
produced by Hertz on his trial, and including up-
on its face the name of Geo. B. Mathew, (British
Consul at Philadelphia,) is a forgery.

The affidavit of Dendy Sharwood, Philadelphia,
February 29, 1856, certifies that Consul Mathew
refused to have any interconrse with Hertz, be-
caunse he believed him a scoundrel, &c; and that
deponent's; friends expressed surprise that de-
pouent should Dbave aoything to do with
Hertz.

The affidavit of Thomas Lindsay Bucknall,
Dublin, Ireland, sworn before the United States
Consul, certifies that he bas read Hertz's “confes-
sion,” and that most of its statements referring to
deponent are totally erroneous. Deponent further
says that Hertz told deponent he would be re-
veuged on the English Government it they did
not pay his expenses.

The afiidavit of Ernst Arland, Philadelphia,
February 29, 1856, certifies that certain portions
of Hertz's “confession” are to his knowledge un-

Cross Fires—Thomas May and Fayette Brooks
were arraigned before the Mayor yesterday morn-
ing to answer the charge of breaking and injuring
the house of Frederick Greaner, on Cary street,
near 6th, last Sunday afternoon, and with attempt-
ing to kill him. Graener stated that the parties
cameto his house on Saturday night, and after
getting two or three drinks, May picked up his
coat which was lying upon the sofa, put it on and
started togo out. He attempted to prevent M.’s
leaving, but when about closing the door M. forced
it open, and went out. Some hour or more after-
wards, the prisoners returned to the house, the
door of which was fastened, and knocked, but as
the witness was afraid to let them in, he went in-
to the back yard, and let them knock and
kick until they got tired. After they had
gone, he returned to his room, and some time
after the same parties returned and attempt-
ed to force an entrance, but again failed.—
On Sunday morning, May brought back the coat,
That afternoon Brooks and May again came into
the house and wanted something to drink. Grae-
ner says he told them they could not have it. With-
this May threatened to kill him, and putting his
hand in his bosom, started around the counter af-
ter him Graener finding escape impossible, seiz-
ed a hatchet and aimed a blow at May'sarm, but
missed it and struck him in the face with the wex-
pon. May then went off, got a pistol, and return-
ing, Brooks and himself forced open the door,
when May fired at Graener thrée times, but did
not touch him. So much for the statement of one
side. The other gives a different version of the
whole affair.

When Graener was arraigned for inflicting the
wound on May, both Brooks and May were exam-
ined, and state that they went to Graener’s house
on Saturday night, drank several times, and then
went off, M. carrying G's coat with him, for a
joke. The next morning the coat was returnedand
May and Graener were as friendly as ever. On
Sunday afternoon they called at Greaner’s, took
two drinks and paid for them. Graener and May
were very friendly and drank together. When
they were about to leave, Graener said that May
owed him fifty cents. May acknowledged the debt
but said he could not pay it then as he had no ‘mo-
ney. Graener then declared that he should not
leave the liouse until it was paid. May insisted on
going, and had got into the alley teading into the
street, when Graener seized the hatchet and gave
him a violent blow in the face. May finding his
life in danger, immediately fled, but was pursued
by Graener, who made a blow at his back with the
hatchet, cutting through his clothes and grazing
the skip; at the same time declaring that he would
kill bim. On getting into the street, May asked
Brooks to go for his pistol, as he was then unarm-
ed, which B. did. When Brooks returned, Grae-
ner had closed and fastened his door, but May and
Brooks kicked it open, and May then fired at
Graener three times but did not touch him.—
Brooks, however, did give Graener a blow with a
brick as he ran off.

Owing to the critical condition of May, whose
wound is a serious one, the investigation was post-
poned until Monday next, and Graener committed
to jail.

The End of a Strike—~William Johnson made his
appearance before the Mayor yesterday morning
to answer the charge of assaulting and threatening
William Bowden. John B. Yarrington, on whose
oath the warrant was issued, testified that last
Monday week William Johnson, Bepjamin Bow-
ling, William Bowden, and about twenty other
men who were employed in loading and unload-
ing the steamer Jamestown, at one shilling per
hour, struck for higher wages, and because their
exorbitant d ds were not plied with, knock-
ed off. On last Monday Bowden returned to work,
and while employed under one of the sheds, was
approached by Johnson and Bowling, who not on-
ly abused, but threatened him with violence for
working for under wages. Other witnesses con
firmed this s ment, and Johnson and Bowling
were thereupod required to give security for their
future good behavior. In order to prevent future
difficulties growing out of & similar cause, the
Mayor informed the prisoners that they had a per-
fect right to “strike” and combige for higher wages,
whenever they saw proper. It was u:elr privilege
to quit work, fold their arms, and do just what they
saw fit, so they did not interfere with the rights
of others—but they had no right to prevent others
from setting a value on their ownlabor, beit great
or small, and working for it, and any attempt to
coerce men into their measures, would be severe-
ly punished by the laws of the land.
