\u25a0(General Ca*s made a speech heartily endorsing
the nomination. The time honored statesman con-tinued bis theme at considerable length, and ia a
mo*t felicitous manner, cloelng with the invocation?"withered be the hand that la stretched out to
touch the ark of the constitution." The cheering
vra* long and loud

Hon. Judge Douglas, as the chairman Intro-duced bim, the "Young Olant of tbo West," fol-
lowed in one of his sound, spiritRtirring. powerful
apeerbea. He rejoiced that they had a standard
bearer with wisdom and nerve to execute the lawscomplimented President Pierce as the "Star In theEast that never sets." He followed the example
of his illustrious friend by exhorting all who lovehim,or regard his opinionsor have anyrespeet forhis memory, to pnt their sboulders to the wheel,
and do every thing in their power for a glorious'
victory. Tremendous cheers and the band played
the Star Spangled Banner.The meeting then adjourned to serenade thePresident, and proceeded to the Executive man-
sion.

The President came forward and from a fourth
story window said:

I congratulate you, my fellow-eltlzens, upon theoccasion which brings you here, and I indulgetheconfident hope that the joy with which you bailtheharmonious aad unanimous result of the delib-
erations at Cincinnati may be strengthened anddeepened by the ratifying voice of our country-
men.

It in pleasantto realize that, however other par-tie* may be divided and distracted, there i« nothing
with us but union of purpose, and will b*e nothing
but onion in action. From this hour to that whenthe poll* will be apened in November, all preju-dice* and personal animosities among those whoshould cultivate mutual regard and afford mutual
support will be laid aside ; nay, even preferenceswhich may have existed in our rank*, are already
no longer remembered. The preference of the
Convention is the preference in thincrisis of every
fii'nd who cares more for the counts-y than for
himself. Devotion to tho cause, and an earnest
support of the standard-bearers who are to lead us
through the great struggle, will constitute the con-
trolling sentiment of the Democracy, North and
South, East and West.

We are all, I ain sure, quite sincere In our con-
viction* that not only the prosperity of the Re-public. but the perpetuity of this blessed Union
depends essentially upon the vindication andmaintenance of the principles declared by the re-
cent Convention. Hut these principles can be vin-
dicated and sustained only by concerted action,
and that can only be secured by organization.?
Hence fidelity to this organization and its usages
becomes, like fidelity to princii les, a cardinal vir-
tue. The latter can only be manilested and made
effectual through the former.

My friends will have duties to perform in the
canvas* which my position alone will prevent me
from attempting to fallil in person. It is never to
be forgotten by me that, in 1852, older and better
[many voices cried out "not belter ! 'j soldiers than
myself, (Mr. Buchanan and General Cass)?men
who had been faithful and tried leaders through
meny years of labor and conflict?were passed by
to call me from theretirement which Ihad sought,
and to whichI shall return without regret May I
not add, gentlemen, that, if life be spared, 1 shall
go back to the State of my birth with a conscious-
ness of having adopted nosingle measure of pub-
lic policy during my admiuiatration which I did
not believe tobe demanded by thebest interests of
my country,nor oue which does not, to-night, com-
mand the approbation of my judgment and my
conscience?

The conduct of these older and better soldiers of
whom 1 have spoken, and of the younger but ne-
vertheless better soldier (Judge Douglas) now
standing by the great, venerated, and good
man, (General Cass,) who for so many years basi
had, not merely my confidence and respect, but
my affection, will nevercease to be gratefully re-
membered by me. They were all in thefield, not
merely to encourage and direct, but actually to
lead the columns. Their energies were not put
forth because the star dird was in my bands,bu: be-
causeits bearer was, in their estimation, for the
time being, the impersonationof those sound con-
stitutional piinciples which they believed could
alone give stability and permanence to this glori-
ous fabric of our institutions.

It is cheering to know that the action of the late
Convention places the statesmen and patriots who
are to lead us now upon a platform identical, in
scope and spirit, with that which I accepted, with
full conviction of my judgmentand with every
sentiment of my heart, and that theyare to occu-
py it with the standard lowered never an inch, so
far as the strict construction of the Constitution
and the vindication of the constitutional rights of
every portion of the Union are concerned.

Much and jußtly as we admire the patriotism,
attainments, and private virtues of our standard
bearers, there will be nothing like man-worship in
this contest. Men become comparativelyinsigniti
cant, except as instruments, when great principles
and the vast interests of a country like ours are in-
volved. There will be, on your part, no appeal to
unworthypassions, no inflammatory calls for a se-
cond revolution like those which are occasionally
reported as coming from men who have received
nothing at the hands of their Governmentbut pro-
tection and political blessings, nodeclaration of re-
sistance to the laws of the land, no invocation to
the shedding of blood bythose who have bad none
to shed, when ourcountrymen have stood face to
face withforeign foes. But the issue will summon
you to a calm, earnest struggle for the Constitu-
tion, and consequentlyfor the Union.

You will bear yourselves like men determined to
cling to that sacred instrument as the only secu-
rity from general wreck anil the only refuge from
universal ruin. Men who feel and act with you
will cling to it with patriotic wisdom and steady
fortitude, and they will defeq| "t, need be, with
heroic valor against all assaults from without or
within.

That a signal triumphawaits you in such a came
I entertain no doubt.

If, as I fully believe, our fathers were not only
guided and sustained through the changing scenes
and struggles of the revolution, but were inspired
after itaclosc to devise and adept this Constitution
by Omnipotent Power, we may repose upon an
bumble but unwaveringfaith that that Tower will
not permit the madness of their children to destroy

Accept, gentlemen, ray best wishes for you col-
ectively and individually, and,my thank* for this
gratifying call.

LlAßllirm TO DiATH BY LIOHTKISB.?R.

Meriam,"the philosopher of Brooklyn Heights,"
write* to the New York Jonrail of Commerce, as
follow*:

In some yean, more persons are killed by light
nlng than in other*. The year 1849 bad the few-
est, and 1843 tbe most, ia any oneyear la a tern
of thirteen year*.Inlhe month of July, 1954, we recorded thirty-
nine death* by lightning, and thunder storm*
within the field of our research on tweaty-sevea
of tbe thirty-ouedays of that month.

Our record in tbe last fourteen year* gives an
?ggregate of seven hundred and fifty [730] death*
by lightningon the land, one only of whom was
killed ia abuilding tarnished with lightning con-
ductor*, and that one in the summer of 1855 at
Little Prairie, Wisconsin. In relation to this death,
we have had a considerable correspondence with
the person who putup the conductor. There were"
three buildingsburnt by lightningwbicli were fur-
nished with conductors, last year?one was a barn
in Westchester county, another a dwelling house
hi Richmond, Va, and the other the house of Mr.
Van* Rensselaer, in St Lawreace county, N. Y.

Our records continue to witness that in no casehas there been loss of life by lightning in steam-boat*, railroad car*, iron 'ships, iron building, ves-
sels furnished with metslic conductors or buildings,
furnished with lightningrods, with the exception
of the house at Little l'rairiet Wisconsin, namedabove. Hute testimony, but conclusive, that me-
tal*are not dangerou*, and that lightning conduct-
or* afford protection to life.

Fruit Trade.?Eight cargoes of fruit have ar.
rived at New York this year, from the Bahama
Islands. One importer alone will receive 20 car.
goes. The New York Journal of Commerce says:

"From Matanzis and Havana, the receipts ofpine apples are thi* year lighter than nsual. Thearrivals from tbe latter place amount to about12,000 dozen; and from the former 20,000 have beenreceived. The supplies from this direction have
nearly ceased. St. Bart* haa sent about 300,000
pineapple*. TheBaracoa crop ofbananas is very
largeand fine. Ten cargoe*, or 23,000 buncheshave arrived, and were sold at from $1 to i 2 per
bunch. Five more cargoes are due. This trade
ends about tbe 4th of July. The number of co-
coanuts received from Baracoa, is smaller than it
was last year, on amount of destruction to the
trees by tarricaDef. This fruit sold rapidly at $30
per tbouaand. It will disappear from market
about July Ist. In addition to these, not far from
200,000have been received from the Spanish Main,
from St. Andrews and St. Bias."

Methodist General Confekf.nce.?We havetbe Daily Western Christian Advocate with Con-
ference proceeding* on Tuesday, Jane 3. The re-
port against lay representation was adopted.There wag a long discussion about the restrict-ion confining; preachers to four years' station incities. There appears to be in the report a trans-position of paragraphs, but we infer that the re
striction was removed.

J.Brooks editor of the Central Advocate.The Conferencerefused to elect a corresponding
secretary of the Tract Society; and voted the rais-
ingof the subscription piice of the Christian Ad-vocate and Journal.

The Rev. Bishop Simpson was elected first del-egate to the English Wesley Conference and the
Re* Dr. McClintock second.

tion is imminent in Spain.

the clip ol tbe present year, in consequence of the
wet weather last summer, and the watery condi-tion of the grasses which kept the sheep thin, willbe short of last years' average; but fine wool isconsiderably advanced in price.

Ice on the Banks.?Tbe ship Reed,arrived at New York, Thursday, from Antwerp'
reports that May 21st, lat. 43 :iO, long. 49 40, ontbe Grand Banks, saw several icebergs, some of,which were 300 feet high, and grounded on theBanks. The H. R. bad lightwinds during thepas-
sage.

Immense Dandelion.?A dandelion plant wasrecently plucked from Nat. A me*' farm in Bridge-
water,Mast., which weighed twenty-sevenounces.It bad two hundred an forty leaves, and one hun-dred and forty leaves, buds and blossoms.

Mammoth Stone.?R. P. Pace, Esq., has quar-
ried, at the junctionof the Danville and South-
side railroad, a block of granite 9 feet thick, 15
feet wide, and 60 feet long?containing 300 solid
yards. It would extend across Main street and
form an impenetrable barricade fifteen feet high,
or to tbe windows of the second story! It wiliprobablybe ased for one of the bridges of the
Norfolk and Petersburg Railroad.?Sorfolk Herald.

IKCREASED Vamje.?A track of land in Chester-
field county, about 3 miles from Petersburg, V*,
owned by Mrs Oliver was sold on Saturday teat
fer §13,000. It was purchased 10 years ago for
113,000.

my'* goods onboard or neutral vessels 1* inherentfa an belligerentpowers; that the] maintenance ofthis right is of essential importance, and it* aband-
onment M serious injuryto a power whose wuin re
Itanee is her naval superiority; that Great Britain
consequently?although occasionally waiving thethe rightby specific treaties ha* inva-rwbly refused to recognize the abandonment of aprinciple which successive governmentshave con-curred in considering identified with her nationalgreatne**; and that the Honse regret* that theprinciple should have been abandoned without theprevious sanction and knowledgeof Parliament,"&c.

The debate which followed was of considerablee,P ecfaUy recognized the sentiment*and influence of the American governmentuponthe subject.
Earl Clarendon said:
A belligei'anthad the undoubted right to block-

ade an enemy's ports, and to prevent him receiv-ing munitions of war. If a neutral broke theblockade or supplied the enemy with warlikestores, he might justly be interfered with, becauseby so doing he abandoned his character of nen-

" complied with the fully recognizedconditions, they had no further power overhimIt was against this right atone that all maritimeStates had protected. During the last centurythere had been 133international engagements,andin all of them,except eleven, the right had beenpractically abandoned -It was not a question of1 «w, bnt of policy. In a great war Englandwasrarely neutral, bnt America, now an impor-tant maritime power, was considerereri theprotector of all ncntral States. In formerwars, themarine of America was comparativelysmall; at the beginningot the present war it ex-ceeded 5,000.000 tons; America would not submitto our exclusive law. The order in council, issuedat the commencementof hostilities with Knsaia,wss most favorablyreceived byall neutralpowers,and preserve! to England their good wilLThere was noprobability that the character ofanyfctnre war would be changed,or that they sbouldrevert to harsher principles; and after that declara-tion it would be dangerous to reverse this milder
policy. He believed that declaration was. justified
by the law of nations, which was founded on thedictates of reason andjusticeand the commonas-
sent of the civilized States of theworld.
