&N ORDINANCK--Reguliting the em-
ployment of Prisoners in the City Jail on the
Public Workas of the city.

[ Peesed !uly 21, 1856 |

1. Be it orduined by ihe Council of the City of
Richmond, that the Mayor of the city may, by his
warrant, directed to the keeper of the Juil of the
city, order such persons as he may designate, and as
are liable to be employed under the nct of the Gen-
erel Assembiy, passed February 26. 1856, and entitled
“An act for establishing 8 Work House in the City
of Richmond,” to be employed on the pubiic work of
the city, under the management of the overseer of
the public hands. Iu said warrant shall be specified
the names of such persors, the number of days and
the hours ef the day during which such perscns shall
be so employed, snd for sufficient causs to him ap-
pearing, the Mayor may supercede his said warrant
when the said employment of such persons shall
cease. Buch persons under the mensgement of the
overseer shall be emoloyed on the same works and in
like marner with the city L%ds under his control,
but shall be turnished, while so employed, by the
keeper of the City Juil with proper focd, clothing
and lodging, in like manner with other persons com-
mitted to the jail.

2. Tne Mayor may by his order deguts suy onse or
more of the police of the city, and should the refrac-
tory conduct of the prisoners inaie it necessary, may
appoint T person or persons, te attend the prison-
ers whilst 8 work end passing and re-passing from
the juil to the place of employment. Itshall pe the
duty of such police or persons so sppointed to en-
torce orderly behavier and obedience of the prisoners
to the oversesr when out of the custody of the jsilor,
and for this pursou they wmay command any person
or persons to aid and assist in apprehencing and se-
curing a prisoner. Should any person when required
to nid and assist in apprehending and securing a pri-
soner as aforesaid, neglect or refuse 80 to aid and as-
sist, such peraon shall pay a fine not exceeding ten
dollars for every such offence.

8. For the more perfect s=curity of the prisoners,
the Superintendent of Streetsshall have provided a
chain and ball for each prisoner that may be worked
on the streets, to be affixed to his lez before leaving
th_ol Jjail, and not to be taken off until returned to
jail.

4. Any person other than a police officer charged
wich and duly performiug the pslice duty previded
for in the fi.st section of this ordinanece, shall, on the
Mayor’s certificate that he is justly entitled thereto,
be paid one dollar and fifty ceuts for every day that
he 1s s0 employed.
