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TWO WEEKS LATER FROM CALIFORNIA.
The Vigilance Committee Etill in

Pcwer.
RKI'OKT ON OFFICIAL CORRUPTION

The .Krlel brings dates from San Frsoclsco to
July SI. The Vigilance Committee was (till In
power, though all was (julet. The grain crop of
the State exceeded all expectation.

The Vigilance Committee had appointed a com-
mittee to investigate affairs in the public offices.
From it* report we make iodic extract:

Hpport of OMrinl Corruption.
The magnitude of the task aligned, the varie-

ty and extent of the subject matter proponed for
their investigation, as well as the shortness of
time allowed them, have reudered it impossible to
make so thorough an cxamiuation as o.uid be de-
s r -d.

Cmler these circumstances they have dennedit
best to point out such palpableand fragrant abus-
es or violations of law as havecome under notice,
with some defects in the laws themselves, and to
make a tew suggestions with a view of remedying
the evils complained of.

In the first j.lace they have examined the finar-
ci. 1 system of the country, which ha* been man
aged by a Hoard of Supervisors, County Auditor,
aud County Treasurer.

The act of the 29th of April, 1851, creating a
Board of Supervisors for the couutv of .San Fran
cisoo authorise! the Hoard to and.t the ecc >unts
of all officers having tbe management,collection or
distrihui mof any moneys belonging to the coun-
ty, aud to examine, settle, and allow all accounts
chargeable agaiual the county. Either by acci-
limit or deaigu, there is noexpress restriction upon
th" power of the Hosrl to incur indebtednei-*, al-
though every other county in tbe State in strictly
prohibited from creating anydebts whatever.The natural consequence is, that we have lived
far beyond our annual income; extravagance bag
been the order of the day. The county is now
burdened with a debt of at least half amillion dol-
lars, drawing legal interest uutil paid. Wairanta
have depreciated to less than half their value, and
the holders have sustained loss in consequence;
eveu though in many instances tbe law has been
violated, in their favor, by issuing warrantsfor a
sum sufficient to enable th«j creditor to discount
them for the actualcash value of his claim.

The county has been grossly aud continually
swindled Bills for carriage hire of Grand Juries;
fees of Coroner and Sheriff; charges for statione-
ry, travellingexpenses of members of the Board
of Supervisors; fees in criminal rases; appropria-
tions and expendituresfor county roads, bridges,
aud jobs done without authority of law, at the in-
stancecf individual members of the Board; print-
ing hills, expenses of flections, furniture, and
other charges?some of which have been gratui-
tously and illegallyallowed?have been presented
for double or treble tbe amounts due, have been
approved without examination, aud paid; inmany
caxes, by issuing wariants for twice the amount,
to enable tbe holder to realise cash value. It is to
be hoped that before the county debt is paid or
funded, a thorough examination will be made, and
fraudulent and exaggerated claims whollyrejected
or properly reduced.

The following are' cited as illustrations of the
system of reckless expenditure above referred to:

Ist. The purchase of the hospital building, and
repairs of the same, amounting to about $30,(100,
which is a dead loss to tbe county, as tbe building
has never been used, and is utterly unfit for the
purpose.

The attempted purchase of the small build-
ing in tbe rear of the City Hall, for §'..'5,000.

31 The appropriation of $10 000 for acounty
map on the Ist day of July, 1855 and the delivery
of warrantsfor that amount on the sth d#v of Ju-
ly, 1£55, to Supervisor Musgrove, before the com-
mencement of the work, which has never yet been
completed.

4tb. The appropriation of $150, and delivery of
wariants for said sum to Superviser Musgrove,
about the same lime, for purchasing hose to waah
the l*i«7.a, which has never yetbeen furnished.

Another great abuse bas existed in the system of
appointing clerks anil deputies, with large salaries,
at the expense of the county, without any neces
sity for their services, and contrary to law, for the
purpose of rewarding politicalfriends.

For example: The Clerk of the Board of Su-
pervisors, wb> received for bis services in that ca-
pacity two hundred dollars per month, has also
acted as Clerk of the hoard of Equalization, and
for this service, which is merely nominal, he has
r reived the further sum of twuhundred dollars per
iijo<ith throughout the year.

The County Auditor, whose duties as such are
trilling, and who receives a salary of $1600 per
annum, is allowed a clerk at rhe expense of the
county, without authority of law.

TheCouuty Treasurer, whose receipts are large,
and whose necessary expenses are borne by the
county, is allowed by the Board of Supervisors,
three deputies or clerks at #\!SO each per month,
withoutauthority of law.

Casey and Mulligan occupied these positions for
a year or more under Green, late Couuty Treasu-
rer, drawiug their pay without rendering any real
services.

THK COUNTY RECORDER'S OFFICE.
This is one of the most important and lucrative

offices iu tbe county,and ought to be managed with
theutmost care ami system under the personal su-
perintendence of the Recorder himself, as the least
neglect may occasion serious loss and injury to
property holders.

Instead of this the office seems to have been con-
ducted mainly with the view of realizing as much
money as possible, and of rewarding political
friends with clerkships.

The following facts havebeen ascertained, andare submitted :?
That in many instances the records are not cor-

rect copies of the original instruments.That the clerks employed in theoffice were young
men of nobusiness capacity, many of whom couldnot write a legible hand

Thestatute ri quires that the record shali be of-
ficially signed by the Recorder, which is frequent-
ly omitted throughneglect.

Theclerks Rre in tbe habit of comparing their
work inthe afternoon, at a time when they are
anxious to leave thootlioe, aud do not devote thetime or care necessary for a correct record, ottenif notuniformly omitting the acknowledgmentsor
proofs of execution, whichform an essential part
of the instrument.

lif addition to the. heavy fees paid by individuals,
tbe office has been a source of heavy expense to
the county, and while money has been lavishly
expended, little benefit has resulted.

For example, Mr. Grant received tbe sum of
for copying certain books, which it now

appears, were never compared, and are full of
errors.

The turn of $8,000 was appropriated by the
Hoard of Supervisors, on the 'JIst April la*t, for
the purchase of the indexes of all papers recorded
during the term of Mr. Graut, who claimed theui
an his private properly, when responsible parties
offered to furnish similar aud more perfect in-
dexes for 8-i ?">OO. Fortunately for tax payers, the
set of the Hoard was null aud void, as the Consol-
idation bill had taken eftVct two days bciore.

4 THE SHERIFF'S OFFICt.
The importance of this office is not often appre-

ciated, even by intelligent men.
The powers and duties of the Sheriff is moat ex-

tensive and various, bis Influence and patronage
are great, bis labors aud responsibilities severe,
while he is often exposed to the strongest tempta-
tions, and in times ut emergency everything de-
pends on his firmness aud decision. It is an office
to which neither demagogues, time serving politi
cians, nor men of inferior position, conceited but
ignorant, should aspire; yet which the beat men
fu the county willfind it hard to till.

Unfortunately, the late aud former Sheriff are
men wholly untitled for the position, either by na-
ture, education or associations, and their depu-
ties, with few exceptions,have been of the lowest
character.

The Sheriff's fees anil emolument* in this coun-
ty have been enormons, and probably without a
parallel In the United States. Heaides bis fees as
Sheriff", he has also received per rentage and com-
mission a i Tax Collector, to a large amount, and
has been paid a liberal allowance for the clothing
and feeding of prisoners. The consolidation billmakes a change in this respect. The Sheriff Uno
longer Tax Collector, and the contract system is
very properly applied to the expenses of feeding
aud clothing prisoners.

The principal abuses connected with this effice
are as follow :

1. Jteckleisness. Inattention and want of system
bare prevailed to a great extent in the bnsiiif at of
the office.

?mount legally or Just dne. This has been thecase with the fees charged in criminal cases, par
ticnUrly for keeping and guarding prisoners. Thesum of fi»f>o per month has also been regularly
charged and paid for the attendance of deputiesinthe several courts. In fact, both these charges areunauthorised and illegal

The law makes no provision for the compensa-
tion of deputies,who are paidby the Sheriff him-self; yet, in violation of law, he thus remunerates
himself by drawing pay from the county for theirservices. This office should be salaried with therest, and an allowance made for necessary ex-penses.

It is proper, also, to state, that the recent reeords
and miscellaneous papers of this office are in a
state of hopeless confusion, and that the books and
papers of Ex Sheriff Hayes, Johnson anddorhamsre in their possession respectively, instead of be-ing delivered to aud in possession of the presentSheriff, which is a matter of great jjnportaoce.

CORONER'S CFFICE.
There are some abuses connected with this officewhich require to be done awaywithIn the first place, the Coroner is paid by fees,instead of a salary.
In the second piace, constructive fees and illegal

charges are made, and constantly
charged, allowed and paid, so that each inquest
lias cost the county shout £70 For post mortemexamination, f ?,'?">to$00 has been regularly charged
and paid by the lioard of .Supervisors, in disregard
of oneof their own orders limitingit. to $16. In
many rases, without any necessity whatever, thiacharge has been made,as it is believed, for thesake
of the fees and patronage.

Thirdly, it in alleged and bad been proved that
false inquest* and pretended burials have takenplace, with a view to secure the legal fee* and per-
quisites, and that such cases have been frequent is
more than probable, from the fact that inquests
average one a day through the year It is a nota-ble fact that, since the organization of the Vigi-
lance committee, the number of inquests, ss well
a* sudden deaths, has wonderfully diminished. The
late coroner claimed and sent in an exorbitant billagainst the county, for rent of office and deadhouse, though the law did not authorize any such
charge. Stationery is allowed to the present Coro-ner, in violation to the law:

Tho Coroner receives from the county about
$23,000 a year, merely for the expenses of inquestH
aud burials, witness and jury fees, taking downtestimony at the rate of forty cents per folio
(which is an illegalcharge;) and for his own fees,
which are as follows:?$10 for each inquest, 25
cents for each mile necessarily travelled to hold an
inquest, $2 for attending each burial, and the ne-
cessary expenses of interment, if the property ofdeceased be insufficient to psy the same.

It is the duty of the coroner to deliver to the
county treasurer, or the legal representatives of
the deceased, any money or other property found
on the decea-ied after deducting the legal feesand
expenses; aud the law requires the coroner to ac-
count under os'h, as to those monies and effects
before his claims against thecouuty are audited or
allowed. This provision of law is not regarded at
all; and the coroner must be presumed to be con-
siderablybenefitted by this neglect.

Tho bond of the Coioner is only $5,000, which is
certainly insufficient

lu aoliiiion to these .statement, the Committee
found 100 cases on the docket of the Court of Gen
eral Session', in which the persons who were
charged with murder, theft, See., were let off with
no punishment at all. Tbe Committee closes
by urging tho importance of securing the Bacred
right of elective franchise, aud says:

Lft us, then, have spacious balls for voting,open
to the public by nightand bv day, till the result is
declared, and ballot boxes that cauuot be stuffed,
even transparent, if necessary, elevated in full
view, and guarded by a citizen police, thatail may
vo'e, a> d seeand record the voteof othors. Then,
with the aid of a Registry Law, we mightutterly
exterminate the banded body of traitors and vil-
lains who haveso longrobbed us of our birthright,
and brought reproach upou the very name of lib-
erty and republicanism.

Kxcltenient nt Yrekn.
The following information was supplied to tbe

Sacramento Union:?
On the Ith of July there was a great many mi-

ners in Yreka One of tbein, named J. Blunt,
committed some offcace, when Deputy Sheriff
Millhouseattempted to arrest him. Blunt offer-
ed at first no resistance, but tho crowd of miners
around bim urged him not to submit to arrest, as
it was a "d?d little offence," and on tbe Fourth of
July should not be noticed. An altercation of
words followed. Ihe Deputy Sheriff adhering to
his determination finally struck Blunt, knocked
h'm down aud stamped upon bis body. When
Bunt ar< se he made an advance towardsMillhouse,
urged on by the crowd As he. was approaching,
the Deputy Sheriff drew a pistol and fired at him
Tbe ball struck birn in tbe socket of the throat and
killed him instantly. Millhouse was then hurried
off to jail and secured there by the Sheriff and
posse. In a very short time tbe jail was com-
pletely surrounded by miners, while the force of
the Sheriff inside constantly augmented by citi-
zens summoned by tbat officer for tbe pro tec; ion
of tbe prisoners. Meanwhile the news spread
over the country, and miners continued to lloek in-
to town from Greenhorn, Dead Wood, (a distance
of twelve miles,) Indian Creek, (fifteen miles,) and
from Humbug, (eight miles )

This whs ou Saturday, tbe sh. By this time
there were four hundred miners around the jail,
which was defended by a posse of one hundred
men inside, fully armed. The arms used by tbe
Sheriff were seut for and obtained from Fort Jones,
about nineteen miles off, where there is a detach-
ment of United States troops. The guns and am

of that term they would introduce him to a coat of
tar and feathers. Mr. Corral left towu on Sundaymorning, and consequently did not know what af-
terwards took place. Before leaving, the excite-
ment had reached a high pitch, and the miners ex-
pressed their determination to take the prison atall hazards, and that if they could uot otherwise
succeed, they would burn the town.

3 00 N , has occurred. The Northwestern part of
the island of Great Sanger is formed by the
mountain Awn, which has several peak9, the high
est being about 1000 feet above the sea On the
west side the mountain runs very steep into the
sea, at the height of the large village of Kanehar
however falling away to a low promonitory.

Between 7 and 8 o'clock on the evening of the~d of March, a sudden and altogether indescribable-crashing noise was heard, which, indicating to theSangirese an eruption of the volcano, filled themwith consternation. Simultaneous with tbia, theglowing lava streamed downwards with irresUtiole force, la different directions, bearing with itwhatever it encountered in its destructive course,and causing the sea to boil wherever they came in
contact.

The hot springs opeaed up and cast out a flood
of boiling water, which destroyed and carriedaway what tbe fire had spared. Tho sea, obedi-ent to an unusual impulse, lashed tho rocks with
frightful violence, dashed upon the shore, and
heaved itself with wild baste against tbe laud, as
if it strove to overmaster tbe fire stream.

The frightful picture of destruction, the horror
of which was increased by the shrieks of men audbeasts, the wild roaring of the tempest, and tbecrashing of thousands of trees torn up and carriedaway, was followed about an hour later by peala ofthunder, which shook tho ground and deafened tbe
ear.

A black column of stone* andashos then shot up
from the mountain to an immense height,aud fell,
illuminated by tbe glare of the lava, like a shower
of fire upon the surrounding country below, pro-
ducing a darkness that, only now and then mo-mentarilybroken by tbe flashes of lightning, wasso intense that people coul'l not discern objects
close at band, and which completed theirconfusion
and despair. Large stones were hurled through
theair, crushing whatever they fell upon. Houses
and crops which bad not been destroyed by lire,
sank and disappeared beneath the ashes and
stones, and tbe hill streams, stopped by these bar-
riers, formed lakes, which breaking over their
banks, soon proved ? new source of destruction.

This lasted some hours. Abont midnight theraging elements sank to rest; but on the following
day, abont noon, they again began their work ofdestruction with reuewed violence, fu the meau-
timo thefall of ashes conlinued without intermis-
sion, and was so thick on this day that tbe rays of
tho sun could not penetrate through it, aud au ap
palling darkness prevailed

Scarcely recovered in seme degree from their
fright, the inhabitants of this desolated part of
Sangir were again disturbed by an eruptionon thelTih Marrii, which destroyed many fluid* and a
great number of trees on the Tabukan side.

Since then tho volcano has remained quiet, and
the only symptom of its working has been tko
smoke rising up in all diiections from cracks and
fissures in tbe ground Tbe streamsof lava on the
slopesare still so slightly cooled that people dare
not venture to any great distance from the shore.
According to theaccounts of the natives, the top
of tbe mountain does not appear to have under-gone any noticeable alteration

On tbe other side of Kaudbar, on the extreme
point of tbe islaud, theappearance of the devasta-
tion which has been caused is, if possible, even
more frightful lhan what has taken place at Tartu-
na; for here, where formerly there were to be
seen extensive fields bearing all kinds of crops,
and thicklyplantedand endless grovea of cocoa-
nuts, wo now find nothing but lava, stone aud
ashes. The liquid fire seemsat this point to have
flowed from tbe mountain with irresistible f«rce
and in prodigious quautity. Not only has thisfear-
ful flood as it were buried the w hole district and
all that was upon it, but after having caused thisdestruction over au extent of several miles, it
was still powerful enough, on reaching the shore,
to form two long tanjonge(capes) at places where
tbe depth of water formerly consisted of many
fathoms.

A number of districts and places have been, some
wholly destroyed, othe.s greatly injured by the tire.

The less uf life lias been great. It is estimated as
follows in the underimntioned districts :

The great number met their death in the gardens

They fled in all directions, but were overtaken and
switflo>ved up by the fn'al tire stream. Some tried to
save themseivea in the trees, but were either carried
away with i lie in orkilled by the scoichiug heat. At
Kalougan and Taiiang, the houe.s were tilled «i h
people who were s.o,>ped in their flight by the lava
streaming down on all sid<-s, and the streams of boil-
ing water, and who met their death under the burn-
ing ashes and tumbling bouses. Many who had reasued
the shore and thought themselves safe, became a prey
to the furious waves, and many died through sheer
despair and agony.
