»' pas* for want of an agreement. The Kanaaa
proviso, added to thl* bill by the House, and to
which the Senate firmly refuted to agree, was a*

follower
"I'rm-ided, netertfultu, That no part of the mili-

tary foroe of the United States herein provided
for shall be employed in aid ef the enforcement of
the enactment*of the alleged Legislative Assem-
bly of the Territory of Kansas, recently assembled
at Shawnee Mission, until Congress (hall haveenacted either that it was or was not a valid Le-
gislative Assembly, chosen in conformity with the
organic law by the people of the said Territory.
And protided, That, until Consrress shall have pass-
ed on the validityof the *ald Legislative Assembly
of Kansas, it shail be the duty of the President to
use tbe military force in said Territory to preserve
the peace, suppress insurrection, repel invasion,
and protect persons and property therein, and up-
on the national highwaysin the State of Missouri,
from unlawful seizures and searches. And be it
furtherprovided, That the President is required to
disarm the presentorganized militia of the Terri-
tory of Kansas, and recall all the United States
arms therein distributed, and to prevent armedmen from going into said Territory to disturb the
public peace, or aid in the enforcement or resis-
tance of real or pretended laws."

It is thought that if the Army Appropriation bll'
should not pass this session, the army may bo kep*
up, and the expense* settled in the Deficiency bill,
to bo brought up in December next.

COL. Bknton after .Dkfeat.?CoL Benton
writes a letter on the 10th inst., to Thomas L.
Price, Esq., who was one of his defeated follower*
He says he was disappointed at theresult of the
election, but is glad that he canvassed tho State
as ' 'contributing" toallay the feelingof sectional an-
tagonism now too: strong for the safety of the
Union." "Old Bullion" is particularly severe on
those who accused him of favoring Fremont by
seeking to split the vote in Missouri. He says:

"There are cases in which pnblic duty rises
above pergonal consideration, though there are a
great many people who cannotconceive it possible.
Thus, when I supported Jackson, (with whom Ihad been on ill terms,) thirty years ago, the sor-
did motive of office wasassigned for it; now, whenI support Buchanan, (with whom I am on ill
terms,) and support him against a member
of my own family, the same class of persons
can see nothing in it but falsehood and treach-ery. Incapable themselves of anything disinter-
ested and patriotic, they believe others to be equal-
ly so, and attack, with base motives, all the ac-
tions which are above the comprehension of their
political morality.

Dan Rick Severely Beaten.?At Hudson,
New York, on Tuesday evening last, a couple of
rowdies were put out of the circus of Dan Rice
for creating a disturbance. Subsequently,one of
them, named Burns, camc to the hotel where Rice
was staying, outrageously abused him, knocked
down a boy in his employ, and then ran off, pur-
sued by Rice and two or three friends. The Hud-
son Star says:

"Mr. Rice, being rather too quick on foot for
Burns, was nearly overhauling him, when on or
near the corner of Warren and Third streets.?
Burns was stopped by Capt. George H. Powers,
who was then on his way home, and as Rice came
up he recognized Burns, and at once knocked him
down. Rice not recognizing Capt. Powers, and
supposed him to be one of the party, struck at
him, when Powers clinched in with him, and while
in this melee, before there was any chance for an
explanation, a party beaded by John H Best came
up and ponncedupon Mr.Rice, whs was alone, and
gave him a most unmerciful flogging?John H.
Best knockinghim down and stamping upon him
until he plead for life. The John H. Best party
then retreated for his saloon. In a few moments
Mr. Rice's men came to his relief and they pro-
ceeded to the saloon of said John H. Best, demand-
ed admittance, but were refused?whereupon they
at once broke into and demolished his establish-
ment, smashing everything and everybody that
came in their way. All sorts of weapons were
used, from a slung-shot to pavingstones, and those
who witnessed the scene represent it as terrific in
the extreme. After Mr. Rice's party had satisfied
themselves they left town, without being success-
ful in getting hold of the instigators and prime
movers in this disgraceful affair."

The Great Comet ok ISs6?This long ex-
pected comet was seen in the South of Ireland, on
the 30th ult. The Dublin Observer, gays :

It had then the appearance of a globe of fire as
largo aa a good-sized orange, with a broad tail of
light extending about 18inches from the bedy.?
The two gentlemen watched it for an hour, and
the watchman on the weir observed it also. On
Thursday night they all saw it again. It rose a
few moments later, presenting the same appear-
ances, and was high in the heavens at half-past 11
o'clock, when they went home. At that hour one
of the gentlemen pointed it out to his sister. Last
night, from the same place, the same persons again
saw It rise about twenty minutes before 11 o'clock,
and then it first occurred to one of them (our in-
formant) that it might be a comet- He ceased
to watch it about midnight, but the watchman ob-
served it up to half-past 1 o'clock this morning.?
It did not seem so large as on the previous
nights, but still far exceeded the moat brilliant
form in which the planetJupiter has ever been be-held.

Kansas City.?A correspondent of the St.Louis Advertiser, writing from Kansas City, aaya;I wish at presentto give your readers, especial-ly those that, would inquire, an introduction to ourcity. It is situated on the west bank of the Mis-
souri river, two and a half miles below Fort Lea-venworth, t>n land not quite as high aa the commonlevel of this country, yet dry and undulating,witha small living stream running through its midst.?A portion of country occupying a space of from sixto eight square miles, including the governmentimprovements, and the city is bounded on thenorth and west by a range of high bluffs, whichfurnish an abundant supplyof stone, as well as a
shield from the strong winds that frequently riae
from those directions. From these bluffs thescenery shows exquisitely fine. This is destined
to be the great commercial city west of St. Louis.
Our city is onlyabout eighteen or twenty months
of age, and yet we haveabout that many hundred
inhabitants. These are mostlyAmericans, but we
have quite a sprinklingof Irishmen and Germans,
and afew Africans.

Sad Effect of Opium Eating?Miss Mary
Fisher, nearly 60 yearn of age, committed suicide
in Philadelphia, Sunday morning. She was very
wealthy,and had become an "opium eater." Not
appearing at dinner, her door was forced open
and sbe was found with her throat cut; she had
first made a gash on the right side of her neck
with a penknife, and aubaeqently made use of a
pair of scissors, with which she severed the wind
pipe. The actbad apparentlybeen premeditated,
as she left a note stating that sbe bad made her
will and referring to the pain she hadendured for
twentyyoara.

THE MAILS BY THE BALTIC.

The Baltic with dates from Liverpool, to Augnitfitb, arrived at New York, Sunday. Thenew* by
thl* arrival possesses no importance, thoughofgeneral interest.

Spain.
CONFISCATION OK CHURCH PROrtRTT. ,

The most importantnew* brought by the Baltic
I* the surrender of the insurgent* at Saragosna to
the Queen's troops, under Gen. Dulca. This oc-curredon the eveningof the Ist, (Friday,) whenthe Royal troops entered the city without opposi-
tion and disarmed the citizens. No definite par-
ticulars have been received, bat the whole *eem*
to have been effected without bloodshed. AllSpain ha* now submitted to the O'Donnell minis-
try. His futnre policy is notknown, but it is re-
ported that he is attempting to make np the quar-
rel with the Libetals.

Shockingaccounts aregiven of the outragespor-
petrated by the soldiery in the most respectable
house* at Madrid duringthe brief conflict in thatcity a fortnight ago. Thedamage done by the sol-diers to private property during the conflict wa*
very great. The Duke de Medina Cell has sent
in a claim to the amount of two millions and a
quarterof francs, on account of the destruction of
bis pictures and furniture. Tbe Countess of Mon-tijo, mother of the Empress Eugonie, has writen to
Queen Isabella complaining thather house was
plundered and her property destroyed by the roy-
al troops. There are rumors, but evidently found-
ed chiefly on surmise, that the O'Donnell Govern-
ment will publisha constitution of a liberal charac-
ter,increase thearmy, and either abolish the Nation-
al Guard or so.modify itas to include only wealthypersons and large tax payers, whose| social po-
sition would be a guarantee for their quiet beha-vior.

On the other hand, private letters from Madrid
represent that O'Donnell it firm on two important
points, that Queen Christina shall not return to
Spain and that the " desamortizacion " or sale of
church property) shall be proceeded with, and,
consequently, that there is an increased probabili-
ty of a reconciliation between the new Premier
and the .Liberal party. The National Guard of
Saragossa has been disarmed.

The Moniteur publishes the following: "Tran-
quilityhavingbeen restored in Spain, the (Empe-
ror has given orders for the suspension of all
movements of troops towards the frontiers."The Spanish Government will increase the
number of the regular army by 12,000 ine<i.

A letter from Madrid says :
I understand the presentadvisers of the Queen

of Spain have declared to the.Gevernment of theEmperor of the French that it is not the inten-
tion of her Majesty or O'Donnell to change the
fundamental form of Government at Madrid. It
is proposed that the constitution of 1845-6 should
be promulgated,which, it will be remembered, is
much more restrictive than the majority of Span-
iards would hitherto accept. As far as I can
learn, O'Donnell is now employed in endeavoring
to incorporate the moderate men of all parties in
the interests of government. So much for offi-
cial news. Ihave a private letter before me, da-
ted Madrid, which declares the Queen to be very
unpopular,and the army by no means unanimous
in its support of O'Donnell, whose downfall ore
long is declared to be inevitable.

Turkey.
TERRIBLE CONFLAGRATION AT SALONICA.

A terrible disaster had occurred at Salonica. On
the 11th alt. a fiie broke out in a Turkish khan in the
Krank quarter, and soon extended itself over the
houses in its vicinity. By theexertions, however, of
the Governor, Achmet Pasha, and a numerousmulti-
tude, the fire was got uuder, and every body was
ready to retire, when a fearful explosion took place
in the houae ef John Schilizzi, a Greek merchant,
who had secreted in it about 200 barrels of gunpowder,
(contraband.) The roar was terrifie The damage
was increased from the powder being stowed in cel-
lars, and those fastened up. Thecommotion was felt
all over theneighborhood, and house npon bouse was
blawn into the air. Nearly every individual near
Skilizzi's house was killed, several being literally
cat to pieces by stones, beams, irons, lie. Many mutt
have been buiied under theruint. There was at last
a general flight, another explosionbeing feared. And
to this frightfultcene mutt be added, at a climax, the
falling flaming timbers,which setfire to other edifices,
and thus much increased this terrible disaster. The
Egyptian bazaar wasamong those places burnt down.
At the lsndmg stage fifteen tchekii of wood were
alto consumed. The flamet alto deitroyed 362 itorei
or shops, two mosques, one college, two khans, 144
houses, two palaces, one bath, and several public
buildings. Among themerchants who have now met
with the severest losses at Salonica is Mr. John Nel-
son Abbott,the head of one of the mostinfluential
houses in Turkey; he is laid to have lost 20,000 purses,
or 10,000,000 pisstrea. (Each Turkish purse is £5
English.) His family were absent at their country
house. Eleven stone warehouses, full of goods, and a
magnificent mansion, which hasbeen built for eigh-
teen months, were totally destroyed by the explo-
sion.

The number killed and wounded by the explo-
sion was 700; among the latter were the Russian,
Dutch and Sardinian Consuls. Ahmed Pacha, so
well known in the Crimea, was wounded in the
lee; his muhordar lost an arm, and his klays and
nine of his servants are also injured. Eight per-
sons of the household of Yousonf Pacha are also
hurt. The troops?and they behaved well?lost
Ki killed and 140 wounded.

The merchant Skilizzi, who escaped to his coun-
tryresidence, had been arrested.

Privy Councillor Butenieff, who is appointed
Russian Ambassador at Constantinople, is en-
trusted with an extraordinary mission to the Sul-
tan.

Ureal Britain.
AMERICAN AFFAIRS.

The London Times has an article on American
domestic affairs, is particularly severe on Colonel
Brooks, of S. C., and very laudatory of CoL Fre-
mont. In reference to Gen. Walker, in Nicaragua,
it says:

We shall be curious to know how the govern-
ment of President Pierce will deal with this revo-
lution. At present, indeed, the two parties stand
drawn up in opposition to each other; and till vic-
tory decides for one party or the other, no doubt
they will preserve a dignified neutrality. But we
cannot doubt that Walker will triumph. Rivas
and his follower* must succumb before the mani-
fold destiny of the Anglo Saxon race. In the
course of a fewmonths we anticipate that Rivas
and his followers will disappear, and that Walker
will be undisputed dictator in Nicaragua, ready to
extend bis influence over the neighboring States
of the Isthmus.

Eleven civilians, laborers and mechanics, have
been arrested and committed to Nengahgaol, on a

Extensive Forgeries in France.?A letter
dated Paris, Aug. 4th, says:

Thealarmingdiscovery hu jnutbeen made that
animmense number of forged note* of the Bank
of France, amounting, it is supposed, to the value
of many millions of francs, are in circulation. The
forgeries are so ingeniouslyexecuted, that several
of the most experiencedclerks in the bank were
unable to detect them. It was only after a bundle
of suspected notes had been minutely scrutinized
by several persons, that the minute difference be-
tweenthe false and the genuine paper was detect-
ed. It was then found that out of a parcel of M8
notes 87 were forged. The affair is so serious,
that ordershave been given at the government of-
fices not to receive notes in payment at all, unless
they are first marked as good by the bank In-
stances have been Mentioned to me to-dayof notea
offered in payment of stamp duties beingrefused.
As far as at present known, all the forged note*
are of the denomination of 100 francs.
