Uponthe groundbeneath the first flor the shavingsandstrips whleh had accumulated while buildinghadbeea left. The fire, it is believed, originated amongthese shavings, near thecentre, and it took but ashort time to spread over snch inflammable mate-rials as composed the building.

Theflames darted along the buildingfrom wallto wall, through the long saloon, over four hun-dredfeet long, and up the high towers, till It pre-sented one vast sheet of fire, that Illuminated thesurrounding space for miles. There being no
efficient means at hand to check such a calamity,the only thing left for the residents at Cape Is-land was to attempt theremoval of the furniture,which as far as possible was done.ThewjpdblMr biasing embers and light shin-giss to a great distance; but fortunately, no otherhouse oa the Island was injured. Byone o'clockthe buildinghad been entirely consumed, withnearly all its contents.Mr. Philip Cain, sr., his sons Andrew and Philip,
one 20, the other 18 yearsof age, his two daugh-
ters, Martha, aged 17, and Sarah, aged 13, with
Miss Albertson, the housekeeper, aged 35, were
the only occupants at the time of the disaster ?

These were all consumed In tho flames. Thecharred remains of the elder Mr. Cain were found
after the fire, outside the line ef the piazza, and itis supposed that he jumpedfrom the balcony, but
was so badly injuredas to be unable to escape
the flames, and perished where he fell. Mr. Philip
Cain, jr., leaped also from the balcony, but was so
badly injured by the flames which hehad to pass
through, that he died on Saturday afternoon of hisinjuries. The other son, two daughters, and house-keeper, perished without any attempt at escape,
as far as known by the spectators. The remaining
survivors of the family aro Mrs. Cain and several
children, residing at Vincentown. Miss Albertson,
the housekeeper, came from the same place.

The PhiladelphiaBulletin, of Monday evening,
says;

On Saturday morning the charred remains of a
human being were found upon the ground in front
of where the buildinghad stood, and outside the
line of the piazza. ' The i>ody was in such a condi-
tion that it was Impossible to recognize it, but it
was subsequentlyascertained that itwas the body
of Anderson Cain. This fact was made evident
from the circumstance that a poeket knife, a bro-ken pcncil, and some other articles (recognized by
Philip as belonging to bis brotber) were found ly-
ing with the body. It is supposed that Anderson
bad jumpedfrom the piazza to escape the flames,
and that he had been disabled by the fall and una-
ble to crawl away. There were no ashes foundnearthe body, and it is supposed that the latterwas roasted to a cinder by the intense heat of
the burninghotel.

The bodies of Miss Albertson, Mr. Cain, sr., andthe two daughters of the latter, were completely
burned up?no trace whatever having been found
of them.

Of the six persons who were In the building at
the time of the conflagration, all lost their lives.?
The apartments they occupied were in the front
range of rooms, in the second story, between the
centre tower of the front building and the right
hand corner.
