TRAGEDY IN PHILADELPHIA—Additional Par-
ticulars —1t was briefly mentioned yesterday that
Philip S. Clawges of the firm of Wilmer and
Clawges, dry goods merchants, No. 139 Market
street, Philadelphia, was shot and mortally
wounded Wednesday evening, by Issac C. Shur-
lock, his principal clerk. The Philadelphia Suns
has the following account of the affair:

Mr. Clawges was invited on several occasions
by Mr. Shurlock to visit his residence, and as s
matter of course became acquainted with Mrs. 8.
Availing himself of the opportunity afferded, he
poisoned the wife against ber husband, by telling
stories of her husband's infidelity, &c,&c. She
listened, and finally yielded to his desires. This
was carried on for several weeks. On Tuesday
evening she made a full confession of all the facts.
The husband resolved on vengeance, and on Wed-
nesday evening he and Clawges, after di

lexp , could not have amounted, on
the average, to less than $100 a month, or $300 for
the canvass.

The labors performed by their secretaries, pres-
idents and committees would certainly amount to
the steady services of at least three men each,
worth not less than $100 each for the whole three
months. No less than 1,000 persons have been

Here is & total of mure twenty five millions
of dollars expended in the canvass—all of it the
voluntary offering of the people, to secure the
choice of such a President as they desire to see
elected. The aggregate is much more likely to
exceed this estimate than to fall below it—as it
does not include the money raised by exactions
upon offiee-holders, or contributed in large sums

to some business at the Masonic Hall, proceeded
down Chesnut street, turned up Seventh, and at
tte corner of Lodge Alley, the former made known
his complaint.

Upon reaching Seventh street, in front of Jobn
Guy's tavern, Shurlock came up to bim and said,
“You have foully wronged me; you are the se-
ducer of my wife, and I am going to kill you"—
At that instant he levelled a revolving pistol at
bis breast and fired. Three or four of the loads
were discharged, all of which took effect—one en-
tering the stomach. another the breast, and a third
broke bis arm. The reports of the pistol alarmed
the neighborhood, and during the momentary ex-
citement Shurlock cried out, “I did it—take me—
I'll pot run away.” He was locked up at Fifth
and Chesnut streets, to await a heariog this morn-
ing. The wounded man was conveyed to the hos-

ital.

o Mr. Shurlock, at the Mayor's oflice, confessed to
having committed the act. He appeared perfectly
cool and collected, and told the story of his wrongs
in & manner which elicited the sympathy of all the
officers present. He said, “I committed the act;
1 fired the revolver, and I have been most foully
wronged. This man took my wife down town,
drugged her with wine, and then seduced har.-j
She told me so. I love my wife as I love myself.

The prisoner was searched, and had upon his
person a small amount of money and a daguerreo-
type of his wife.

The Pennsylvanian says:

Mr. Clawges has a wife and four children, one
of the children, a son, being nineteen years old.
Isaac C. Shurlock is about twenty five years of
age. He is of fine personal appearance, and is
evidently of considerable nerve, inasmuch as he
seemed in no wise ruffled when at the Mayor's of-
fice, and conversed with perfect freedom.

Mr. Clawges was visited by bis wife last even-
ing, at the hospital, but he could not converse with
her. The Rev. John Chambers was also with
him.

TOURNAMENT IN PETERSBURG.—The Tourna-
ment of the Henrico Light Dragoens came off at
the Fair Grounds in Petersburg, on Thursday, in
fine style. The Democrat has the following ac-
count of it.:

The Henrico Dragoons, under Major J. L. Da*
vis, were drawn up in single file in front of the
Judges' stand; on their right, the Petersburg
Greys, Capt. Scott commander, were flanked, and
on their left, the Petersburg Light Artillery, Capt.
Nichols commander.

In the absence of Capt. Meade, Capt. J. V.
Scott, made the address to the Knights.

Out of 23 Knights that entered the arema with
horse and lance, only 4 tilted equal to gain the
honers; they were the Knights of Dragoeons, Din
widdie, Prince George, and America, whose triumpbs
were gained by having lanced the ring two con-
secutive times, at a speed varyiog from 4 to G se-
conds within the distance of an eighth of a mile.

To the Knight of Dragoons (8ir R. A. Lacy) was
awarded the highest nonor for having at each tilt car-
ried the ring; he, as the Chief or First Knight, was
to escort to the camp of the Judges the “ladie faire”
of his choice, and crown her Queen of Loreand Beau-
ty. (Miss Ella Enniss, of Fe‘ersburg.)

To the Knight of Dinwiddie, (8ir Pete: Cousins.)
was awarded the second honor, of bearing off from
the ranks of beauty the First Maid of Honor (Miss
Amanda Jones, of Mecklenburg )

The Knight of Prince George, (§ir George Church )
next was awarded the proud plessure of essortingto
the camp the Second Maid of Honer (Miss Victoria
Eldridge, of Prince George.)

The fourth, the Knight of America, (8ir M. C.
Jones. of Dinwiddie,) wasawarded the honor of beer-
ing off frem a rare group of beauty, one whose sweet-
neas of smiles and u&rudon made him proud te
crown ber the Third Maid of Hunor, (Miss Salics
Jenkins, of Petersburg.)

MURDEROUS ASSAULT OF TWO TURKISH Wo.
MAN ON THE CAHOLIC BISHOP OF MOSTAR.—A
correspondent of the Augsburg Allgemine Zeitung
writes from Constantinople, Sept. 11th:

“The Catholic Bishop of Mostar and Apostolic
Vicar of the province of Herzegowina, Mr. Ba-
risich, barely escaped with his life on the 1st in-
stant, in his own house. Two Turkish woman
having been informed that the bishop wished to
prevent & Christain girl, named Catharine Ragan,
from embracing Islamism, went to his house and
requested to see the bishop. They were veiled,
but both were armed, one having concealed un-
der her dress a pistol, and the other a large yata-
gan. No sooner had the bishop entered, when
one of them, a certain Kaduna Gioguscha, rushed
at him with & knife, directing a hlow at his breast,
which would have instantly killed him, but for
his admirable presence of mind. He retreated
rapidly, screaming for help, and soon several ser-
vants appeared, who securred the women. Ischak
Pasha, the Governor of the province, had them
brought before bim, and, having investigated the
case, sentenced them to several years’ imprison-
ment, notwithstanding the strenuous efforts of
several influential Turks, who wished to convince
him that the females were lunatics.”

ORIGINAL EDITION oF HAMLET.—The London
Times states that another copy of the earliest edi-
tion of Hamlet, printed in 1603, has been recently
discovered, wanting only the title page, but other
wise in very good condition. It is important, be-
cause it is more perfect than the only other knowh
copy extant, that in the matchless Shakesperian
library of the Duke of Devonshire. This edition
is not a copy of the play of Hamlet as it now
reads, but as it was first written. It was after-
wards elaborated by its illustrious author into its
present form. This rare literary relic was pur-
chased by Mr. J. O. Halliwell for the sum of £120.

FLIGHT OF A COUNTRY POSTMASTER.—The
postmaster of Georgetown, Mass., at the present
term of the Court of Common Pleas, now sitting at
Lawrence, was indicted for dispensing alcoholi
liquors without & license. It seems the emolu-
ments of his office was not sufficient to remuner-
ate him for his services, and ke had placedin his
his office a stock of liquors of the R. G. brand. It
was noticed by the denizeus of that quiet town,
that the patrons of the office, on emerging, could
not always *‘keep step to the music of the Union,”
but evinced a strong tendency towards free soil.
Some individual, whe was eonversant with the
laws of gravitation, soon solved the mystery why
some bodies could preserve an equilibrium and oth-
ers could not. On the issuing of a capias it was
ascertained that the postmaster had disappeared.

ELECTED EDITOR —The Rev. T. M. Eddy, of
Indianapolis, has been elected editor of the North
‘Westera Christain Advocate, at Chicago, in place
of Dr. Watson, deceased.

SUFFERING AT SEA.—Information bas been re-
ceived at the Department of State at Washington,
that the ship Rapid, which sailed from the city of
New York en the 20th day of May last, bound to
San Francisco, California, encountered tempestus
and intensely cold weather, off Cape Horn, there-
by losing ten of her crew, and disabling to a great
extent the remainder. She had put back to Rio
de Janeiro for men to man the ship.
