The church, hospital, poor
house and school of the Roman Catholic commu-
nity, and the Greek school are among the fallen
buildings 400 tents bave been sent to Candia,
from Canea, by the Governor Creneral, whose
bumane measures to succor the poor are beyond
all praise.

At Macri, on the coast of Asia Minor, opposite
Rhodes, which hasat different times beeu the scene
of severe earthquakes, the shocks were but very
slightly felt.

A letter from Metelin, of the 19th October states
that for the previous fortnight one or two slight
shocks of earthquake were experienced in that
island in almost every 24 bours. Happily, no barm
has been occasioned further than causing great
alarm among the inhsbitants, especially in conse-
quence of the lamentable catastrophes at Candia
acd Rhodes

‘The shocks were experienced at Beyrout, but

effected no injury.
_ At Thyra, during the time of the earthquake, a
fire{manifested itself in an oil manufactory. Not
withstanding every effort was made to extinguizh
the flames, this was not accomplished until 276
shops, 2 grand mosques, 3 store houses, 1 khan, 2
coflee houses, and a grain store were destroyed.

HIGH PRICE OF PROVISIONS IN MINNESOTA.—
The Burlington Gazette learns from Hastings, (30
miles below St Paul,) that the river at that poiut
bas closed, and in consequence thereof, provisiocs
had advanced very mucn. He states that flour
was selling at Hastings for 10 per barrel; pork 230
per barrel; butter 50 cents per pound, and every
other article in proportion, and it was thought by
all that prices would be much higher duriog the
winter.

FIGHT FOR A Ki1ss.—A “Western Editor” gives
the following description of getting a kiss from a
youeg lady, who said “take it if you dare”:

So at it we went, rough and tumble. An awful
destruction now commenced. The bow of my
cravat wag squat up in balf of no time. Atthe
next bout smash went shirt collar, and ‘at the same
time some of the head fixings gave way, and down
came Sally’s hair like a flood in & mill dam broke
loose, carrying away half a dozen combs. One
plunge of Sally’s elbow, and my blooming bosom
rufiies wifted to the consistevcy and form of an
after dinner napkin But she had no time to boast.
Soon her neck-tackling began to shiver, parted at
the throat, and away went a string of white beads,
scampering and running races every way you
could think about the floor. She fought fair, how-
ever, I must admmit; and when she conld fight no
longer, for want of breath, she yielded bandsome-
ly ; and her arms fell down by her side—those
long, white, rosy arms—her hair hung back over
the chair, her eyes were half shut, as if she were
not able to bold themopen a minute longer, and
there lay a little plump mouth allin the air! My
goodness ! Did youn over see a hawk pounce upon
a robin, or a bee on clovertop!!

A MaN WHIPPED TO LIFE—Anqn intemperate
man, named Stanley, attempted to commit suicide
at Newark, N. J., on Sunday, by taking a large
dose of laudanum, which rendered him insensible.
The Newark Advertiser says :

A physician was called, who dccided that the
only means of restoring animation was to give the
subject a severe beating, which was done by two
men with heavy switches for a quarter of an hour,
when signs of a returning animation wereshown,
and the patient sat up. A glass of brandy was
then given him, when he fell to sleep, and the
beating process was resumed until he was fully
restored to consciousness. He is now compara.
tively well, except some suffering from the bruises
received fromthe extraordinary *‘course of sprou s”
to which he was subjected. This is the first case
we ever heard of where a man was whipped to life
from a state bordering on death. Oases of whip-
ping to death occasionally occur, but whipping to
Iife seldom or never.

WHISKEY MANUFACTURE.—The Cincinnati Ga-
zette claims that city to be the greatest whiskey
market in the world, and the valley of the Ohio
the greatest whiskey preducing region on the face
of the earth. The Gazette says: °

*That in no brarch of business have inventive ge-
nius aud mocern improvements been so larg-ly drawn
upon as in the dietiliation of liquors. Steam 1s made
t5 perfirm a'moat all the labor necessary for the pro-
ductio of whiskey; and even the very dregs left atier
the production 1s turned to sccount. The average time
required fo coavert the corn into whiskey 1s four
days. lu one distillery about +000 bushels of corn are
deily consuwmed, prodacing about 4000 gullons of whis-
key, giving for that sinzle esablishment an averags
appual destruction of $12,000 bushels of corn, and an
annual production of 1,2 00 galions of whiskey. —
There a:e other distilleries in the neighborhood. " ha
eapacities of which are severally two or three times
greater The quuntity of whiskey sold during the
year in the Ciocinnat: mark lone, is estimated at
uLine million gallons. Thisis probably not more than
one-haif the production of Ohio and Indiana alons.—
Presuming that the production is eighteen million
gallons, riie consumption of corn muat be four and a
half million bashels, to produce which requires a
million and & quarter acres good land. It ia probable
the productisn of whiskey in%he Uhio Vailey is fifty
millions of gallons per annum, involving a consume-
tio of twelve and a half million bushels corn, the
average valus of which is $5.000 000.”

Thesteam from the bro-
ken pipe barst through the ctl;ln oor, domg.com
siderable damage, and scaldiog Mr. Hauwiiton,
(rar keeper) Mr. J. M. C. Wllluxfu, of DeSoto
Parish, Mr William H Vaughn, of New Kent co,
Va., Mr.Eli Carnes, of Georgia, whe were pas-
sengers. Hamilton and Vaughn are badly scaled,
but will probahly scon recover. Williams and
Carues were but slightly injured. During
the excitement seven or eight persons jump-
ed overboard, but the boat being near shore,
it is supposed that nooe of thera were drowned.—

Reports Accompanying the President’s
Memsnge.’

——
POSTMASTER GENERAL,

The Postmaster General's shows the
nnmbe: o’{ post offices on Juem&‘iﬁ. to have
;oon 25,563, being an incresse of 4,661 in four
On the 30th of June there were in o tion
nell;lg 8000 mail routes, the length of which is esti-
mated at 239,642 miles, costing $6,350,474, divided
as follows : 20,323 miles of railroad: 14,951 steam-
boat, and 50,453 canal lines, and nearly 154,000
miles of inferior grades. The increase during the
Inst fiscal year was nearly 20,000 miles of railroad,
332 miles of steamboat, 1,250 miles of canal lines,
and 8200 miles of inferior grades. In Nebrasks
and Kansas, 2,238 miles were added to the length
of routes. Between the lst of July, 1852, and Ju
Iy 1at,’56, the railroad service was Lereued 10,177
wiles, exhibiting the fact that within that time
this description of service was more than doubled.
On the 1st of December, 1856, the length of rail
road routes had increased to 21,310 miles, and the
total cost for this service at that date amounated to
$2,403,747. The whole cost of the inland service
onthe 1st of July was 86,526,028,

The Secretary ailudes to the Panama Railroad
Company seizing on the occasion of withdrawal
of the steamers via Nicaragua to force'the depart-
ment to pay what he considers an exorbitgnt price
across the Isthmus; and he recommends ma-
king of a regular contract, not exceed ,000
er annum. with that company, and a contract not

ceeding & per annum via Nicaragua or
Tehuantepec, 80 as to give a weekly mail between
the Atlantic ports and California.

The expenditures for the year 1856 were £10,-
105,286, ~nnd the gross revenue, including annual
appropriations for free mail matter, §7,62082],
sbowing a deficiency of £2,787,000. He recom-
mends the abolition of the franking privilege, and
the compuisory prepayment of all transient print
ed matter: Also the repeslof the act of 1845 which
gives the Postmaster General discretionary autho-
rity iomake new contracts for ocean steamship
service.

Iie alludes to the fact that embracing the branch
from New Orleaos to Havana there are now four
ocean steamsbip lines running out of New York at
an expense to the government of £1,498 000 per
aonum. No reason is perceived why one part of
the country should be preferred to the exclusion
of others. Among other points it is stated that
negotiations are in progress with a view to the
reduction of the British transit charge on Uupited
States closed mails, and of the rate of postage be-
tween the United States and Great Britain to 12
cents a single letter or more.

SECRETARY OF THE NAVY'S REPORT.

The Secretary of the Navy gives a detailed view
of the operatious of the Navy, during the last year,
and its present strength. Among his recommen-
dations are, for another squadron in the Pacific,
rendered necessary by our extending commerce;
for the adoption of the English and French system
of gunnery in practice ships; and for the dispatch
of a small steamer to survey the Guano Islands on
which Commodore Mervine made an unsatisfactory
report.

The Secretary regards the eonstruction of the
six war steamers as inaugurating a new era in the
naval service, and repeats his former recommen-
dation for building steam sloops of-war of small
draft. The sending out of seamen to relieve dis-
tant crews is spoken of as an experiment, and will
be continued if it shall work well. The Secretary
likewise recommends the appointment of assistant
pursers with moderate compensation

SECRETARY OF THE INTERIOR'S REPORT.

The Secretar y of the Interior's Report states the
quantity of land surveyed since last report and up
to the 30th of September last, at 16,873 699 acres,
exclusive of school sections. The execution of the
graduation act has raised many grave questions
which call for the interposition of Congress. He
aays it is important that the matter be promptly
disposed of, either by sanctioning and affirming the
action of the Land Office or directing the patents
to be irsued without further requirement

The quantity of land sold for cash during the
flscal year.was over 9,250,000 acres,and the receipis
therefor $8,821,414. 'T'he total amount of land dis-
posed of it over 39,000,000 acres. He suggestsa
necessity for further power being granted to the
Commissioner of Pensions to suspend and dismin-
ish and discontinue pensions when the reason for
grantiug them has wholly or partially ceased.

The number of patents issued within the year will
probably reach 2500. The report says that dur.ng
the present administration 52 Irdisn treaties have
been negotiated, 20 of which remein to be acted upon
by the Senate. By these treaties Indian titles has
been extinguished to ncarlg 175.000 acres of land —
Tha aggregate money consideration therefore is $11,-
184,238,

The Indians within ovr borders are supposed to
number about 300,000. The process of civilization
among the ledians has siready been attended with
the happiest result, and gives promise of steady pro-
gress in the ame.ioration of their physical and moral
cundition.

SHOCKING OUTRAGE AND TERRIBLE CASE OF
LYNCHING.—The Maysville (Ky.) Eagle, of Thurs
day last, contains the particulars of a shocking
outrage committed in the town of Manchester,
Adams county, Obio, by a free negro man, upon
the wife of a Mr. Morris, while the latter was ab
tent from home. The negro broke into Mr. Morris’
Louse and accomplished his villainy after a despe-
rate struggle with the unhappy woman, who
fractured her own jaw, it is stated, in attempting
to release the negro's hold upon her throat by
biting him. The negro then escaped from the
house and went home to his wife, leaving Mrs.
Morris in little better than a dying condition. IHer
screams meanwhile had attracted assistance, and
the negro’s wouunds soon led to his detection, which
excited intense indigpation, in connection with two
otker outrages of a similar nature attributed to
him. He was found in bed with his face badly
scratched and bleeding, just as described by his
victim. The excited crowd took him forthwith
before day, to an island in the Obio river, just
above the town, where they hung him up to atree,
but the rope breaking, he revived. He then
acknowledged the infernal deed, and would have
been hung up again but for the interposition of
some of the less excited in the crowd, whose coun-
sel prevailed, and the negro was accordingly taken
to West Union, lodged in jail, and chained to pre-
vent Lis escape.

During Monday night, Mr. Morris reached home
from Cipeinpati Oa Tuesday moraing, a crowd
of men, with John Dougherty, (a brother of Mrs
Morris,) at their head, left Macchbester for the
county seat, where they broke into the jail, burst-
ing the locks with hammers, until they reached
the room where the negro was. He then took an
axe and broke the negro’s chain, dragging him out
of the prison. He then took him to the island and
huug bim upon the limb of ajtree some 25 feet high
Oa Lis way from jail, and even under his gallows,
the negro cursed and swore terribly, and vowed
if he should get off alive he would kiil Mra. Morris
at sight. After hanging until he was dead, his
body wss cut down, and, with the chain still fas-
"xned to him, deposited in a box, and buried on the
island.
