In what ope-ration had he ever shown shrewdness or goodbusiness capacity i
He had a plausiblemanner, but all his schemeswere crude, crooked and fallacious?the work-ingsof a morbid, erratic intellect. His schemesalways exploded unless upheld by others Henever succeeded except by accident. He was

connected with a private steam laundry on the.Isthmus of Panama, and when that failed he got
up a stupid stock company for the same purpose.
He next got up a bauk at Georgetown, D. C ,
for passing the bills of which he was indicted ?

The late lamented district attorney saw Hun-tiugton, and the result of his impression was thatthe indictmeats went to some mysterious pigeon-
hole

This w«s supposed to have blasted his fortunes.?Next he went to Maine to start a bank, in a more reg-ular manner. He got a charter for the manufacture
of paper at Lewis;on, on the Little Andr<;*ceggiuriver, and supposed he had the privilegs uf backing;
but after hili* and certificate* had been engraved, thsBest, n banks pronounced ita scheme cf a madman
and had the charterrepealed. He next turns up inCalifornia, sent by the charity of his friends, where,
by meant of forgerie* similar to thjse now charged
RgßinsL him, bo bled his Wall street friends about
tfcltlO 010.

Martha proved tobe such a valuable andtrusty servant, that she soon became a great favorite of Mri. Norment, and was treated byher withthe utmost kindness and consideration, every pri-vilege being allowed her that was at all neceaiaiyfor hercomfort and happiness. Indeed so greatwas the confidence of the entire family in her honesty, integrity and general' deportment, thatevery member of it took pleasure in mfcUteringto her happiness onall occasions.On Friday afternoon a young daughter of MrNorment, about five years old,was taken verysick, and Dr. Norment, of Hanover courthousewas sent for to see her. When theDoctor arrivedhe immediatelyset about to ascertain the cause ofthe child'j illn* ss,and prescribed such remedies ashe thought best adapted to the case, but findingthat the little sufferer continued to grow worsesuggested to his brother that it had been poisoned'The father of the child would hear to nosuch in-sinuation at firs*, having the utmostconfidence inhis servants, but the Doctor changed his mode oftreatment, and soon had the pleasure of seeing hispatienton the mend.
Last Saturdaymorning, when Mr. Norment andhis family sat down to breakfast, he helped him-self from a dish of tripe, and on tasting it, remark-ed to his wife that its flavor was peculiar Hehowever, took the second mouthful, and as soonas he swalled it, threw down his knife and fork andjumpedfrom the üble, the remark cf the Doctor'sabout '"poison," doubtless flashingacross his mind'In a very short time after this Mr- Norment wastaken with convulsions, and the Doctor was againsent for. As soon as he arrived, he gave his bro-ther emetic after emetic, till his stomach was re-lieved, and he rendered convalescent.
