DANIEL WEBSTER IN A NEW CHARACTER

The New York Expressin a very pleasant no.
tice of Mr. Barney's book, speaks of the manner in
which that gentleman has figured through his long
life, havisg been feted and courted by the tip top
society of all the great cities, and been on a footing
of the most friendly character with the greatest
statesmen of his time, and with Presidents and
Foreign Ministers, by many of whom he has been
domesticated in their establishments. With these
opportunities the Express thinks if bis memory is
good and his pen lively, he will write a book that
will make the people stare. Ithopes, however,jihat
be will not omit a rare scene in which Daniel Web-
ster figured in & new light and which it deseribes
as follows:

There is oue incident in the life of Barney droll,
—very droll,—that we hope he will not omit In
1250, soon after the passage of the Compromise
Bill, be invited about thirty members of Congress,
and others, to dine in a restaurant in Pennsylvania
Avenue, and be prepared places and dinners for
only about ten or twelve,—but the whole thirty
came,—and the night happened to be a most na-
comfortable one. The dinner wasto beat 6 P, M.,
—but it was not ready till nine o'clock. There
were Webster, growling like a hungry andstarving
lion,—and men of all parties, the most eminent in
position in the,United States. Never,were letloose
upon a dinner & crosser or a hungrier set of men;
—but when at nine o’clock, the thirty found places
for only ten or twelve to sit down to thetable, there
was the loudest roar of laughter. Merriment then
soon took thé place of anger. Cabiner Ministers
stood up 2nd waited on Foreign Ministers, and U.
S. Senators, in great glee, discharged the duties of
Scipio and Sambo. A few grains of champagne
let loose the tongues of all “Honorable” gentlemep,
—and the dinner was long and pleasant,—and
pever was a happier evening passed than was this
after all.

An incident of the evening, or night rather was
between Mr. Webster, then Secretary of State,
and Mr Foote, then Senator from Misgissippi, and
vow in Calitornia.

Central Raitroad Collision.—The Board of Dires-
tors of the Virginia Ceatral

; Mesars. E.
Fontaine, (President,) Jacob Baylor, William
Overton, N. E. Hill snd William J. Rebertson be-
ing 'E:amt, have held & meeting to inquire into
ali the circumstances connected with the collision
on the 25th of December Iast, and made a long re-
port, the, substance ofgwhich we append. 1¢ iz
proper to say that i notice was given of the
time at which this investigation was to take place,
and that the late Superintendent, the Conductors,
Engineers and all others who knew anything of
the circumstances were invited to be present. Mr.
J. H. Timberlake declined to take part in the in-
tigation, but exp d a determination to make
& statement in the newspapers, to exhonerate him-
self from biame. The Conductors and Engineers
on the collision trains, as well as other persons, did
appear, and made the sub of
which we give, together with the action of the
of Directors, as follows :

It appears that the cellision tock place on the 25th
of December, 1856, about three quarters of & mile
ebove Melton’s, the siding at which the trains pass
each other below Uordonsville, and a8 little over
three miles from that place, The exact speed of the
trains could not be ascertained, but as far 2a informa-
tion cou'd be obtziced on thst point, it appeared
that when they came in view of each other, the up
train wes going at the rate of from e1x to tem w iles,
and the down train at the rate of twenty-five miles,
or ther:abouts, per hour. The collision took place at
& point on the road, where, owing to its curvature
and a cut. one train was hid from the other until they
came too near together to be stopped in tima to pre-
veunt it, although all proper efforts were made to stop
each of them.

The schedule, by which the trains were running,
provided that they should passeach other at Meiton s
at 10.45 A. M., and when the down train failed to ar-
rive at that time, that the up train should wait thers
until 11.20 A. M., when it was to go on.

BoLh of the Conductors stated that they nnderstood
this rule, and knew that after 11.20 A" M., the up
t:aia was entitled te the track until it got to Gor-
donsville; and that the down train, therefore, had
no right to leave Gordonsvilie unless it Lad full time
to reach Melton’s before 11 20. They further stated
that, in their opinion, there was no greater difliculty
in providing for the trains to meet and pass each
other, with safsty, at Melton’s, than st sny other
pointon the rosd. Inwhich opinion, all others who
suid anything on the subject, concurred

It was farther sscerta'nsd that the Conductor of
t2e up train prepared to start from Melfon's at 11 21,
but owing to the fact that his switch tender was not
in place at the moment, it was 11.24 when his train
got on the main track and actually started. It pro-
ceeded slowly, owing to its havieg to ascend a graae
and then pass on a curve,and hed been in motion
about three minutes when the collision cccurred.—
The up train whistled twice, once at 11 21, when
prevaring to start, and again at 11 24 when getting
under way.

Ic also appeared that persons at Melton’s, but not
on the train, heard a whistle which seemed to
them to be that of & train at Gordensvills, about the
time the up train started from Melton’s. But all fa-
miliar with the subject agree in the opinion that it
is almost 1mpossibie for one on a train either letting
off steam, or in wotion, to hear the whistle of anoth-
ertrain: And it did not appear that either Conductor
beard auy whistles whichjwarned him that a train
was ayproschiog; mor,on the other hand, did it ap-
pear that the collision was attributable te any failure
tos.und the whistls when it was proper to do so.

It could not be ascertained with the same precision
st what time the down train left Gerdonsville. It
had been aetaiced there waiting for the Orange and
Alexandria train, which was behind its schedule
time, and which arrived at 11.8; ascording te the!
watch of the Conductor of the down train, which
wes found to agree with the watch of the Conducter
of the up train on & comparison made soon after the
collision.

The Conductor of the down trein says he thought
he would be able to get off in time to :each Malton's
before 1120, and that he therefore used »1l diligence
to get the mail and baggage car which bad been
brought by the Alexandria train, detached from it and
coupled to his own, end to have the passenzers trany-
ferred—that this waa done very quickly, and when e
cried “all aboard,” he hed eight minutes to enable
Lim to reach Melton s beiors 11 20; that he thought
he would be safe if he had »ix minutes to make the
distance, and would not have started with less time.
Herays he got «<ff very quickly after erying *all
aboard,” and thinks he thes had at least seven min-
utes to make the distance. Some doubt a8 to the ne-
curacy of hisobservation, es to the 1ima of leaving,
is prodnced by the statement of the Enginser of his
trein, who says that according to bis clock on the
emngiue, which (a3 ascertained hy e comparison that
aay, st Cobham, seven miles above Gordonsville,)
waa only ous minute faster than tha watch of the
Conductor, it was 11 1> when they started However
this may be, it is probable, nay, slmost certsin, that
the down train would have reached Melton’s in safe-
though the Condnctor was shaving his time teo
closely. if it had oot been for the following circam-
stance: After the trein had got under way, and hnud
procaeded frome 159 to 200 yards from the startioz
poinz, the engine driver's alarm bell wae rung Ly
some perscn without the authcerity of the Condactor,
and the train was thus stopped in order that s lady
and some children who had been left might get on it.
The Conductor says that in the excitement of the ue-
casion, and most uaaccount2biy to himself, he fail-d
to Lhink ot the effect . this luss of time—that he did
not look at his watch, and cannot say how much time
was ioat by thiastop, nor st what time he got under
way 2gsin. The train proceeded ; and before it oec-
curred to his mind that thare was aay danger, snd
while he wes engaged ia the front car in which tha
most damage was done, in the collection of fare from
& negro, he was prostrated by the collision.

Tnere is uo positive evidence as 10 the length of
the delay caused by the stoppingof the train above
referred to. After the coilision had taken place,
by staudersestimated it from two to four minutes,
tut, inthe opinion of the Board, it must have been
longer Not cmly would it probably have tsken
longer for the train to etop after getiing 150 or 200
yards from the place of starting, waiting until ths lady
and children could overtake and eanter it, and theu
get uader way again, bat judging from ths time at
wlicli the collisioa occurred (which is ascertained
with sccuracy vot only from the Conductor of th=
up train, bt alsd from a person present and notcn
train) tie pluce f the collision—and the time st
which the whisties both at Gordounsville and at Me!-
ton’s were heard (by persous not on either tra
must have been past 11.20, when the down trai
vuder weay the second time.

In view of the facts, the wiaiu points of which we
nave thus stated, the Board have come to the 1ollow-
ing conclusions:

Fist—That the collision csanot be attributed to thie
arrapgement for the meeting of the trains at Mel
ton’s instead of Gordonsville, and was not occasioned
by any defect in the Mchedule, or by any want of
clesrnese in the rule which applied to the case.

Second—That 8. D. Gooch, the conductor of th=
up train, acted with due cauvtion and in accordance
with the rules, and wes notto blame for the colli-
sion

Third—That the collision was caused by the fallurs
of F. L. Swift. the conductor of the down truio, to
obaserve the printed rule on the time table, which
plainly deeclared that the up train should start from
Melton's at 11:2), and which consequentiy shou!d
have restramed him frem going oo, unlesa he v 8s
cercain of having ample time to ;eu‘: that point be
fore the time fixed for the up train to leave it.

The investigation, which was commenced on the
7th, baving been continued, and “eing completed,ard
the late Buperintendent having been fally Lisard, the
