occasioned by men who had no especial interest in
ita welfare. Many of them w jt» nt tven res dents;
whi at It is quite evident th*t others were itdlugrcad
rltogetber inthe part tney took in tii# disturbancesbymercenary or other peisonalconsiderations. The
great body of the actual citizens are conservative,
law abicisg, peace lo> log u.en, disposed rather to
uihke sacrifices torconciliation and consequent peece,
tiiau to insist /or their entire rights sltouid the gen-
eral good thereby be cauted to iuß'«r. S.me of thorn.
Under the itfluene* of tbe p.evaillrg excitement andmisguided opinions, were led to the commission of
grevious mistakes, but not with thedeliberate inten-
tionof doing wrong.

A very few men lesolved upon mischief, may keep
In a stateof unhealthyexcitement and involve in a
fearful strife, an ent re community. This was de
inonstrated anting he civil commo.ions with which
tbe territory was c>nvulsed. While the people gene-
rally were arxlcus to pursuetheir peaceful callings,
small combinations of crafty, scheming and design-
ing men succeeded, from pu-eiy seltisu motives, in
brirging upon themaseries of most lamentable and
destiuctive difficulties. Nor are ttiey satisfied with
themischief already done. They never desired that
the present peace shou d be effettsd; nor do they
intend tiat it shall ertr.iLue if they have th i cower
to present it In the constant oroakingsof diastljeted
individuals in various sections, you hear only the
expressions of evil desires and intentions Watch,
then, with a special jealous aid suspicious eye tbjse
who are continually indulging suimtses of renewed
li sti 1 ies. They are cot thefriends of Kansas, and
there is reason to fear thatsome of thsra are not only
the eaetnle* of this Territory, bat of tbe Union
itself Its dissolution is theirardent wish, and Kan-

Coromande), and men of war's boats, until lh« rise
of the tide enabled the steamer to ocme to theirassistance, when the junks retired into shallowwater beyondrange. Mr Pearu, master's assist-ant ofher Majesty's ship Sybiile, » as killed duringthe action, and two offlcurs and three seamen werewounded. The loss on the side of the Chinese
uiust have been considerable, as the Minie riUesof our marines told severely.

On the 3Jtb nit the postal steamer Thistle,while
on her way from Canton, was cutoff by a party ofChinese, who h*<l been received on board as pas-
sengers fur Mo tig Kong, but proved to be emiasa 'ries of the Cbiaese government hired to perform
tbe tragedy in which they succeeded All onboardwere murdered with the exception of some Chi-nese passengers, aod tbe vessel was run ashoreand burnt. There were two foreign passengers
on board at the time, v'z : a Spanish gentleman,
Senor Dim, formerly Peruvian consul general, andan invalid of the 59 h re;iment.

Since this drear.ful occurrence another riversteamer has been attacked and narrowly escaped
capture at thehands of a mandarin flett, and com-
munication witb Canton is now almost entirely
suspeiidnd. There ar e noforeign residents therenow whatever No trace has been obtaioeJ ofMr. Cowper. who wan kidnapped at Wampoa A
cold blooded murder has been perpetrated there,
tbe victim being a German servantof Dr Ryder.
The Wampoa anchorage has been abandoned.It is not expected that any active measures willbe taken against the city of Canton until the arri-val of troopj and gunboats places in« the hands ofAdmiral Seymour tho meansof striking a decisiveblow both by land and water At present it is byno means an easy task to hold his present position;
but this, we doubt not, ha will do if possible, asany retrograde movement would be deemed avictory by the Chinese.

Of the Viceroy Yeh we have heard nothinglately, nor has any commissioner arrived fromPekiu, although the Chinese assert thata veryofficial is on the way.
In Hong Kong allremains quiet as yet, and thestringent pr» cautions which have beau taken have

had a beneficial tff,ct. Some of the worst char
acters have been apprehended, and will be deported. Three men have been seized who are doubt-less emissaries from Canton, sent here with mischievous intent. The result of their examination
bas notyet transpired. '1 he colonl'a government
has hired and aimed a small steamtr to cruise in
the neighborhood. The mandarins have issued in
variou* districts the most bloodthirsty edicts
agaiust the English,and have ottered large rewarrs
to those who may tucceed in assassination or in-
cendiarism in HoDg Kong Ali Chinese bave beenordered to quit tbe service of foreigners and rt«
turn to their homes, and so poweriui is tbe man-
darin system that disobedience entails much trou-
ble, if not positive destruction, upon the relatives
of theoffender. Nearly all the Cbiaese servants
bave left or are leaviug, and this treats no small
Inconvenince, and also renders private property
more insecure Her Majesty's sbip Calcutta is in
tbe bat bor, and Admiral Ouerin has in the most
handsoma manner offered the services of the
crews of La Virginia and steamer Catioat when-
ever they may be required; indeed, there is now
a French guard stationed at|one of the most un-
protected points. The Ameiicans have aUo Unl«
ed a guard at their naval stores and at another
point.

We have ju->t received intelligence from Cantoninforming u« tbat the whole of tbe suburbs west
of the city had been burnt byour force on the 12.h
ins:. In this service we regret To say that a party
of the 59th liegiment missed their "way, and get*
tingunder tho ci:y wall were assailed with s'.ones
and matchlocks, losing two men killed, eleven se-
verely wounded, and ten slightly wounded.

Hono Kong, Jan 15,1 P. M ?An attempt was
made this morning to poison a considerable um-
ber of the foreign commucity. The author of this
diabolical act is a Chinese baker, named Esing,
who (being doubtless induced by the promise of
reward held out by the mandarins) mixed with
his bread a large quantity of arsenic, ai,d after
sending itround to his easterners, left for Macao
in a att-amer at 8, A. M All who partook of this
bread were shortly afterwards seized with violentretchiogs and other symptoms, but, prompt rem#
dies being applied, we are lappy to state that up
to the present time no dta:tis have ensued, al-
though great numbers have been ill, and some are
still in a dangerous state The quantity of atse-
nic was too large to answer the intended purpose,
its presence being immediately betrayed, aod an-
tidotes forthwith administered.
