The business of Preabytery, in addition te the

atic beneficence and foreign missions.

It waa agreed that a general missionary agent
ahould bed at once appointed. It will be his
doty to visit the churches, aid the pastors in pro-
tracted meetings, collect for the Domeatic Mis-
alonary Society, and look out for waste places in
the bounds of Preabytery where new mission
churches may be established

Piedmont Institute, situated at Liberty, Redfird
county, Va., was purchased of Rev H. S. Oibome.
Mr. Osborne's zealous and self-sacrificing labors
have raised up this institution to its present posi-
tion of usefulness and promise. He offered it to
the Preabytery on generous terms, and they ac-
cepted the offer. The institution will still, how*
ever, be under the management of Mr. Osborne,
a< principal

Mr. M. D. Kalopothahes, a nativeof Greece, who
baa juat completed bis theological education in
this country, was examined with a view to ordi-
nation aa a ministerof the gospel. He waa exam-
ined upon the languages and sciences, theology
and church history, church government and dis-
cipline, &.C, ice , as well as upon bis knowledge t f
experimentalreligion.

Mr. Kalopothahes' history is a very ir«
tereating one He was a pupil at the "Virginia
School," established by Uev- Messrs Leyburn and
Houston, of the Valley of Virginia, in Greece,
about twenty years ago. Mr. Kalopothahes will
go to Greece as the Missionary of Hanover Pres-
bytery. He carries out a printingpress, to be lo-
cated at Athens, where be expects to establish a
semi-religious newspaper and to priut religious
books.
