New York, always the
of cities, boiled over with & dra-
ozy. The old Park theatre,. the. theatre

see, with ite graceful galleries and its capacious
pit filled with radiant crowds, of all classes
and of all ages, the brilliant lights revealing a
maultitude of expectant and bhappy faces, all turn-
ed as one face to the stage. And when she ap
peared, such a thunder peal of ppl as made
the old building shake to its foundations, and as
Victoria berself might be delighted to receive from
ber loyal subjects!. We remember Mrs Kemble,
then Miss Kemble, as Juliet; she was young and
slender, with po supérfluous flesh, graceful as
a fawn, a dignified and elastic step, not very band
some, except in the ardent imaginations of the
youth of .that period, but a strovgiy marked, ex«
pressive countenance, and an eye flashing with
genius. We saw berag Juliet, and have conse-
orated that Juliet by never permitting ourselves to
hear it attempted by any other woman.

The Rev. Dr. Bellows, in his speech at the late

dramatic festival, regretted that Mrs. Kemble had
abandoned the stage. We sympathize with that
regret. It s hard to give up agreeable youthful
illusions; but the career of Mrs. Kemble on the
stage of real life is not as gracefully performed as
o the mimie world upon the boards. They say
that her ethereal, fairy form has become robust
and maseuline; but becoming fat.and forty, or for-
ty and fat, is an occurrence for which no man or
woman can be held morally responsible. Nor do
we blame her that she abused our countryin a
book. That was'a prerogative of her countrymen
in those days. It was an invariable custom for
every foreign guest to come forth from our hospi~
table natfonal mansion, half choked with rage and
roast beef, to shake the dust from off his feet,
make faces at his entertainers, attribute their
kindness to all sorts of interested motives, and
throw stones at every window in the house.—
This was the British etiquette of those days, and
we have no special reason to complain of Mra.
Kemble for following the fashion of her country.
The customs have since changed, and she has
given a sufficient answer to her ridicule of Ame
rica, by coming and living here. We are sorry,
however, to read such accouuts as the Beston pa-
pers give, of our ancient idol; loth to believe, yet
unable to doubt that the gentle Juliet bas become
s regular vizen. Better tbat the tender, loving
maiden had never come forth from the tomb of the
Capulets, than expand into a frightful, Amazonian
termagant! We can scarcely realize that the gen-
tle fawn of 1834, bas become the terrific lions
ess of 1857. Such an anecdote as the following,
and it is only a specimen of a collection, makes
the soul shudder : :

“On a late railroad trip to a mcighboring city, the
ex-actress was among the passcngers. Just behind
her was seated an elderly lady, who became greatly
anooved by the sparks end dust that came in through
the open window raised by the ex actress In a lady-
like mannerthe old lady closed the window, when
the readerof Shakspears turned rcund and exclsim-
ed, in such startling emphasis as aroused the atten-
tion of every one iathe car, ‘Woman, 1{ you do that
again, I’ll break the glass!’ Up went the window,
sad the old lady, trembling with affright, took & back
seat.”— Bee.

Sympathising with Mrs. Kemble in ber love of
pure air and conceding that the old lady bad no
right to close the window, no matter in how “lady-
like a manner,” wemust confess ourselves as much
startied as her venerable neighbor by such a coarse

and unfeminine explosion. We commend her case

to the immediate attention of the Rev. Dr. Bel«
lows. Theat gentleman having cow assumed the
eure of souls in a parish which bas hitherto been
given over to the Rev Old Scratch, he will he held
morally responsible for the conduct of the flock,
of which Mrs. Kemble is an honerary member.—
Let him inculcate upon her mind the cardinal vire
tues of meekness, humility and forgiveness of in-
jurles. We also solicit his attention to the follow-
ing dramatic gem :

“One of pur celebrated (Bcston) book firms recent-
ly sent & magnificent volume of Shakspeare’s Works
to the address of an ex-actress who has figured rather
ceonspicuounly the past season in this city. The amia-
ble lady told the bearer of the work to give her com
pliments to Messrs. . and tell thsm Mrs
never receives gifts from tradesmen. Pretty good for
one whose grandfather was hair dreseer to a corps di-
plomatique.”’

We trust Mrs. Kemble will return to the stage.
It is clear that such passion aund strergth of feels
ing, such power of wrath and scorn, ought not to
be wasted on the desert air of private life. She
bad no rival as Juliet ; let her reappear as Kathan
rine, or Lady Macbeth,

LAND WARRANTS,—The number of land wars
rants issued during the present month, in Wash-
ington, under ihe act of 1835, is over 3,000, requir-
iog nearly balf a million acres of land. Altogether,
more than 200,000 warrants have been issued, to
satisfy which 25 000,000 acres of laud will be neces-
sary, Six thousand warrants wereissued under the
same act to persons who rendered military or naval
service in the Revolution, or to their widows, res
quiring nearly a million of acres to satisfy.

He wasquick-
ly followed by & couple of ledies and others were
prevented from leapiog cut by these on she inside
who hai yresence of mind suflicient to ses that there
was 0o icgl danger. except that which arose from tha
panic. Several lsdies got out of one of the gallery
windows, des:ending on tihe vestry roof, and from
thence into the church-yard. A number of ladies
fainted, which, with the sereaming snd praying, the
rattling of blinde and breken glaas, presented a fright-
ful spectacle. Those under the galleryjsappoeed to be
failing, made arush in tha direction of the pulpit,
overturning and slightly demeging the baptismal fout
nnld carrying away the banuister in front of the chan-
cel.

Fortunately no one was seriously burt, though
several bruises and sprains were received.

PARIS, April 16.—T'he co operation of the French

BALTIMORE, May 1.—The strike upon the Bal-
timore and Ohio Railroad resulted in a serious
riot this afternoon. Four freight trains started
out in chargo of armed guards, obadient to a proc~
lamation of the Governor issued today. All the
trains were mobbed near Ellicott's Mills,\Md., by
the rioters. Some thirty muskets were fired from
the cars and two rioters were wounded. One of
the trains got through, but the others were un-
coupled by the mob and compelled to return to
this city.
