The Rejection of the Dallas-ClarendonTreaty.?The chief reason assigned by Lord

Scott case, whereby, as th<j article sets forth, ne-

are now disfranchised and declared cot to be enti-
tled to the privileges of American citizens. Of
course a restoration of these people to their ami-
revolutionary rights is to bean issue.Another reason is given, however, for tho ro-
jection of the treaty ia its amended form?to wit:
That the United States Senate had refused to be «.

party to the stipalations of a certain tr< aty be-
tween Great Britain and Honduras, wherebv it
was expressly declared that slavery should never
exist in the Bay Islands. This the British pre
inier denounces as an artifice of the Senate to
promote the extension of slavery in these Islands,
and be intimates that the British government will
not permit a solemn eagagement into which it had
entered with Honduras to be ignored at the dicta-tion ot the Stnate- The reasons for rejecting the
treaty were publishedonly two daysbefore Lord
Clarendon informed Mr. Dallas of the decision of
her Majesty's government adverse to the treaty as
amended by the United States.

Fioht among SOLDitK3.?Accounts fromWlosbaden and Mayonce state that a moat serious
and aangulnaryconflict took place, on tbe evening

One year's active operations have enabled otir
army to drive the Seminole from bis last hiding
place. Their crops have been destroyed, atidona
or two months more active operations, would settle
this war for all time.

With Gen Harney in the field, our farmers fell
measurably secure, and many have planted crops
We now fear Hilly will reap our harvest.
