It may not be uninteresting to yonr readers, to
heer from this far Southern coun'ry, its products,
prosperity, &c, and aithough easirely unacquaint
ed-—except by reputation and sight—with you, I
will venture on your accommodativg  dispositicn,
for an insertion of what I may write. In the
company of a friend, I left Richmond, on the 5th
of 1ast December, and coming via Savannah, Ga
—A& some what cireuitous route -Mobile and Now
Orleans, reached the city of (ialveston on the 21st
of the same month

Galveston, as you are perhaps aware, isth.
priucipal shipping port of Texas, audison that
account, of more interest than it would otherwise
be, baviog little else to recommend it It is des~
tined to become of more importauce when the new
live of steamers, owned by C. Vauderbiit, of New
York, (one or two of which are alceady on the
route,) are fully in operation. This is both & new
line and rcute; almost fifty per cent. in expenses
saved by the former, and 165 miles of traveling
on the Gulf by the iatter. T'he route commences
at New Orleans, andruaning via Berwick s Bay
and (islveston, terminates at Indianola. Eighty
wiles of the whole distance (315 miles) is over rail-
road

Houston, sitnated on Buffalo Bayou, at the head
of its navigation, is a very tlourisuing city, and is
the mest noted for merchandizing of avy city or
town io Texas A Railroad is io operation trom
this place to Richmond, about 31 miles, aod thence
it is beivg constructed to Austin via Columbus —
We wilzlibaii tbe time of its completion as the
harbinger of a bright epoch in our history.  After
having visited the above mentioned citiea and
towns, I continued my wandering for some time,
and stopped in Western Texas, near the cld town
of Gonzaies,»hich is the scene of s-veral struggles

for 1exan independence. The Gaudalupe river,
wends its way through some of the rich-st lands
that it has ever been my fortune to see; and were
it notse ft as to prevent navigation, I would
ask no beiter home, thaa one on its baaks

L.ands here are as cheap as one could wish, com-
wsading on an average, about $250 per acre —
Corn aud coiion are the staple productious; the
former yie g about 40 buisbe!s to the acre, the
latter about 400 1bs, Cattie rsising is the most
profitable busivess here, and thousands are driven
yea:ly to the States of Missouri and Aikansas.—
Horses are easily raised; but peing & cross of the
Mexican mustaog and Awerican, ihey are not so
valuabie; commanding about 325 per bead.

It would amaze some of our old Virgiaiaus, to
see with what dexterity, a Texan can la-so, or as
they geneially ssy, rope a wild cow or horse. It
affoids cone no litle amusement,
Merchaudizing would be a good bu:i ess he
the policy of State government, had not preciuded
all possitili y of egiabiistiug by bauks, a couve
nient currency; and thus dispen-e with the ruin-
ous tiine ~ystem of liqiidation, which tae exclusive

The pe last week of Edward H. Ruloff from
the jail of Tompkins county, New York, where he
was conflaed for the murder of his wife and child
has been mentioned. The case isa singuisr one,

aud remarkable for the mystery which surrouads
$:

Ruloff appeared in Tompkins county in May,
1842 He was then engaged on the canal (e
spent part of the summer there, and thenext winter
taught sebool in the towaof Drydesfin that county
Miss Harriet Scbu:t of that town, a ycuong lady 20
years of age, was one of his pupils. The fillowing
sumnmer he studied medicine. In December, 1543,
!xo warriod this yon g woman. After his mariiage
in the winter of 1744 he went to I.haca and served
as a clerk fr a few months, living with his wife at
a boarding bouse. His wifs soon retnrned to her
father's. Ia the fall of 1541 he again taught school
aud about that time commenced keeping house
with hia wife in the town of Laosing in Tompkias
couaty.

Within a month or two after his marrisge he
secis 10 bave become very jealous of his wife, ac+
cusiog her, without ADy cause, 8o far as appears,
?fimproper futimacy witha Dr Bull, and becom«
ing 80 much excited on one or two occasions as to
exercise violeace upon her. He continved to live in
Lmnlpg with bis wife (baviog a daughter born
early in April) until the 24th day of Juge, 1545 —
His wife and child have never beea seen or heard
of Since the evening of that dey.

During the next forenoon he weunt to his nearest
neighbor, on the opposite sideof the kighway,
and procare? a horse and wagon for the purpose,
as he alleged, of conveying a chest to Mottville
some ¥ or 10 miles distant, which he stated an uu-'
cle of his bad left at his bouse tne evenicg before
to wmake rcom for his (Ruloff's) wifs to ride Witt.l
his un}clu to a Mr. Suyder's, some 5 miles off, where
he 2aid she had gone. His neighbor helped him
load the chest into the wagon. It was heavy.—
The theory of the prosecution #gainst Ralloff is
that be had murdered his wife and child during the
previoas night, and that he carried off their bodies
io this chest, and made way with them, while he
was gone, by sinkiog in the jake near by, or in
sowme other maniar.  ¥a returned with the horse
and wagonebou ncoa ttenex: day, bringing back
the chest, which the witness, win saw bim take it
from the wagon, thivks was then light Ha left
Lansing the same afiernoon, and in the Lousze
when afterwards searched, were found more or
less of the clothing of his wite, apparentiy just az
she dropped it upon tte floor from her person in
nadresiing  On the evening of the 25:h of June,
he bircd a horse and lumber wagon at Ithica,
which he returned at 3 o'clock the next moruing.
On the morning of the 26:h, uader the assumed
name of John Doe, he took passage in the stage for
Geneva

In some five or six weeks he returned among his
acquaintances in Tompkins county By this time
his wife’s friends had become anxious about her
absence. Hegeve contradictory accounts os the
matter; told one she bad been up between the
'akes visiting. another that she was in Pennsylva-
nis, and others that she was at Madison, Ohis.—
Being pressed in the matier he wrote a letter to
Ler directed to the latier place, which he showed,
requesting Ler to write to ber friends, and another
Wuick be bad directed to a Mr. De Puy, requesting
hiw to send 8 jeiter to Lis wife. But during tbe
ev-ning he eluded cbservaiion and suddenly lefe.
His wite's brother pursued him, &and overtook him
at Rocbester, whea Rulcff proposed to go with
him to Madison. Ohio, and see b's wife, but when
theygot to Buffalo and hsd purchased tickets for
the sieamboat, he escaped from his companion —
The latier went onto Madison, but could hear
notbing «f bis sister. ile then hastened to Cleves
Land, suspecting that Ruioff wou'd go West by
the pext boat, and there found aud arrested bim,
and took him back to Tompkins county.

The case was tried io Tioga counsy at a Circuit
Court Leld by Justice Mason in October last, and
was one of absorbiog iuterest, 25 weil from its ex«
traordinary character, as the distinguished counsei
epgaged init. Tbhe prosecu:ion was couducted by
J A Williams, District Attorney of Tompkins, and
Hon Daniel S Dickinson, avd the defence by
Boardwan acd Fioch, attorneys for the prisoner
and by Hou J A Spencer, (now deceased,) his
counsel.

A few facts, in addition to those detailed, were
eliclted. 1t was shown that in Auguss, 1%45, he
applied to a man at Chicago to borrow money on
a pledge of his cLest, and obtaioed $25 or $30 —
He represented that Lis wife and child had recent
ly died South of Chicago on tbe Il'inois river. He
did not redeera the chust, and a part of the con-
tents were identitied as the clothing of his wife
aud child

A very important legal question arose on this
trial upon wiich the case is nyw pending before
tue General Term of the Supreme Court It was
whether there could be a couviction for murder in
& cage where there had been no discovery of the
body of the person alleged to have been murdered,
or whers there was not direct and positive, but
only circumstansial proof of the death. After an
elaborate charge from Juatice Mason, the jury
convicted the prisoner of murder. Sentence was
suspended, to give bim tiwe to argue the legsl
(uestion arising upon the Judge's charge, before
ibe Supreme Court at General Term. 1t is stated
that Raioff,"during the whole trial, preserved his
self-posses-ion to a remarkable degree and his
équanimity was not at all disturbed by the rendi-
tivn of the verdict ot guilty.

COLLEGIATE EDUCATION AT THE NURTH AND
AT THE SOUTH —From a table in DaBow’'s Re.
view, for May, we find that the number of students
in Colleges or l'niversities, in the differoct sec-
tions of the Union, is as foilows:

In the New England States, 1 to 916; in the
Middle States, 1 to 826 ; in the Northwestern States,
1 to 637, and in the douthern States, 1 to 545.—
South Carolina and Georgia have a larger propor-
tion of College students than any otber States in
the Ucion, the first baving 1 to 331, and the last 1
to 327 The whole vumber of Collegs students in
Seuth Carclina is 720; in Georgia 1 535. Wiscon-
sin has a smaller proportion of Coliege students
than any State in the Uunion, viz: 1 to 4 053 white
inhabitants.

A PLEASANY PLACE.—“John Preuix,” enroute
for New Orleanas, writes the following description
of a stopping place at the junction of the Ohio
and Mississippi :

“Cairo is a small hole at the juuction of the
Ohio aod Missiseippi rivers, surrounded by an ar-
tificial bank to prevent inundation. There are
here about thirteen inbabitants, but the popula-
tion is estimated at three thonsand, that being a
rough estimate of the number of people that were
once congregated there, when five trains arrived
before a boat left for New Orleans. They were
enjoying tbe luxury of small pox at Cairo when
we arrived ; they are a2lways up to eomething of
the kind; a continued succession of amusements
follow.

The fire was doubtles; the
work of an incendiary, and must have been ap~
plied atthe northeast corner of the building When
discovered, it seemed to have been kindled that
icstant, but as the floor was covered with straw
bedding for the horses, and the lof: was filled with
looselong forage, the flames seemed to have swept
through tte house as if driven by a hurricane, and
in less than five minutes tbe entire establishment
was enveloped in flames  Seversl gentiemen who
saw tbe couflagration, rushed iato the stable and
managed to get ou: six of the horseg, bat the ra-
pidity with which the flumes sp-ead, prevented
tbem from rescuing others, and compelied them to
fly for their own lives. A few of the vehicies were
saved, as they were easily drawn out, bus even
those were more or less injured.

At the time that the fire broke out, the two ne-
gro men who aitended to the stables, were sittiog
ia the office in conversation. They made severai
efforta to save 1be horses nearest tuem, bat found
it impossible to do so.

Assoon as thealarm was given, several of the
fire companies, who were then returning from an
alarm in toe Valley, and were near the scere got
to work speedily, and by their untiring efforts
saved the kitchen and dwelling of Mr. E T. Win~
ston, at the southeast corner of 14k aud Ross
streets, which caught from the stable several times
aod were partially it jured. The frame buildicg
south of the stable, cccupied as s residence by Mr
Graves, also took fire, and at one time theimpres
sion prevailed that it wouid be completely con-
sumed, and that the brick stable atthe corner of
140 and Franklin would burn, as well as the
trame buildiogs west of it: bui this the firemen
prevented, and extinguished the buraing of Mr.
