©\, New York, were astounded by the appearanca
of a very remarkable formation of a nebulous or
cloudy substance extended from the heavens nearly
to the earth, where it seemed to diminish almost to
A point, but expanding gradually as it ascended,
aatil the peculiar form was lost in the clouded sky.
This remarkable and tunnel like column of cloudy
mist, passed over the city at abont four o'clock, and
was remarked not only by its peculiar appesrance,
but by a rushing, buzzing noise, as it swe ptoff in
the direction of Deerfield. The Utica Herald
Bays: |

It was watched for some moments, and people
generaily believed it to be a water spout, as its con
ical form correspond with all ideas of such natural
phenomenon. It soon passed from sight, and waa
made tbe subject of sportive conversation for the
hour, without the least conception of what the body
consisted, or its destractive power. Its effects,
however, have been most wonderful, aod may
justly attract the attention and serutiny of the sci-
entific world.

The conical mass first gettlad to the earth & few
minutes past four, in Deerfleld, and in an instant
scattered & barn to pieces, and tore up several
trees on the opocsite side of the road, &ec, &c.

Mr John Warreninforms us that he was engaged
iu bis garden at about four o'clock, and saw the
approach of thecloudy object, as it ttrew up the
trees.  As its courase pointed in the direction of his
own bouse, he ran to the dweliing, caught two of
his oldest children, and called to hiz wifs to save
the other lgree snd herself, by foilowisg him to
the cellar, The busband had descecded two or
three ateps with bia eharge, and the wife, with
au icfant and two eclder chiidren had reached the
cellar door, when the house wasstruck. Thewhole
frame work was lifted from the stone foundation ;
the entire wood work above the first tioor waa care
ried some twenty feet ac® then dropped in grand
perfection of ruin, while the first floor with the
sieepers attached, which caught in the fonndati D,
waas finaliy turned rooflike over the envire mass.

Mr Warren, with iwo of the coiidren, remained
in the cellyi enclosnre, withoutinjury; Mra Warren
was found on the ground, ahout teu feet from the
cellar docr, aimost entlrely stripped of her clothing,
and 80 severely icjured about her neck and body,
thatshe died within an bour zfier the calamily,
although entirely conscious; her iniant was found
near oy and almost entirely free {*om injury, yet
utierly destitate of clothing; a little boy who was
following bis moiher to the cellar is now lyiag nn.
conscious from the woundshae reccivedin the com
mom wreck, His recovery ia very doubtful; an
older girl eresped without an injury. Thedwell-
ing was two stories and sub-tantially ooilt, In
rear of it was a barn, distant about five rods,
which was literaliy shiverad into splinters.

Next fn the due southeasieriy line ¢f its eonrse
it uprooted several large trees, seattered the
fences, crossed the road and dem lisbed a iarge
barn, belonging to Mr John M Budlong This
builclng was of recentand very substausial build,
and 35 by 50 feet npon its base, yet the destructive
element tora it {0 pieces, scattering large timbers
about the fisids a1 & dietance of from five to fiftaen
rods, distributing portions of the rocf in variong
