This stream was quickly followed by ethers, andIn a few minutes more, or twelve minutes from thesounding of the alarm, the fire was conquered In
less than five minutes later, several of the companies
had receirei orders to cease operating, and not a
flame was to be seen Blout the premises! The fire
had hardlyreachad the lower story of the bnildiogmwh cb It originated, and the row of business housesadjoining received no damage whatever, except aslight scotching of the window frames and sashes.There wa§ afire rather formidable in appearance,thoroughlyextinguished in fifteen minute* frem the
time the alarm was given The power of the steamtire engine was handsomely demonstrated. When
the No. 1, the engine first in operation, commencedplaying, the flames were rolling upward in hugesheets and the fire roaring and cracking fearfully ?

One daih of the powerful stream saved therow ofbusinf si blocks, the woodwork of which seemed rea-dy to burst into flame. Her wounds are believed to be
mortal,andher recovery is thoughtto be almost im-
possible Thejuryeinpannelledby theCoroner ren
dered a verdict that her wounds were inflicted by
Holiey Hubbard.

Her husband was
born in Connecticut. Both are well educated, and
have formerly been in good circumstances

young coachman, who married Miss MarisnaPe-
tronilla Boker, and promised to keep away from
her until he was properly educated, broke his
word last week, and leaving Long Island, sudden-
ly appeared before his bride. The New York Sun-
day Courier, says:
