--itUCKR.?Tho Trenton Gazette, of Monday, says that
on Friday last the citizens of Burlington," N. J.,
were thrown into great excitement by the report
that Hot. Wm. 11. Sutherland, a popular pastor ofthat city, had accomplished tho ruin of the youne
and interesting daughter of one of his congrega-
tion. Tho facta, on investigation, proved to be as
follows:

It appears IJiat on Wednesday afternoon last,Sutherland went to the house of tho girl's father
for his intended victim to come to him and assistsome other girls in arranging some books in hislibrary, it hivingbo»n previously understood that
s-verai were to meet for that purpose. The girl,
not responding to the invitation, Sutherland sentagain,and thU second invitation she unfortunately
obeyed. On reaching Sutherland's house, he in-
vited her into tho library, when she wa» surprised
to find herself the only female present. He imme-diately commenced his advances and familiarities
with lier, drew her into a chamber, and there suc-
ceeded in overcoming her. It is very remarkablethat, as the young victim of this man's seductionwas leaving tho house, she encountered Suther-land's wife. who was jast at that moment returning
home after an absence of some days. The wife no-
ticed the (lushed and excited appearance of thegirl's countenance, and asked the cause, why she
had been crying, Ac., to which evasive answers
were returned, and the outraged child hastenedhome to the house of her parents. (Jn Thursday
she related to her mother the particulars of theshame that had been practised on her, and themother immediately waited upon one of the dea-cons of Sutherland's church and related the cir-cumstances. He immediately called in a brotherdeacon, and the two went directly to Sutherland's
house, where they informed him of the charge
made against liim. .Sutherland admitted that liehad taken many liberties with thechild, but deniedthe charge of seduction. His whole conduct amimanner,however, were such as to convince the twothat he was guilty,and they informed him at once
that all further intercourse with him. ns pastor ol
their church, was at an end.

In the meanwhile, the father of the girl wa*
made acquainted with the atrocious crime which
had been perpetrated on tho virtue of his child.?
His exasperation became uncontrollable, and arm-
ing himself for the purpose of taking summary
vengeance on the destroyer, he started iu pursuit
of him. But au intimation to Sutherland that his
life was in danger, enabled liim to escape over the
back fence of his garden, only a few minutes in ad-
vance of iris justlyindignant pursuer.

This clerical hypocrite is about thirty years ol
age, and has been in charge of a church at Barling-
ton. since last year. He went there from Lodi, near
Jersey City, but where he is now gone, no one can
tell. The victim of his arts is barely fifteen years
of age, and has borne an unblemished character.?Her family also are of unimpeachable standing,
and enjoy the respect and esteem of all whoknow
them.

Tlii* scandalous act of Sutherland is not the first
which ha* been laid at hi* door during hi*ministry
in Burlington. On the -Ist of July,but littleover
a month ago. a hired girl in hi* family, named Te-
resa (Jilliert, about twenty-throeyears of age. madeoath before Alderman Brown, of that city, that she
went to reside in his family, either in April or May
last: that tho very first day *ho wa* there, all the
family but Sutherland being in the country on a
visit. In- invited her into the parlor, there* to sil
down on the sofa beside him and read a chapter
from the bible to him; that lie took the book away
from her anil commenced handling her person
when she got up and went out into the yard, say
itigshe wa* going awny. and that to induce her to
stay he promised her gold lings and a new silk
dre**. all of which she refused to receive: that a
few week* after this. Sutherland came into the room
where she was combing her hair, and commenced,
brushing it for her. but she knocked the brush back
in his hand, and at the samemoment his wife came
into the room; when she *ent Teresa of an errand,
on returningfrom which the wife looked as if she
had been crying; that on another occasion, when
hi* wife had gonu out to tea, he went to Teresa'schamber, w here she then w as, lay down onher bed
and asked her to lay down also; that she refused,
and threatened to make an alarm; that he then
jumpedup and told her to leave the house, which
she refused to do until she saw his wife, to whom
she related his conduct to her, but she refused to
listen to anything in relation to her husband; andcoming in at the time, and learning whit Teresa
had been telling his wife, took hold of Teresa'sarm,threw her part way down stairs, then followed
and kicked her several tines, but that he desistedonbeing told by his wife to do so.

These charges were investigated by the proper
(fficers of the church, but were dismissed a-s not
being entitled to credence. The developments of
the past week have wroughta great change in re-
spect to their trntli.

Awful to re-
late, the poor victim had scarcely paid the penalty
?had hardly b<-en relieved of his suffering, when,
to the suw'rert of all. his brother stepped for-
ward and acknowledgedthe theft that the man had
suffered death for. and declared that his brother
was inuocent and knew nothing of the stealing in
any way. I was at a great loss to know how the
matter "would tie settled, but the officials soon ar-
ranged the matter,and to wash the stain of inno-
cent blood from their skirts, and to reconcile to
their consciences the perpetration of so hellish an
outrage, they made it 'all right' by hanging his
brother on the next day.

Fort Monroe, it may be interesting to state, was
first plannedand located in IKI7, by a board of
commissioners appointedby Congress, and consist-
ing of Commodores Lewis Warrington and J. li Kl-

a French engineer: Win. K. Armistend. colonelengineer: and Win. McKee, major engineer. Thisis the largest fortification in the United States, and
was constructed at a cost of twoand a half millions
of dollars. It mounts :i"l guns, costing
and in time of war requires a garrison of some
-,4-)0 me«.

Just opposite to Fort Monroe is Fort Calhoun,
commonly called the "Kip Paps." which was alsocommenced in 1817, at an estimated cost of twomillion three hundred and ninety-four thousand
three hundred and twenty-eightdollars. Only the
foundation has l>eeii laid, which has cost one mil-
lion six hundred and sixty-tourthousand nine hun-dred and ninety-six dollars, and which has beenaccomplished by sinking immense quantities of
stone in water, until the pile rises above the sur-
face. This huge rock pile, covering several acres,
has sunksix feet siuce it was first commenced, but
for the pant three years it has been entirely sta-tionary,and now the government will proceed to
erect the necessary walls and buildings. The fort
is to mount two hundred and twenty-four guns,
costing two hundred and thirteen thousand seven
hundred and eight dollars; and in time of war willrequire ll'-JO men to garrison it.

Grand Ple-Tflc and Tournament.
The third day's festivities of the seventh annual

meeting of the Social Tnrnervereln, In New York,
on Monday, were nnnsnally interesting. There
were, it in mid, at leant twenty thousand person*
on the ground at Vorkrille, 'where the festival
was held.
