York city, from July $:<2,0»j0,000, or upwards of 30
percent. Tremendous! Mas the likeever known
in the History of banking?

\u25baaying it is the continued contraction of the New
York banks since the oth of September, without
the slightest necessity, which has brought about
thepresent disastrous crisis.

There was no dec: led over-trade. There was no
speculation, except by a few houses in sugar,
there was, nedonbt, an excess of imports, but no
greater than for several years, aud the effect of
these wks wto lycure lon theMli September,by tharate id exchangeoa Loudon. Why continue cou-
tratu ii further? Mas not eighty-eight million',
with ten aud a quarter millions of specie, being
11' w per cent ~ as safe a proportion as onehundred
and four millions hi January, with eleven millions
ol »!>ncie, or 11 percent on their liabilities ?

There is but one answer. The New Y'ork bankshave lieeu acting under a panic, and that panic
they have communicated to others, until there isalmost a total loss of confidence. The couse
quences are before us. in the paralysis of all trade
from Bangor to NewOrleans, the stoppage of banks
through a great part of the United states; the
stoppage of factories: the discharge of thousands
oflaborers; the inability to bring our large crops
of produce to market; the ruinous rate ot two or
three per cent, a month < u the strongest paper; a
ruin .usdepreciation in the price of all stocks, and
even on exchange on London. In my whole ex-
perience I have never kuowu a crisis as severe as
the present, and, 1 must say, so wholly uncalled
for.

firm while many croakers thought it mauuess fur

In I&J4, Mr. liiddie was flagitiously endeavoring
to force Congress to grant him a charter, through
the distress he had it in his power to inflict on the
country. In March ot that year a committee of the
merchants and hauliers of New York informed hint
that unless he changed his course, and would spree
to theii terms, which were that the United Slat-is
Hank should cease to call on the other bai.ki fir
thirty day. his course would be denounced at the
adjourned meeting of the Exchange.

Mr. liiddle. at the last moment, agreed to their
terms, in consequence of which the country wssimmediately relieved. Hut Mr. ltiddle was reck-
less enough, when the thirty day* expired,without
the slightest necessity, to call lot those balances,
and give the screw another turn.

This produced an intense ami unexpected pri s
sure, for it was the New Yotk understanding that
Mr. itiddle should not again press them without
some show of necessity. This pressure he contin-
ued uutil the adjournment of Congress in July,
whan lie gave u;> the chase, and Soon after extend-
ed the loans of the bank from 47 to (>.'! millions.

There was nothing in that pressure to be com-
pared in severity to the pieseut. Jt was wholly
owing to the uupriociph-daction of Mr. Kiddle.

The pressure ot lWi was wholly unlike the pre-
sent. During u period of great overtrade, a few
London houses imprudently created an Americandebt ot illyor sixty millions of dollars, by giving
out their acceptances, to be met by other equally
fictitious hills as tht-y fell due. These houses fell
into discredit, and informed their correspondents
in America that the whole debt must be liqui-
dated at once, or they must become bankrupt ?

This was in March, when no remittances could be
made except in specie, which the hanks were
called upou to furnish. The New York banks
went on for something over a mouth, wheu they
found it impossible to continue. They thmsus-
jiendetl, and with theiu the whole country. Ihete
is nothing like it now, as there is uo foreign de-mand for specie.

The question now arises, what is the remedy J?
what is to be done ? Nothing can be plainer. Tin-
New York bauks must retrace their steps, and
speedily, or it will be too late. They should at
uiicc increasethe circulatingmedium (>y expanding
their discouuls some tenor fifteen millions of dol-
lars. No other course will set the wheels in ui'i-

bitter animosity ha* for *oiu« tiro* past existediKtww'i the parties, growing out of a rivalry inthe « n..rt to obtain the liand of a Alia* L ayoung la.iy uf prupuasiug personal appearance ami?ccouiptUliiiieuu, at prosent residing with herBUher on the Mamslaus Mr. Blair and Cal. Caseymet m the oar-room ol the Weber liuuie, on Mon-day njorniug, each accompanied by friends. wherea conversation ensued between tliem. at first,
apparently in a friendly manner; but Blair,becoming vexed at the indifference w hlc'i hi*
rhal assumed, made >ome aevere charge* whichCasey denounced a* false, and at the Mine time,rising from hU neat, struck Blair a severe blow
with hi* lift. Casey drew hi* revoiter, but wasprevented from using it by person* present. Blair,being unarmed, stepped back, but was pursued by< asey, who dealt him another severe blow upon theface.

Ihe friend* of the parties, however, succeedediu preventing Hood-shed, and re«toiiug order,shortly after which, arrangement* were made fora settlement of thb difficulty by other invan*i estorday mornining was a, thw time ofirueung,at a place three miles from the city, wherethe J arties met at about diy-light,accompaniedbva few spectators. Iho ground was measured, adistance Ot ten paces, and the word being K iven,shot* were exchanged. On the first fire, each par-ty missed aim. Ihesecond shot took effect UponCasey, causing a slight flesh wound. Upon at-tempting the third shot, the cylinder on Casey spistol relused to revolve in consequence of an ex-ploded cap lodgingupon the tube. Firing was the ndiscontinued tor about ten minutes, during whichtime thu w< apous, Colt s six shooters, wera re-loa-ded iu everychamber,and firingwas agaiu resumed.t ach party exchanged six shots in tjuick succes-sion. without the "word." three of which took ef-fect upon Casey, while Blair escaped without iiiiury.
Ihemost dangerous wound received by Casey,was a shot which entered the peritoneum or abdo-minal lining. A ball also passed through the abdo-minal muscles. Notwithstanding tho wounds re-

ceived by Colonel Casey, it Is said that he exhibitedan apparent unconcern throughout the firing. He
was brought into the city by his frieuds, and is atpresent at the Magnolia House. JSlair, as might
nave been expected, has made his escape, probably
to await the result of Casey's wounds.Me have known Col. Casey fora number of years
as one of the earliest settlers upon the farminglands along the Tuoluino river. He is known and
esteemed by a large circle of friends and acquaint-
ance. as a gentle nan worthy of all confident; andwe trnst that the unfortunate affair in which hehas become involved, may not terminate fatally.The duel is, undoubtedly, one of the most desper-
ateon record,and wo only regret tho necessity that
compelled a resort to such hazardous nieaus of ad-
justing a personal difficulty.

The S-au Joaquin Hepublican says, that badly
wounded as Colonel Casey was. he" insisied upon
havinganother round of six shots each, which his
friends, of course, prohibited.

The Imprriu. Ixteryikws.?A Letter from Paris'
dated Oct., 2d. says:

The Emperor returned to Paris last evening
from his Herman visit, but left ajrainto-day for the
camp of Chalons, in company with the Kuipress.
These rapid impurial movements occupy a good
deal of the public attention, and we are overdone
to-day with hypotheses that are hardly worth men-

the former. Hut some persons unite the two visits
thus : Alexander, after liis conference with the
Kmperor of Austria at Weimar, and a short visit to
the court at Dresdeu, will return toward France,
ami. with theKm press of Russia, meet the Kmperor
and Kuipress of franco at Chalons. After a grand
review there the imperialparty will come to I'aris.
and from here Napoleon will conduct Alexander as
far on his way home as the Prussian Territory,
where they wiil meet the King of Prussia. Napo-
leon will then have met the present year, the
Queen of England, theKmperor of Kussia. theKing
of Prussia, the King of Bavaria, theKing rf Belgi
mil,theKing of Wurtoiuburg,the Queen of Greece,
(who is the tfiroue behind the throne.) the Prince
of Nassau, the Grand Duke of Baden Baden, aud
the Grand Duke of Sale Cobourg; and perhaps at
the meeting of Alexander and Francis Joseph atAustria, the way may be opened for a meeting be-
tween the latter and Nap. b'un.

Sinco writing the foregoing the telegraph brings
us news of the imperial interview at Weiuiar. The
tzar stopped at the Belvedere hotel, the Kmperor
of Austria at the Royal Palace. The latter, obey-
ing the law of etiqutte. which is based on seniori-
ty. paid the initiatory visit. The Kmperor of Aus-
tria was dressed in Russian uniform, ami Alexan-
der descended to the foot of the stairs, where the
two on meetingembraced. Toquote the telegraph,
'?jie.tce is re-established." Asau evidence tl.atitus-
sia is seeking to be at peace with her late enemies,
the journals of St. Petersburg have beenTlistructedby theGovernment to modulate their language to-ward England and Austria, and a leading paper of
the Russian capit< I has au article deeply sympa-
thizing with thoKuglish in their Indian disasters.

As a proof that thedanger is imminent,read thefollowiug description
by no unfavorable hand, of the perilous position toWhich the bravo Havelix k is now reduced:
-

(Jn the 7th of July,when he marched out of Al-lahabad, this heroic band numbered Rome 2,000men of all arms. When Neill effected the Junctionat Cawnpore it was slightly reinforced. On the17th of August, it had been reduced to 900 survi-vors, thoroughly woru down by sickness and dis-ease. It is probable that no soldiers have evergono through the name amount of arduous work in
the same space of time.

Bu* the
labors of this indefatigableband were not yet over,

iiithoor had been ro-occupied by the enemy, and
on the 16th llavelock attacked it, carried the po*i
tion, and captured two guns."

Mi rdfr op a Priest.?The murder of Nichol »s
Savelli, a Catholic priest, at Point a-la-Hache, La.,
on the 3d inst.. has boon noticed. From an affida-
vit of Dominique rtrniea. one of the murderers,
published in the N. 0. Delta, it appears that the
priest received twenty-eight stabs, twenty-six of
which were mortal, and Ormta confesses that he
inflicted four'of tie n and gives thefollowing names
of persons implicated in the murder: Isidore Cussl.
ManualHague, llypolitic Riga*, Pierre Cassi, Nar-
bert Martin. Nicholas Cartin. Jourdain Martin.
Maximilian Martin. F. Caso, (who formerly wbs in
the employ of Mr. Marciaeq.) Rigobert Hay las,
Villere Doleze, Giacomini Doleze and Ktienne Do-
leze, and many others whose names he could not
rememlter. From the statement of Ormea. it fur-
ther appears thatthe inciting came of the murder
was the alleged improper conduct of the priest in
connection with certainfemales. The Delta adds:

The afftir, we learn, has created the profoundest
feeling in Plaquemines: not so much from feeling
for Savilli. as from the fiendishness of his murder,
and the respectability of some of the parties im-
plicated?they being old residents ot the parish,
and deemed incapable of having takeu part in an
a«s»asinntioii so appalling. At the funeral of the
murdered priest, the highest excitement was man-
ifested, and one man, a wealthy and respectable
planter of the parish, offered a resolution for
lynching the murderers, should they escape the
penalties of the law.

After tho murder of Savilli, the body was rifled
of a pistol, gold watch and pocket-book containing
money. Wheth< r tho robbery was p<rpetrated by
the murderers or not, was not known.

A Mcrdeixer Attends the Funeral of his Victim.?The Kinderhook Rough Notes, al!ndi.,g to thefuneral of the late Mrs. Tanner, who was mur-
dered by her husband in that village, last Monday,
says that the murderer was present among themourners, and that the only time he evinced any
feeling, was just before the funeral, when a grand-child went up to hiin sobbing as if her heartwould break and kissed him. This seemed to touchhis heart, and he gave vent to a flow of tears. Atthe grave the same child approachtd and askedhim if lie was not sorry, lie replied that he was,
but it was uow too late.
