After following the trail some four or five days,
through wud and water, they heard the Indians
beating rice, It becoming now impossible to con-
trol the men—*‘the hot blood coureing their veins”
at the recollection of their savage deeds—Captain
Cone ordered a general charge, bimselfin company
with the gallant Dr. Hiltou Jones, led; on they
rushed, until iu twenty paces of their wigwdms,
when they were discovered by the squaws, who
gave the alarm with deafening yells. Atthat time
twoof the warriors were trying to escape.

“kiss the s0il” so dearly loved. The remaining
Dineteen were easily captured. The prisoners were

The warriors, anxious for revenge, proceeded near
thelr encampment, found thirty-eight of their
herses grazing, and succeeded in capturing and
cutting their throats. This party of warriors was
no doubt commanded by Gen. Bow Legs in person,
as his likeness and full regalia were a portion of
the trophies obtained.

It was now late at night,
and reports another bioody e
press, and with deep regre
l'n_:rkhill, of Tallehassee, was killed while leading
bis men on a charge. Thirty-five of the Duval
cow-boys were engnged in this action. The In-
dian warrior who shot down Capt. Parkbhill, now
made his appearance on a stump, and waving his
rifle over his head, sounded the war-whoop, when
aball from the rifle of John Wilkinson changed
his tune, and he fell a lifoless corpee on his native
soil. I am now preparing to receive the wounded
who are coming up in a small schooner. I learn
with much regret, that Henry O'Neil is shot
through the lung, and his recovery is doubtful.—
It may be necessary to state that the above was a
detachment of Col. Rogers’ command.

1 should like to give you a more full account,
but time is short, and the steamer loaves in a fow
hours. I may give you a more minute aceount of
the prospects of the war closing in my next. I
lsave here at early dawn, with twenty-five men,
for the Cypress. shonld the wounded admit of my
doing so. The men are all in high spirits, anxious
for engagement. Lieut. John G. Haddock has re-
turned from Fort Center, and declares he will
never return to old Duval until he hushes the war
whoop of every savage in Florida. My friend Dr.
West, is uow acting us an assjstaat Surgeon in the
regiment.

Wo have already announced the capture of a
number of Indian women and children, compos-
ing the family of the famous chief, Billy Bowlegs,
in Florida. The following is a copy of the official
dispatch, received at the War Department on -Mon-
day last, from Col. G. Loomis, dated Headqnarters
Department of Florida, Fort Brooke, December Gth
1857 :— 3

“I have the honor to report that Capatiu Cone's
compauy of the regiment of mpunted voiuntesrs,
with detachments amouxting to 115 men, while
scouting on the 218t of November on the west of
the Oko-lvo-coochee, and south of Fort Doane,
struck an Indian trail, which he folowed with
great tact and perseverance.

*‘He was rewarded by surprising one of the se-
cret biding places of the Indians in the Cypress
Swamp, and captured anaged warrior, five squaws
aud thirteen children—the cldest child about se-
ven years old—aud killed one Loy two years old.
He fouud several towns, inall numherjng about for-
ty houses, aud discosered a considerabic amount
of corn, rice and pumpkins; all of which were de-
stroyed. A great many trinkets were also found
—among them two dsgnerreotypes—one of Billy's
greupe, taken in Washingtoa.  Thisis a convine-
iug proof that the hiding place of Billy Bowlegs
has been fouml at Jast, and that he has received a
severe blow iu the loss of his women and children.

“The towns where the Indians were captured were
newly built, and depots of supplies were found in
three different towns. Captain Cone says he saw
at least 20 acres of cultivated ground, in which
were planted coru, rice, peas and pumpkins. The
Ladians followed on his trail to the camp at depot
No. 1, and attempted to ambuscade hiw, but with-
out effect.

“On the 26th of November some horses were
turned out to graze at depot No. 1, and when they
were about a_mile and a half from the camp the
Indiaus attacked them, killing 56 horses belonging
to Capt Stevens’ company of mounted volunteers.

“*Un the 28th of the same month, a dotachment
from Col. Rogers’ command, on the svuthwest
coast, commanded by Capt. Parkhill, of the mount-
ed voluntecrs, having left their boats aud goue in
pursuit of an Indian trail, came upon a town
which the Indiaus had just left. They unfortu-
nately set fire to the town before they pursued the
trail farther.

“At a short distauce from the town, and on the
trail, they fell in with a body of Indians, in all pro-
bability in ambuscade; and at the first fire, 1 re-
gret to eay, Capt. Parkhill was killed, aud five of
his men wounded. The party thén returmed to
their camp, the Indians having retreated at the
{irst fice. It is not known whether any warriors
were killed by Parkhill’s command. No official re-
port of this last action, or a list of the wounded,
has yet been received. %

“You will perceive, by my special order of this
date, that the most active pursuit will be kept up
in the Big Cypress, with ccoperation from the
southwest coast ; and I design increasing the force
where the Indians are most likely to be found with
the least delay practicable.

“I learn from the captured squaws that Billy
Bowlegs has held councils, and, at the risk of his
life, bad entreated thie Indians to come in,and thet
he only saves his lifo by striking us whenever an
opportunity offers. The Miscasckies are said to be
as hostile.as ever, and will not permit any of the
Indians to talk about peace.

“Capt. W. H. Cone and his command deserve
high commendation for the skill and energy dis-
pluyed in the pursuit of the trail, and in the sur-
prisesnd capture of the women of Bowlegs’ family.”

REMARKABLE SURGICAL OPERATION.—The Charles-
ton Courier records a remarkable operation in
surgery, performed in that city on the 12th inst.:

The case was one of “Flephantiasis,” and ex-
tended from the parieties of the abdomen to the
ground, weighing some nirety-cight pounds. It had
been increasing in slze eight years, but has re-
mained stationary for the last year and a half —
From the immense size of the tumor, nature was
inadequate to supply it with a sufficient quantity
of blood for its nourishment, so that mortification
took place at its lowest extremity, and threaten-
ed the life of the “patient,” hence the only means
to be adopted for saving the life of the patient was
its speedy removal. This was done at the amphi-
theatre of the South Carolina Medical Cotlege,
which was crowded by a large number of profes-
sional as weil as non-professional geutlemen. The
negro man was put under the influence of chloro-
form, and was totally insensible to all pain. The
tumor was successfully removed by Dr. W. Myddle-
ton Michel in one hour. When the palient reco-

Q. Lewis as arp-
markable fine sailer, and well adapted to the pur-
pase of which she {8 syspected. The casks are
supposed to be intended for the water and food of
the negroes whomight have fallen Into their hands.
They report the officers and crew of the sicop-of-
war Dale, all well, but speak with regret of Quar-
ter Gunner Samuel Davis, who died the day before
they left.

Capt. Fredell, who commanded the barque Wm.
G. Lewis béing absent on shore, on parole of honor,
wus represented by his 1st officer, Mr. Curtis, who
Says:

*Between 9 and 10, P. M., Friday, November 6th,
we were boarded by Lievtenarts Walker and Cum-
mings, und boat’s crew of seamen armed. The
buarque hadon at the time soir ttle cargo, not
yet discharged, consisting of casks, shooks, &c. Af
terexaming our vessel, overhauling the papers, &c.,
Lieut. Walker made his appearaunce in the cabin,
and informed Captain Fredell that he wonld take
chiarge of the barque to which Capt. F. protested,
however informing him that he could do as he
pleased. The barque was then cast off from the
bank, anchors hove up. got under way and proceed-
ed down the Conge. Upon reaching the Dale, Cap-
tain Fredell was sent on board of that vessel and
detained all night, and a relief guard was sent from
the sloop to the barque. Next day the cargo was
broke out of the hold, the cabin searched, and no-
thing found to satisfy the dotention of the barque.

¢-Sunday morning following, Captaiu Fredill re-
tarned from the sloop-ofwar Dale, and, by order of
Captain McBlair, was given charge of his papers
and vessel, informing him that he could find noth-
ing against the barque. All hauds belonging to
the sloop Dale then left. Aboat moon, the same
day. Lieutenant Davidson returncd the papers
again, and proceedsd with a more minute examina-
tion, carryiug with him when he left the log-book
and papersof the barque, and leaving an officor and

five men ou bhoard. The Captain was permitted to
go ap
rai'el.

While writing the above on board of the barque,
(which was lying off Fort Norfolk, just below this
city,) the Captain came on board and approved of
his mate’s statement—at the time of the caplure,
all the crew were more or less sick, the most of
them confined to their hammocks. Twe were cou-
veyed to the U, 8. Ilospital, with the fever peculiar
to that climate, while we were ou board; the re-
mainder being convalesent. Capt. Fredill is a
goud looking, intelligent man, and seems perfectly
at case, under the circumstances. IHis mate also
bds some pretensions to good looks and intelli-
geuce, but thoee of his crew whom we saw were &

it shall be the duty of every owner, hirer or other
emploper of a slave in the city of Richmond to pro-
vide food and lodging for uw‘ sluves upon his own
premisos, or by enguging board or lodzmg for them
with some free person, and paying the price 1hereof
to such person ; except whers the slave hag a wite
living in the city and he stays with her at the house i
of her master. And it shall be the duty of the own-
ors, hirers or other employers of slaves in the city {
of Richmond havibg staves which are not fed and
lodged by themselves on their uwn
makeout a list of slaves lmard::lwl by
place where each one i8 buarded, aud deliver the
said list to the Mayor of the cisy ; and so often as he
buys, hires or emypliys ancther slave, or as ofien as

Boarp Moxsy.—The City Council have
at length passed an ordinance, requiring the birers
of slaves to furnish their servants aad lodg-
ing, instead of board money, to lml‘.f in dissipa-
tion, and afterwards prey kitchens of pri-
vate familios for food aad lodgings. The ordinsace
does not compel tobacco manufacturers to feed or
lodge their hireliugs on their own premises. On
the contrary, it gives them the privilege of board-
ing and lodging them anywhere, so that &;{ make
the arrsugements and pay toe expeuse. every
housekeeper in the city will agree to boardend lodge
a factory negro in his kitchen, he has g pesfect
right te arrange for so doing witl ths hirer—but
uader the ordinance, the hirer is required to know
where his servant is, and to furnish hit1 food and
lodgings instead of moi Hirers of negroes have
noright to throw them into the street at night to
scaflle for themselves, nor should they be allowed
to furnish slaves with means for destroying their
health and value. Negroes, as a general thiug, are
incapable of taking care of themselves, and to be
made useful and valuable, must be protected by
law, and prevented, if from polsoning
themselves by the use of the destroying liguids
