The Dlsastroux Fire In St. Louis.
We have published a telegraphic dispatch from

St. Louis giving an account of a most disastrous
tire which occurred iu that city at three o'clock
on Saturday morning last, and which \vas attend-
ed with fearful loss of lite. Jt appears that the
fire originated in a drug store under the hotel,
and that such was ttie rapidity of its progress that
tbe whole bulding was in flames before thesleep-
ing inmates could be roused. A terrible scene of
excitement and coufuaion followed the discovery
of the fire, ard asall means of egress by the stairs
were cutoff by tho fiauita. the ter. ified inmates
Crowded to the windows imploring the assistance
of the spectators in tho street. It is needless to
say that every effort was made to re-cue them,
but they appear to have been attended wilh very
poor success. Many of those who were iu tbe up-
per stories attempted to save l hcmselves by leap
ing iutothe street, but se\eral were killed and oth
urs were hoi ribly mangled. Some, unable to reach
the windows, were smothered or burned to death
in their own rooms.

When the fire was extinguishedthe firemeu,as-
sisted by a large force of citizens, commencedclearing away the ruius, as tho bodies of forty or
fifty persons who are missing were supposed to be
lying beneath them. Nearly onehundred persons
were in tho hotel at the time the fire broke out, ol
whom about twenty-ninewere burned to death or
killed by jumping into the street; six or seven
were seriously injured, and the remainder are said
to bd missing. It is to be hoped that these, or a
largo portion of them, have succeeded in making
their escape and have not yet reported themselves.
The namesof those positively known to he among
the dead are as follows:?Henry 11. Rochester and
Jhomasll. Strong, of Rochester; 11. M. Gregg,
Charles Davis, W iiliam Cunningham, George A.
Crane, KvaoJ. Watkins. Mr. Johnson, of Michigan;
Kpltrnim Doane, of Chicago; Mis* Hunter is mi»s
ing,aud it is supposedshe is dead. Tho bodies of
Bruce McN'ett. Burkhardt Weist, Paul Sterrill, Wm.
Taylor, J. Wagcor, aud Dr. Lord, of Cincinnati
have beeu found.

Other bcdies have been taken out of the ruins;
but «o burned that tliey cannot lie identified. Mr.
and Mrs. Hubbard, of Boston, were severely in-
jured?the latter fatally. Elihu Hayes, William
forranee, James T. Goary, William Turner, Mrs.
Jonathan Jones and Mr. Sharpe were severely in-
jured. Several committees of citizens have been
formed for the purpose of collecting means to sup-
ply the wants of the destitute. to furnish attei.d-
auce to the wounded, and provide for the obse-
quies of the dead. The funeral of those not iden-
tified, or taken charge of by friends, will take
place on Wednesday. A vigorous search is still
being made for those bodies supposed to Le yet
among the suing.

ble. Ladies with their escorts, soldiers in lich\u25a0 niforms. children and men ot every age, movedalong tbe thoroughfares,examiuing the windows,aud enthusiasticallyadmiring tbe varied scenes sobrilliantly presented to their view. Indeed, the
celfbratiou of the 22d would not have com-plete, but for the illuuiiuAtioa of our beautifulcity.

The friends of the parties then interposed ami the
affair whs adjusted onterms satisfactory and hon-
orable to both parties.

Bell, Ist cavalry, and Lieut. Kobert William*, Istdragoons. Capt. lames Mcintosh, Ist cavalry,
acted as second for Bell, and Col. Hardee and Lt.Ilill lor Williams, we hear. Dr. W. H. Berry was
the surgeon of both parties.

This is the second duel only that h is taken place
between graduates of the West Point .Vilitary
Academy. The first was between Capt. W. M.Gra
ham (who was subsequently killed at Moliuo del
bey; and Lieut. Y. Paige. Capt. O. was wounded
slightly. They were both of the 4th iufautry.

The difficulty between Hon. James B. Clay and
Gen. Cvlluio. < xcitrs the most attention from the
prominent public position of the actors, and the
kuowu fact that tliry had left Washington with
the seconds to make final arrangements fortheen-
couuter, which from the character of the dispu-
tants, it was believed would be lata! to oneor the
other. Before entering Congress. Mr. Cullom wa*
engaged in an affair by which the life of his antag-
onist was forfeited. The desperate Character of
that person, and his open menaces to kill Cnlloni,
were found sufficient by a jury to give him a.
prompt acquittal. He shot liim djtid at sixty
yards, wilh a rifle. Mr. Clay is said to be one of
the most accomplished expert* wilh the pistol,
having but ouesuperior in Kentucky.

Our last intelligence from Washington encour-
ages a belief thatthe difficulty was in course of
amicable adjustment.

Cnliom and Mr. Clay,
so far us theaccounts ol impartial relators may
bo tiusted, grew out of an unpremeditated im-
pulse. and was evidently the result of a misun-
derstanding, stimulated by keen sensibility to
supposed wrong on one side and quickened re-
teuimcut on the other. They had just met on
convivial terms and had never bad any previous
difference.

The
present law aff-trds no protection against these
vultures, and a new one is therefore demanded by
the people.
