Sir Colin Campbell has taken possession of Fu-ruckabad, which was abandoned by the enemy on
the 2d of January; and Gorucbpore was takeu on
the oth of January by the forces under Maharajsh
Jung Bahador. Seven guns were taken from the
enemy, and 200 of the enemy killed: onr loss only
two Ooorkhas killed, and seven wounded.

The direct roads between Delhi and Calcutta are
now open.

GREAT BMTAI.V
On the Bth inst, Lord Lyndhurst, in the Hons®

of Lords asked whether any communication had
passed between the British ami French govern-
ments, respecting certain insulting paragraphs
which had lately appeared in the Monitenr. He
considered that the French government, hy author-
izing th" publicationof the insults, had taken the
responsibility upon themselves.

Karl Granville said that a note had been received
from Count Walt iv.ski, in which explanations were
given of the publication of the addressee, aud in
which the regret of the Emperor was expressed
at the appearance of anything offensive to the
English nation.

A vote of thanks to the army in India was
agreed to, alter some objection being made to in-
cluding Lord Canning, the Governor General, iuthe vote.

Iu the House of Commons a v\ite of thanks to
thearuiy in India was also ctrricd, after the same
objection made as was made iu the upper House.

Lord l'almerston moved fur leave to bring in abill to amend the law relating to conspiracy to
murder, by making it felony. Ho said that the
proposition was made in consequence of the re-
cent attempt on the life of the Emperor. That
attempt was the result of a conspiracy formed iu
England, and the consequeuce was that foreign
nations had formed the opiuion that Parliament
ought to take some steps to remove, upon mere
suspicior, aliens from Great Britain. The govern-
ment, however, had no intention to propose any
such uv-asure. although,under thecircumstances,
they were driven to consider the present state of
the law with regard to conspiracy. He explained
the appearauce of theoffensive address in the Mon-
iteur and the Emperor's regret for the same, and
concluded by pointing out the necessity fjr the
amendment on general grounds.

Mr. Kinglake moved a resolution, in the shape
of an amendment, that the House, while anxious
upon every proper occasion to consider any defect
iu the criminal law, deem it inexpedient, in com-
pliance with the demand contained in Count YVa-
lewski's dispatch, until further information has
been afforded by theproduction.ofanycommunica-
tions between the two governmentssubsequent tothe date of the dispatch. He declined to concur
in alteringthe municipallaw of thecountry upon
the demand of any Power whatever.

Several t.pci cliesjw. re made against theproposed
measure, includinga very sarcastic one by Mr.
Roebuck, when Uie debate was adjourned.

The following evening the debate was resumed,
and after speeches by Lord John Russell,Disraeli
aid others, in favor of leave being granted to bring
in a bill, Lord Palmerston's motion was agreed to
by a voteof 299 to90.

Mr Baring presented the East India Company'spetition againstany alteration of the government
in is ibi.

A dspatcb from the French Minister of Foreign
Affairs to the AmbassHdor of France in London,
retarding tho reiugves, is couched in moderate
language. After referring to various designs which
have been concocted in London, and the facilities
afforded further guiltyenterprises, the despatch
concludes as follows:

"The governmentof her Brittanic Majesty can
assist us in averting danger bygiving usa guaran-
tee of security, which noState can refuse to a neigh-
boring State. and which we are authorized it ex-
pecting from an ally. Full of confidence moreover
in the exalted reason of the English Cabinet, we
abstain from Rll indication as regards measureswhich it may be suitable to tako to satisfy thiswish. We rely in this matter entirely upon theEnglish Cabiuet for the care of appreciating de-cisions which they shall judge most proper to b ad
to thiseud. And we congratulate ourselves in the
firm p«rsuasion that we shall not have appealed
in vain to theirconscience and loyalty."'
