The House of Delogates, on Saturday last, passed
Jaternsl improvement bills, making the following

appropriations :

To the Covington snd Ohio Railroad, $300,000;

To the Orauge and Alexandria Raliroad, $400,000;

To the Alexandris, Loudoun and Hampshire
Rallroad, $300,000;

To the Manassas Gap Railroad, $250,000, and

To the Norfolk and Petersburg Railroad $300,
000 ;

The Covington and Ohio bill was a Senate bill
sod Is therefore a Jaw. The remaining bills have
yot t0 pass the Senate.

The bill appropriating $200,000 to the Richmond
sad York River Railroad, was rejocted by 68 to 35
--wanting ¢ight to make the constitutional ma-
jority necessary to its passage. It was immediate-
1y reconsidered and laid on the table. Its defeat
was due to the lateness of the hour at which it
wes taken up, severa! of those who were fricudly
%o it baving left the House. The course pursued
by & number of delegates from the counties on the
line of the York River Road on the subject of im
provements, aleo had its effect. They voted against
all other bills and provoked some improvement
men to retort apon them. This revenge is wrong.
A road that is 80 far made as the York River Road
is, should not be stopped because some of its im-

tatives are illiberal. Besides pen-
etrating as it does, & region of country which has
bad nothing and which has always paid heavily in-
$0 the treasury, it has stronger claims on the Legis-
Jature than some that did pass the House on Sat-
urday. We cannot doubt that it will readily pass
the House to-day, under the good feeling inspired
bj the successes of Saturday.

The James River conversion scheme also
falled in the Ilouse by a vote of 62 to 58. The
vote was reconsidered and the bill laid on the
table.

80 there has been something done for internal
improvements, and much left undone. The appro-
pristion to the Covington road will help to keep
from golug to ruin the work that has already been
done. Yetat the rate of sppropriation salready
made, it will take forty years to complete that
great enterprise! It isa great calamity to the
State, that the effort to take it out of the log
rolling arena, so patriotically made at the present
session, should have fuiled.
