About the same
time !hg two larze graunite balls, that have stood
on granite pillars in front of the house occupied
by Dr. Wellford, on the corner of Marshall and7th
streets, were forcibly thiown from their positions
into the public highway; and in the same neigh-
borhood several gates were unhi 1ged and portions
of fencing torn down. Such conduct partakes so
nrfnugly.of milice, that we are sure the parties
will be indic'»d by the Grand Jury, if they are
found out; and as the police have strack the trail
of the perpetrators, they may expect to be called
before the Mayor to answer for their offences,

Taxes.—By an ordinance passed by the
City Conncil, at itslast meating, the following
taxes will be imposed the present year. On real
estate §1 for every $100 in value, On personal
property §1 for every $100 in value. On each free
person over 21 years of age, $3. On each slave over
12 years of age ¢3. On all mouney, $1 on every
$100. On, all bonds or certificates of debt of any
State or Corporation, (except the State of Virgivia
and City of Richirond,) and on all other debts as
certained and evidenced by writing, $1 on every
$100.  On all capital not invested in a business for
which a license is required by this or some other
ordinance, $1 on every §100.

The following persons are required to obtain frem
the Collector a license to carry on their bnsiness,
and shall pay, as a tax thereon, the sumsafiixed to
such license:

The keeper of an ordinary or house of *nter-
tainment, if in the first class, $400; second elass,
$200; third class, $100; fourth class, $30. The keep-
er of a first class boarding house or private enter-
tainment, §50; secoud class. $30; third class, $20;
fonrth class, $10.

Every broker, dealing exclusively in stocks, first
class, $50; second class, $20, which gives him the
right to sell stocks by auction or otherwise, Every
other broker is to pay one per cent. upon the cap-
ital invested in his business.

Every merchant is to pay one per cent. on the
capital invested in his businees; but no license tax
is to be less thau §10.

Ever$ merchant, manufacturer or trader, who
bas given in no capital, shall pay, if of the first
"lass, §200; second class, €150 third class, §100;
fourth class, $30: fifth class, $60; sixth class, $20
seventh class, §10.

An auctioneer, of the first class, pays $1000;
secoud class, $750; third class, $500: fourth class,
$250; fifth class, §100.

The keeper of a livery stable is required to pay
50 cents on each stall.

The ordinance makes it the daty of the Finance
Committee, to place tho above described persons
in the class to which they belong. The taxes on
licenses then go into the hands of the City Collec
tor, to be collected by him. aud he is authorized to
wake the same deduction for prompt pay, as is
made on taXes on property. If the Committee on
Finance are unable to classify all persous and busi-
nees, they are required to refer the matter to the
Assessor, whe is to make the classification and
enter it on his books, when the Collector will
charge the taxes accordingly.

OrNaMeNTAL TrEES,—Many of our
citizens have been striving for years to rear shade
trees on the sidewalks in tront of their premises,
and some of them have succeeded well, while oth
ers have lost their time and their money, because
of the viciously destructive propensities of certain
boys and young men, who seem to take pride in
defacing all that is ornamental, that comes within
their reach. A few days since, s party of youug
sters belted oneor two handsome trees on 11th st ,
near the Syeamore Church, and returning there in
the night time, stripped the bark eutirely off. If
their names can be ascertained.they will be indict-
ed for the offence by the next Grand Jury.

HaxpsoME ANiMaL —Mr. John Gow-
an, of Mount Airy, Penneylvania—a gentleman of
large means, and a thorough stock raiser and agri
culturalist—has presented Mr. Rush Floyd, of
Wythe connty, Va., w.th a beautiful Durham bull,
catled “Cumberland,” oue of the finest animals o:
