Kurt her from Utah Expedition.
Sufferingnf (Jie Troops?Proclamation «f President

Huc.hnnan.
Tbe particular* of news contained in recent tel-

egraph dispatches about the Utah expedi lon are
received. A corrcapondent'of the N. York Her-
ald, writingfrom Eort Laramie, May 18th, says :

An express has justarrived from General John-son's command, bringing us news up to the 6(hInst. A letter bearing that date, written by an
officer there, holds tbe following language:?"We
are "till existing, not living." * * » "Dutiesare harder here and accommodations poorer tb:inI ever knew tbern to be before. We are consider-
ed lucky if we get two ont of every three nights
in bed An express has just arrived from SaltIrfike Cltv, telling us that our Governor (Gum-ming) bad started for the Southern portion ofMormoadon, and would not, in all probability,re-
turn here before ten days. He has been with theMormons now over a month, and it is reported
and belieted too, that he is ninkiug every exer-
tion to patch up a compromise. A compromise
with those who destroyed tbefood for which weare now especially, si,tee on the. 'Mh ofthis month toe will commence tokill the mules to keep
our animal existence from ite.itiy trtinguithed?ls
not regarded with much favor iu the array. Ihere
is some truth iu the assertion made by a 'memberof Congress, that the -army was a pampered herd
of paid beggars.'

'?It is snowing now, and has been for the Inst itwenty four hours, with the prospect of its con-'tinuing at lenst twenty-four more. Ail this is 1dreary indeed for men who have only one brauket tto cover them."
W« have intelligence from Colonel Hoffman's

command up to the 15th inst. U atas tffmi seven-
ty miles west of here, on tho banks of a creek,waiting lor the falling of the water. It has beenjust twenty three days since he left this place ?

At that rateof advance, what time will he lelievethe haif famished army of Utah ? From the letter
above quoted it will be seen that Johnston's menbegin to eat mule steak d y alter to-morrow, with
little or no bread. Colonel lloffmau's command,without being stayed by any more streams.cannotrelieve the Utah army mncli, if any,before tbey
have been living ou tbe miserable tough flesh ofpoor mules twenty days. If ambitious Brigham
aspires to military exploits there will be unfortu-
nately a chance for him to make a good strike.
iho attempt might cost him dearly, however, asJohnston's men arereported to lean towards Salt
Lake City, saying tbey would sooner fight thanstarve to death; yes, they would sooner fight thango with empty bellies. On tbe last day of Aprilaud the first of May Cel. Hoffman experienced asevere snow storm. About two feet of snow fell.

Col. Hoffman's men have stood thecold and snow
very well, but tbe animals have suffered severely ;one hundred and fifty mules are said to have been
lost.

It is now snowing very fast at this post, and hasbeen for the last two hours; it wiil probably tutu
into rain before it is over. All the" streams aievery high; there bus been a great deal of rain inthis region thisspring. The Utah Commissioners
arrived hero yesterday, shortly after noon; they
will change two or three mules here and go on to-day. This post is very destitute of supplies They
were unable to get corn for their annimals here,
so they will not be able to travel as fast in the fu
ture as they have done heretofore.

The proclamation of President Buchanan to the
Mormons, is published. After citing their acts of
rebellion and expressing the determination of the
government to subdue them, be says;

Do not deceive yourselves nor try to mislead o'lrers by propagatiug tbe idea that this is a crusade
against your religion. The constitution aud Ihws
ol this conntry can take uo notice.of your creed,whether it be trueor false. That is a question he
tween your God and yourselves, in which I dis-
claim all right to interfere. If you obey the laws,keep the peace arid respect tbe jn«t rights of others, you will bo perfectly secure, and may live onin your present faith or change it for another at
your pleasure. Every intelligent man among yoti
knows very well that this government bus never,
directly or indirectly sought to molest yon in
your worship, to r.outrol you in your ecclesiasticalaffairs, or even to influence you in your religiousopinions.

The rebellion is not merely a violation of yonr
legal duty; it is without just cause, without rea-son, without excuse. Y'ou never made a complaint
that was not listened to with patience. You nev
er exhibited a real grievance that was not redress-
ed as promptly as it could bo. The laws and regu-
lations enacted for your government by Congresshsve been equal aud just,and their enforcementwas manifestly necessary for your owu wellareaudhappiness. Yon have never asked their repeall'hey are similar in every material respect to tbe
laws which have been passed lor theother Territo-
ries of the Union, aud which everywhere else

one partial exception) bavo been cheei fully
obeyed. No people ever lived who were freer fromunnecessary legal restraints thau you. Human
wisdom never devtted a political system which be-
stowed more blessings or imposed lighter burdeus
thau the governmentof the United States in its
operation upon the Territories.

But being anxious to save the effusion of blood,
and to avoid the indiscriminate punishment of a
whole people for the crimes of which it is not pro-
bable that all are equallyguilty, 1 offer now a full
and free pardon to all who will submit themselves
to the authority of tho federal government. It
you refuse to accept it, lot the consequences tali
upon your own heads. But I conjure you to pause
deliberately and reflect well before you reject this
tender of peace aud good will.Now, therefore, I, James Buchanan, President of
the United States, have thought proper to issue
this, my proclamation, enjoining upon all public
ufflcers in the Territory ot Ltah, to be diligentand
faithful, to the lull eXf- nt of their power, in the
execution of the laws; commanding all citizensof
the I nited States in said Territory to aid and as-
sist the officers in the performance of their duties;
offering to the inhabitants of Utah, who shall sub-
mit to the laws,a free pardon for the seditions and
treasous heretofore by them committed; warning
those who shall persist, after notice of this procia
mation, in the present rebellion against the Uui
ted States, that they must expect no further leni
ty, hut look to be rigorously dealt with according
to their deser s; aud declaring that the military
forces uow in Utah,and hereafter to be sent there
will not be withdrawn until the inhabitants oi
that Territory shall manifest a proper sense of the
duty which they owe to this government.

Railroad War.?A dispatch from ltuffalo, New
York, dated the Bth inst., says:

The difficulty between the Buffalo division of fhe
Krie Kailroad and the N. V., Central Railroad, at
Batavia, is assuminga threatening character. The
former, to makea connection with another road,
is obliged tocross the track of the latter iu batavia
This thet'emral ltailroad Company appearssleter
mined to prevent, and they have placed a train
of freight cars directlyon the crossing and chained
»othe track four heavy locomotives. All is in
charge of a large gaug of men, who have thus far
succeeded in effecting the blockade. The Erie
road has applied to the Sheriff for protection, and
to morrow a crossing will he made by force, if ne-
cessary.

The Central Company have counseled their men
not to resist Ifforce, is used, but to prevent by all
other means tho crossing of their track. The
Central Company have a large force of Irishmen,
??igbt miles from the sceneof troubie, iu readiness
to proceed at a moment's warning. Serious trouble
is anticipated.

Another Military Movement.?Orders have
ben issned for the march of about two huudred
troops from Memphis to California via tho South-
ern route. They takewith them some four hnn-
dred,horses. inionded for cavalry service In Cali-
fornia. A Inrga number of were shipped
onboard one of our Memphis boats a day or two
since, intended for this command,bnt before the
vessel got under way. the order was countermand
ed, and they have not been sent. Colonel Faunt-
leroy ftocs tu command, and Captain Smith,of this
city, is also ordered on this duty.

The Incidents of travellers have long since ceas-

ed to be interesting touewsjmper readers. Now-»-
| days every body travels. «nd every body has seen
everything Nevertheless, I venturea letter from
this lieantifnl region of Ohio.

This whole conntry has been well nigh deluged
with the late rains, all the streams and rivers have
oveiflowed theirbanks, and their waters are yet
mnddyand high. Much injury issaid to have been
done to the wheat crop, and many farmers have
not yet been able to plant corn. The face of the
country, however,is covered with the roost luxuri-
ant and richest coat of grass, I ever saw. Such
grazing, would make a Richmond co_w smile with
Joy.even if she did not break "out into a horse-
laugh.

Xanesville, you know, is at the junction of the
Licking with the Muskingum river. Steamboats
run from this place down the river, to its mouth,
at Marietta, on the Ohio River. The great Central
Ohio Railroad,passes through this city, and there
is alsoa railroad from thiscity to Cincinnati.

Here are largefl >nr mills capable of grinding a
thousand barrels of flour In a day. A very exten-
sive nail factory and rolling mill, a large cotton
factory, aud seversl tremendous machiue shops
add greatly to the busine«s of the place. The pop-
ulation(still about 12.000Jlisnotrapidly increasing
The city is nnfortunate in not having the rail-
roads to terminate at it. They pass through it.and
heuce do not greatly add to the permanent in-
crease of thepopulation. Traveller.

I: KM MiK ABLE ESCAPE FROM SING Sl!«G PRISON.?The
New York Tritune has the following account of
tho escape of two prisoners from the Sing Sing pri-
son :

On Sunday night Sailor Dan and another uoto-
Hous fellow, named James Lolan. made their es-
cape from the State prison at Sing .-ing iu th#follow-
ing manner: Theprisoners above named were con-
fined in different cells, though both engaged in
the same kind of manual labor, and it is supposed
that while at work tbey concocted their plan of
escape. Their cells adj -ined each other, and their
first work seems to have been to pry or cut a hole
through thewal!, iu order that they might act in
concert. Having in this manner got together,
they next proceeded to rip up a large jack screw
which by some means or other they had contrived
to carry piece-meal to their respective cells, where
It was secreted under their bedding They hid
also taken up scraps of hempfrom time to time,
and had manufactured a rope over one hundred and
fifty Jffllength.

A numberof strips of wood were laid across each
other ou thecell floor, and a platform or staging
thus erected, on top of which the jack screw was
raised and secured The rascals now set to work
In good earnest, and, by means of the screw, suc-
ceeded in raising aportion of the i oofnearone of the
ventilators. The roof was now gained, the rope
hauled out of the cell, and one end being securely
fastened toa stanchion, the o'ber was thrown to
the ground on tho outside of the wall. Theropo
appeared to have been msdo with great care, and
was very strong. Tho rogues soon lowered them-
selves to tliu ground, and bid adieu to the prison
heme. At anearly hour, yesterday morning, the
escape of the felons was discovered, and pursuit at
once ordered by the Warden.

The fugitives were traced to the prison dock,
(where they stole a small row-boat.) thence across
the river and several triles into the mountains,
when their tracks were lost. Tho boat, which had
been stolen from the prison dock, was found float-
ing in the river, near theopposite shore. The eup
position is that the felons set out for this city, and
tw jofthedeputy keepers arrived here yesterday
and notified thepolice, in order that a watch might
be kept at tbe various landings. In the event of
the rogues again taking to the river and coming
down in a small boat, the harbor police were put
on guard.

Jour,
nal recently publishedsome facts furnished from
tho experience of emancipated negroes, who re-
turned from Liberia, completely disgusted with
everything connected with the country and thrfr
trip to it. Tbe same journal now publishes the
fjllowing detence in a letter from R. R. Gurley, in
Washington, to Rev. W. II Starr, which says :

Wo had no agenton board the Stevens with the
Watson people, and have never authorized our
ageuts in Liberia to sell provisions designed for
emigrants,or to deny them suppliesto which they
were entitled. No charges like those made by
these returned emigrants have, to our knowledge,
been made against these ageuts, and we do not
credit them.

Each emigrant is entitled to live acres of land,
but whether these had been surveyed and assigned
<vbeu these men left we cannot say. These men. we
learn, were in Liberia about six we-)ks,and how
could they form any good aud reliable opiuion of
the country, confined to one or two places, and
unable to make any general or thorough observa
tion? They needed some apology for a return to
this country. How absurd Hie charges against
President Benson, when a large part of his last
message is an argument against the disguised
French slave trade.

Germans in Missouri..?A correspondent from
Missouri, writing to another paper says ;

"The (Jerniau element in the population of Mis-
souri is becoming now a must important one. The
German shopkeeper, mechanic and merchant are
crowdiug onepart of St. Louis, and already form a
population of nearly 76,000. 'ihe German peasant
vine-dresses and larmeis are settling all ovbr the
hillsides and beautiful valleys of the Interior,
which the Americau pioneer had neglect for the
rich river bottoms. Villages spring up where
one hoars no language day after day hut the lan-
guage of old Fatherland. German Judgesof the
Peace are appointed in tome of the counties, news
papers are published, laws printed, notices posted,
-chool books issued all in this fjreigu tougue.?
I'hebest agricultureof the country is failing into
the hands ol this busy people.

Wholesale Di,-£ktiu.n.?A Carroitou (Mo.) paper
states that the troops designed for Utah, ascending
theMissouri River, are deserting every chance they
get. Ou the steamer Oglesby, recently, there were
three hundrod troops, out of which there were fif-
ty desertions before that boat passed Hill's hand
iug. It is suspected by some that Mormons, in din-
iiUise, are following the soldiers, and afford those
who are willingto desert an opportunity to escape
The true and only reason, however, for this dispo
sitiiiu to desert, lies in a general order issued a few
weeks ago, forbidding payment to the troops until
after arrival at Fort Laramie.

Lane, of Oregon, he relat«d the following incidentwhich occurred in the Indian war of Oregon:

While In Oregon lh«t *utnmer, I took occad'in toInquire of the chief, who w« mainly instrumen-tal In getting op thi* war, to learn the particular*
of the fate of aotne of oor people who d atppearedin the war of 18.it>, aod of whom we had beenable to learn nothing.

When I suggested to the agent, In the council,that I proposed to iaqaire into the fate of Mr*Wagner. Mra flayne*. and other*, be wa* inclinedto think it would raise the bitter feeling* of theIndians, but said that we could make the inquiry.I tald him that I had pasaed through the couutrywhero these people bad lived,and that theirfriend*were very anxious to iearn tbeir fate. We in-quired In relation to Mr*. Wagner, who wag a well
educated and handsome woman from New York,who bad lived long in thecouutry and *poke the
Indian tongue fluently.

She kept a public house by the roadside, andthegood cheer which ehe alwaya fnrniahrd made
it a place where traveler* delighted to stop. TheIndians informed us thai on the morning of tbePthof October tbey came in fight of the houne, wherethey met some teamster* and pscket*, a portion olwhom they murdered. <ft»stroying tbe wagon* and
cargoes, as well a* tbe animal*, while she was
standing in tbe door.

As soon a* they had murdered the people out-side, they came towards the house, which was
strongly built of hewn loga, .and had a heavydoor, which fastened with cross bars. Whenshe saw them running towards the houae, theshut tbe door, aod dropped tbe bar to their com-
ing in. Theycame to the door, and ordered her
to come out and bring her little girl. She said
'no.'

Her husband was absent?and. by the way.be
wa* the only man oo that road who escaped They
said that if she did not come out they would ahoot
her. She declined; and after some deliberationthey determined'to set the house on lire. The
honse was directly enveloped in florae*; and thechief, who watched her through a little window,
told me that he saw her go to the glasa and arrange her hair, then take a seat in the middle of
the room, fold her little girl in ber arms, and waitcalmly until the roof fell in, and then they perish-
ed in the flxmoa together. Aud the statement was
confirmed by the people who found their remains
ly'ng together in the uiidale of tbe house.

Great Flood in this Mississippi? The American
Bottom OterJUnvrd.?A dispatchfrom St. Louis an-
nounces that the Mississippi has attained an
alarmingheight at that point, with a big rise cow-
ing. The "June rise" of the Missouri is rolling
down, and the tributaries of the Upper Mississip
pi are all pouring out formidable freshets. The
dispatch, which is dated the ith inst., says :

Theriver hasrisen two feet siuce Saturday night,
and is still swelling. All the cellars along the
levee are nearly full of water, Some parts of the
levee are almost submerged, bloody Island is par-
tially overflown, and the tracks or theTerre Haute
and Alton, and the St. Louis and Chicago roads,
are under water. At Madison, fifteen miles above
here, on the Illinois side, the water has broken
through the bauk and is uow running over the
American bottom. The low lands on this side,above the city, are also under water. The Upper
Mississippi is rising rapidly, from Rock Island, and
all low lands from Keokuk down are Hooded. The
Illinois is at a stand at Peoria, but the river is
still higher than at the flood of IH4I. The wholecountry, with the exception of a few towns, is in-undated. iu thestreets of Naples the water isfeet in depth.

If the officers
of the law do their duty, persons who hire negroes
as free without first seeing their registers, will be
made tn pay dearly for their carelessness, and thus
secure slave owners against such Impositions.

Tub Stat* Saiibath School Cohycw-
tion, which met last night, will be In session to-
day at the First Baptist Church, where addresses
will be delivered by various gentlemen and the In-
terests of the Sabnath Schools fully discussed. To-
morrow the grand procession will take place, as
will he seen be the programme in anothercolumn,
l'he Chief Marshal has given orders to have the
various streets along which the line willmove,
kept clear of vehicles of all sorts, aud if necessary
the aid of the police will be invoked to enforce
this order; bnt it is to tie hoped that noone will
wilfully violate it. Sabbath Schools are institu-
tions that cannot he too highly prised by the
people of Virginia, and it is gratifying to see that
they are supporting them in a becoming manner.
Some of the first men in this country are indebt-
ed to the moral lessons taught them in Monday
schools for their present high positions, wbila
there are thousands of other good citizens wbo
received no other education in youth save such as
theyobtained iu those iustitutious. Let ns foster
and encourage them by every means within onr
power, and thus furnish to the youth of tbe land
a certain nursery for morality aud religion.
