entered against the credit of electricity. It first
struck the fender before the Are place, and irra-
diated the apartmentwith flery and blinding bril-liance; glanced to the centre of the parlor, where
Mrs. Cole rat entertaining tbe lady of Col. Hallain,and struck an iron spittoon between them?left a
