PrAcHES AT THE Nor7H.—The New York Journal
of Commerce says that the crop of peaches in New
Jersey and Delaware seems to be failing every
year, and that the fruit in that city this seasor,
has been very scarce. Itadds:

It is a singular fact that at no time bas the mar-
ket been better supplied this year than while the
shipments from the SBouth continued, nor have
prices beeu lower. Not less remarkable is the
fact that Southern peaches continued in a scund
condition long after other varieties, grown nearer
bome and plucked much more recently, became
worthless from sge. The experience of the past
summer will be likely to greatly stimulate ship-
meuts from the South, in fature years. The
wholesale price of ordinary peaches is now ¢bout
$2 50 10 $5 per (smali) basket. At retail, the same
fruit is sold at say tweuty ceuts per quart,or about
$6 per bushel,which only pays a reasonable profit,
risks and trcuble considered. Morris Whites, for
preserving, which always bring high prices, are
worth about four dollars a basket.

Navar Orpers.—Capt. Rich, of the marines, has
been detached from the frigate Sabine and ordered
to the Niagara. .

Capt. Taosill has been ordered to the Sabine,
and 18 to be senior marine officer to the Paraguay
expedition.

Commauder R. D Thorburn has been detached
from the frigate Sabine. and ordered tothe com-
mand of the sloop-of-war St Louis, now at New
York. Captain H. A. Adams has been ordered to
the command of the Sabiue, »ice Thorburn. This
change was muadeat the request of Commander
‘ihorburn, whodeclined serving under Commodore
Shubrick, recently appointed fiag officer of the
Brazil equadron. The latter was president of the
Retirirg Board of 1853, by which Commander
T'horburo was placed up)n the reserved list, and
declared onfit tor active service.

It was at first expected that Lieutenant Maffit
would retain command of the Dolphin, when it
joined the Paraguay expedition, but the recent
capture of the slaver will detaio him at home as
his testimony will bo essential in the prosecution
of the officers of the Echo.

The prospects ofthe ““Lone Star'’ State bave never
Leen 8o promising ws at p The crops are
finer as a general thing than were ever known; it
in & common thing to hear from the Brazos and
Colorado farmers, ‘‘we cannot cousume our corp.”
The cotton crop is equally sbundant. Several
linee of internal improvements arg stretching
across the country; mauny five schools are already
established aud constaotly springicg up; emigra-
tion is constantiy and rapidly pouring in fcom the
worn out old States, seekiag a home in our land of
inexhaustible fertility; and, iundeed, every thing
scews propitious to justify the assertion that
Texas, ere long, with ber immenee territory and
unbounded ressurces, will take the front rank of
douthern power.

The Jewl-;“;l:wmieu'—c:)mmenc..
ment of the Festival.

The first of the series cf yearly holidays and
foativalas observed by the Hebrews commenced on
Weduesday evening. This festival, which wiil
be countinued until Friday night, with strict obser-
vance, is one cof the most important of all the
Jowish feasts, viz: “The Fastival of Rosh Hashan
nah, or New Year,” the origin of which is found in
Leviticus, chapter xxxiii, v. 23 25: “And the Lord
wpake unto Moses sayiog, speak unto the Children
of Isreal saying, in the seventh month in the first
of the month shall ye have a Sabbath, a memorial
of blowing of trumpets, an holy convocation, ye
shall do o servile work.” And in numbers, ch.
xXix, v. 1, the commandis repeated: “And in the
seventh month oun the first day of the month ye
shall have un holy counvocation, ye shalldo no ser-
vile work, it is a day of blowing the trumpets
unto you.” Although not one of the three great
festivala upon which all Israel gathered at the
temple to appear bafore the Lord, yet it is, pever-
thelees, considered as one of the first among the
principal boly days, and as such has aiways been
celebrated by the members of the Jewish persuasion
This day is considered by the lsraclites as a day
of judgment toall flash, which ia te decide their
fate for the coming year—not because they do not
cousider the desticy of man or any other day less
suliject to the control of Providencs, but they hold
that on this particular day the ubsolute conse-
quence of men’s actions aud the fate of nations
and crimes are meted out and weighed. The blow-
ing the Showpar, or cornet of ram'’s horn, which
is commanded ib Lev., chap. xxiii, v. <8 to 25, and
Numbers, ckap. v., is a ceremony peculiar to the
festival, and is not only observed to the day, but
the hearing ot it ia obligatory on alt Jews. 1t has a
direct reference to, and close connection with the
service of the day. It proclaime, zs the Israelites
helieve, God and His day of judgement. It is in-
teuded to call forth terror at the judgement. It like-
wise expresses thanks, as in Pealms: “Ilallelujah!
praise Him with trumpet souuds.”’--and it also
denotes the restoration cf [s=ael. All these ideas
are connected with and expressed by the sounding
of the coruet on this day, which is also called
yome Le Kourown, or “day of remembrauce, and
yome Teruwiwo, “the day of blowing.” The prayers
which are recited oo this holy day enumerate such
verses of the Sacred Writings as relate to the su-
preme reign of the Deity, to His omuisclengce and
tothe trumpet which at ouce is to proclaim the
liberation and exprees the joy of mankind.

Ail orthodox Jews, so far as practicable, will at-
tend the Synagogue service for the special purpose
of praying to Almighty God for the forgiveuess of
all their sins committed during the past year. In
their own languageit is the peiiod—applying terms
temporal to thinge spiritual—for the annual settle-
ment of accounts between man and his Maker; a
day too oo which an overruling Providence maps
out, dictates and decrees all the eventsaud experi-
ence, whether for weal or wo, of every one of his
creatures for the ensuing year. Following this great
day cf decrees come nine days, which are called the
Daye of Repentance, which are epent fu fasting
autil noon each day, and attendance atthe Syna-
gogus for the purpose of cffering prayer to Omai-
potence to mitigate, alter or reverse any evil
decrees which may be made to day. The tenth day,
however, is the point allotted (according to this
belief) for this intercession to cease,which is called
the Day of Atonement—after which there can be
uo appeal from the fixed fore-ordiuation of the
events of every one’s life fur the corrent year.—
The day upon which this final day fulls, this year,
will be nex t Saturdsy week, and will be observed
in solemn fast from wiX o’clock oun the evening of
the 17th to the same hour on the eveuning of the
18th instant.

AReEst or A Famaix Murpeees.—Ono Saturdsy
last, at Cheshire, Coun., a woman pamed Steveus,
wife of Gilbert Stevons, was strangled to death by
a woman named Tobin. The case is a very singu-
lar one. The disclosutes at present rest principal-
ly oa the statements of Mrs. Stevens’ mother, an
old woman of 97 years, who also received injuries
which it is supposed will cause her death. It
seems that the woman Tobiu, who is & vagrant,
has been in the babit of visiting Stevens, against
which the females of the family naturally remon-
strated. On Thursday Iast she visited Stevens,
and in the night or morning the neighbors heard
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with a score or more «f witnesses, were takeun in
band by Medam Justice, and as only one of them
was punished, the friends of the other, bave brought
about an outbresk by crowing over their success.
Last Wednesday afternoon, as a gentleman iuforms
us, four or five fellows attacked an old Oregonian,
and was about to use him up, when two of his her-
culean brothers discovered his fix, jumped into the
crowd, aud with maulers that would have cracked
the crown of an elepbant, knocked the assailants
from their pins and gave them the most terrible
drubbing that ever beligerants received. A lady
on seeing her husband in the hands of an enemy,
rusbed to his reacue, brick in hand, and struck
one blow, whereupon the assailed party tarned
apoa her, and gave her a tap that made her see
stars. How the row will end, we are unable to
say. but from present indications the assailants
will seek other quarters, and Oregon will agsiu
bgcome & quiet rural district.
