1 did not notice the hotea In tho wash batin And
in the partition, until after tbe occurrence of the
shooting. The ball in the partition seemed to be
in the opposite direction from Mr. Bowyer?di-
rectlybehind him. 1 can't account for how it
got there. 1 t&ink therswera fourreports of tha
pltto'.

tP<n. A Smiift, sworn, aald: I wat In the bank
oa the Stith of Annul!, attending to batinett. and
while there saw Mr. llowyer walk In opposite Mr.
McDowell, with a pltto) In his baud Heard a
crack?and then three or four ntore. 1 went there
to get some stock transferred. Mr. McDowell
wat at tbe counter writing lu tlie transfer book
?Mr. Obenchaln had not signed the trantfor. I
thought Mr. McDjwell wai about finlthing when
this thing occurred. He waa leaning down. Don't
recollect extctly where I stood, but I wat near
Mr. McDowell aod in front. We were diroctly in
front tfthe counter. Messrs. Carper. Obenchain
and Camper were all atauding Along the counter.
Ifa man had stood in the door we would have
l>een between himand Mr. McDowell. Detks were
at each end of the counter. Think I wat between
Mr. McDowell aud the door. Recollect when Mr.
Ikiwyer came in, ha stepped up to Mr. McDowell,
hut whether he pasted around or between 1 can-
uot tay. My attention w*t flrtt attracted by tbe
tusppingof a cap. Dou't know that any of us
would have been hit if Mr. Bowyer bad fired
through the window Don't remember that
Mr. llowyer said auythiog. Think Mr. McDowell
lose up. Dou't recollect that be changed his
poaitiou. Don't recollect teeii.g any book.?
Tbink 1 grabbed Mr. Bowyer, but from some
cause let liim go. There it u freth bullet hole iu
'he partition in therear of where Mr. Bow jerstood.
I ran uot accountfor It. Can't say, tuch wat the
excitement,whether I palledbim around or not.
Thiuk there were three or four ebota iu quick
succession. Did not tee the wouuda. Tbink Mr.
Bowyer walked out alter the occurrence. Tbink
be told uie to staud bark when he caaie iu, but am
nut potitive about it. It must hare beoo after
the tiring that I caught hold of him. Not certain
that I remained, there till Mr. Bowyer went out
Bid not tee Mr. Bowyer lock in at tbe window be
tote be entered, t-aw no pittol until alter I heard
the snap.
Hy the Defence:
i was In the lunk when Mr. Biwyer entered.?

Tbe first I recollect of the pittol wat wbeo it
mapped. 1 can't exactly cay when T seized Mr.
Bowyer around the arms. Prcbab'y after I beard
thepistol map. though 1 cannot fix the time pre-
chely. Dou't know how many shots were fired af
terwards. Djn't know whether Mr. MeDowell bad
tluisbed the trausfer or not. Mr Boyryer was just
in front of Mr. McDowell when he snapped the
pistol. Think Mr. McDowell exclaimed 'Oh 1"
when the cap cracked. I u'. don't remember hit
teist ng a book. Dou't p&rticulaily lecollect his
movements afterwards.
H'l the ComwrnweaUh:

1 heard Mr. McDowell say nothing more tVau
that which I have stated. Did not hear bim ask
w hat that was for.

Georgr II". Girjtrr?sworn?dep iscil as follows :
I was present tnheu the affair took place, in tb«
tank. ?««:\u25a0{ about the transfer of some stock. 1
told Mi. McDowell my business, and he got out the
transfer book. 1 wits rather behind the others, to-

wards the door which leads to the old couutiug
room. Mr. McDowell was writing on the counter,
and about the time he was finishing 1 saw Mr.
Bowyer come in. 1 had not seen bim previously
lor some weeks. Thought he locked excited, but
bis movements wore very quick, and 1 knew not
thnt anythinghad happened between them. I saw
Mr. Bowyer raise bis coat skirts and saw the end
of a pistol. 1 then watched bin, and saw bim
mako round to the open space. I theu retired aud
got near the back door. Mr. Bowyer walked np
and the pis.ol snapped?whereupon I stood clear
back behind the partition. Mr. »mith was nearer
to bim. I might have got to him, but don't kuow.
I went to the door and hollered to some men that
Mr. Bowyer wts killing Mr. McDowell. I cocnted
f>ur tires. I went round through the back door
and came iu again at the front. Mr. Bowyerhad
stepped out previously.

Mr. McDowell was immediately at the end of
the counter; there was something between him
and myself, and there were otluis between Mc-
Dowell aud the front door. I thoughtBowyer had
bis hands under bis coat and thoughtI saw a pis-
tol. As Bowyer walked ou 1 gave back; but I
w itched him till the pistol snapped. It fired soon
of.i;i wards. There were three or four shots, in
rapid succession. Heard neither tf theru sayany-
thing. Couldn't say whether the pistol was cock-
ed o> not. when I saw it. It snapped immediately.
By lit'. IJ'ft nee:

Mr. Suittb aud I had purchased Mr. Obenchain's
stock, and we went to the batik to have it trans-
ferred. Mr. McDowell bad-taken down tbe book,
aud I retited towards the inner door, bringiugthe
desk between Mr. McDowell and myself 1 had
not seen Mr. Bowyer for some time, and when bo
ram* in I thought be looked excited I saw him
draw the pistol and advance towards McDowell
aud heard the snap. Could Dot say whether Mc-
Djwell had started up or was leauiug at the time.
Have looked at tbe transfer book since aud fouud
that tbe writing was fiuishod fur Obeucbain to
sign.

I was in the door wheo the pistol first snapped,
and left just us it fired first: went through the old
counting room. Did not see Smith take hold ol
Bowyer. I counted the reports. When I *er.t
Mound the building. Jdr. Bowyer had passed out.
Mr. McDowell was walkingabout tbe room. Drd
not see where Bowyer weut,butunderstood that he
went to Mr. Golwiu's, a magistrate, on the oppo-
site side of the street. Mr. Godwin was one ol tbe
Justices before whom Mr. Bowyer was afterwards
examined.

Tiiomu Camper, sworn.?I was in the bank wbeu
the shooting took place, on the '20th of Augus'.?
Mr. Bowyer entered aud came withinabout three
feet of Mr. McDowell. The pistol first migsed fire,
but the second time it fired. Two shots were fired
whila I stood there, und after I left I heard others.
Think 1saw Mr Obenchain takebold of Mr. Bow-
yer. lienrd Bowyer say nothing. When the pis-
tol snapped, McDowell raised up and said "Oh!"'
Heard him ask no question. Bowyer had walked
i'i some six or eight feet when tbe pistol first
snapped, and was in front of McDowell. Tbe lat-
ter went to the lower desk, and as he went, B. ad-
vanced to the open space leading to the other side
of the counter. I then went out. I saw McDow-ell have a book open before his face. He was lean-
ing wbeu tbe pistol suapped, but at once raised up
and said "Oh!"
fry the J/efence:

I whs about four feet from Mr. McDowell andbetween bim and the door. Heraised up whenIhe pistol Knapped, started back and said "Oh!" Xleft after tho second fire. Don't recollect seeingbuiith take bold of McDowell. Thick it was Obey
chain who did bo. The book which McDowellheld up wan an account book, much like the one
he had been writing in. 1 was inoch confused andalarmed, but recollect some of the circumstancesvery distinctly. Don't reiueuiber that Mr. Bowyer
said anything. I told Mrs. Heidriek afterwardsthat 1 heard on the street that Mr. Bowyer toldMr. McDowell to look up, bat did not hear himsay »o myself.

TheC'Urt at thisstage of the proceedings, tooka rectus till o'clock, P. M.
AFIKELMOON SESSION.

At the rpsningof the Court, the transfer bock of
the bank, containing the entries made by Mr. Mo-
Dovell directly before the 9h<>otiDg, whs producedl
also, the book which Mr. McDowell held up before
bim. Those books were exhibited merely to ex-
| lain the statements made by witnesses in the
morning.

George IT*Joknxou, being sworn, sai l: I was at
Price's hotel at the time of the shooting. I saw
Mr. Bowyer as be turned the corner, but did not
suspect that hewas going into the bank except on
basiueas. I think he paused a moment at thewindow. 1 saw Mr. McDowell as he came to the
window as If tojumpout. Think I siw a pistol in
Mr. Bjwyer's band, but cuitot say with certainty.
When McDowell came to the window, it wis after
the reports of the pistol. Bowyer seemed to be
walking In about hii usual gait. Think be walkediuto Mr. Godwin's after the occurrence.

Tftumns Gvoiiwin, sworn.?l \u25a0** Mr. Bowyer pass
t'ie bank on the -O'ii of August?approaching
Iroiu Church street. Did not we him look in at
the window. A* he p.-tasjd Id ut the door I saw
him draw his li iad up and thought I saw a pistol.
A few minutesafterward* I saw a pistol presented,
but cannot My by whom. Heard flriugdirectly.
By the Ijrftnce :

I was staudfne io tbe lower porch at Price's, and
mw Bowyer come lo by the way of Church street
I rn ide the remark?"There's Mr Bowyer; its tbe
first time I've s?en him for some time." Thought
i saw Liiin going to (io«i win's a few seconds after
tbe tiring. Had noparticular impression on my
mind ae to what Mr. Bo«}er was going into tbe
bank for. Merely savr htm draw something and
?bought it ni? pistol. Said at tbe moment there
was going to be a difficulty.

V- What made you tbiuk tbere was going to bea difficulty?

Dr. Cu trUt Williams, sworn?depoaed aefollowt:1 wat called to see Mr. McDowell shortly aficr he
received tbe wonnds. I found him lying In bed,
aod examined tbe wonnds with Dr. Carper. Therewere three wMnda: one in tbe left arm through
the froot bone; one just below the left shoulder,
where a bell had entered, bat we conld not traceit?though we foand a contused place between the
left shonlder sod tbe spine, And supposed theball
retted there; the third woand was on tbe light
tide, near the 9th rib. Wo Attempted to probe
this last, but It went downwa-dt and forwardt.?
There was An examination of the dead body, and
we found that the bail pasted in by tbe loth rib,
and below tbe lower edge of the liver?pasting
near the spineAnd turning downwards to tbe pel-
vis, where it am lost. Death was caused by tb it
wonnd. There wst coagulated blood and serum
in the body.

Goorge Carper came to the back door of the bank '
aud cried inuider. When 1 got half way acrott
the street I taw Mr. Bowyer walkingto Mr. God-
win'! When I got to tbe bank I taw Mr. McDo j
well with a chair?and he laid where it the scoun-
drel? or thed?u scoundrel?ldou'tknown wbich.I went to Godwin's?Bowyer wat remarking to
Gi>dwin what he had done. I stayed iu the bank
but a second.

[The witness wat proceeding to relate the stAte-
menttcf Mr. Bowyer to Mr. Godwin, hnt thepros-
ecution objected. Mr. Michie then laid (Uat he
Wuuld examine Mr. Godwin npon that point.]

nomas O Godwin, sworn and examined : I was
at my store, opposite thehank, writingat the deik.
when I heard firing, and before it ceased I started
tothedoor. Saw Mr. McDowell trying to defend
himself by moviog abont rapidly. Could not see
Bowyer, but he soon came out, walked leisurely 10the store and entered,

Q What were Mr. Bowyer's declarations?
TbeCommonwealth's c >unsel objected to thisqaostiou. Mr. Daniel addressed the Court in op-position to receiving the statements and explana-tions of the party who committed the homicide.
Sir Anderson replied,contendingIbatif this wereexcluded, do defence could e*er he made in thecase under trial, lie alluded to the case of Myers,

in Richmond, wherein evidence of the same char-acter was heard by the court?the court sayingthey would hear it and then judge of its merit?.?If the court does not nowallow thisevidence to beadmitted, it will be a mere mockery of jnstice.Mr. Anthony (for the Commonwealth) replied,quo'ingauthorities to show that the prisoner'sdeclarations were not part of there*gestx.
After a rejoinder by Mr Anderson, the court wasaddressed by Mr. Kdmondton for the defence, ant*by Mr. Micbie, on the same side, both inspeeches

of great power and eloquence. After further dis-
cussion between the couusel, Mr. Anderson appealed to thecocrt to hear th» declarations madeby Mr. Bowyer immediately after the shooting.

TheCourt decided to hear the evidence.
T7io*. G Godwin resumed: Mr. Bowyer saidsomething abont shooting Mr. McDowell: that he

had been prevented from killing him by Billy
Smith. He then gave himself tip. with his pistol,
and said be supposed I would adroit bisn to bail,
as the publicunderstood the circumstances tinder
which the set was committed. Many persons
came in. I wasrailed out. and heard it said thatan attack wonld possibly be made upon Mr. Bow-
yer that evening. (The witness was here stopped
by the prosecution, but afterwards allowed to re
peat whathe bad said )
I don't think Mr. Bowyer stated the circum-

stances in general terms. f understood him to
say something about bis daughter.

Q. I»id you unders'and him to say something
about bis daughterf

This was objected to by the counsel for the Commouwealth, and stopped.
Tbe witness resumed: He appeared much exci-

ted. I Dever raw a man more se. The conversa-
tion commenced ne»r the door, and the pistol was
handed to me iu the couutiugroom. I think Mr.
Word was the first, person who came in Mr Gaunt
also came. My door is exactly opposite to the
bank window, and about forty feet from tbe£bankdoor?in an oblique direction.
Jiy the Commonwealth:

The pistol was delivered tne, and I gave it,
with the papers, to theClerk. Can't tell how loDg
b«fore Mr. Word came in?though 'twas bnt a
short time. I think Mr. Bowyer came slowly across
tbe street, though he was excited. I beard tbeshooting and went to the door. Saw McDowellthrow a chair across the counter. Immediately
saw Bowyer come out?suppose it was not more
than one or two minutes. I had not seen Mr. Bowyer from tbe time bis d mghter left until thatday.
By the Defence :

I came here in 1528, and have been acquainted
with Mr. Bowyer ever since. His character isat-good as any man's can be. He is a very quiet, un-
obtrusive. law abiding man.

Jos'jih Gaunt?recalled?l was at Godwin's
immeuiatelyaf.er Bowyer went over and delivered
himself up. I first beard George Carper halloo,
and thoughtbe was at Godwin s-when half way
across I saw Bowyer from tue bank. Stepped in
and saw McDowell with a chair iu his hand, and
he said?where is the scouudrel?or d?n scoun-
drel? I saw that McDowell was shot. As an offi-
cer it was my duty to pursue tbe pers-iu who com-mitted the act?and I went to Godwin's. Asked?
what is all this about ? Mr. Bowyer said?lf be
is not killed, Billy cmith is responsible for ir. Icame to discharge a duty I owed to my family and
the community. He also said?l surrender my-
self to Messrs. Godwin and Gaunt?aud asked thatCapt. Breckeuridge (a brother in-law) might be
sent for to go his bail. It was a very exciting
time. Mr. Bowyer's remark was?'-There was an
obligationresting upon me and tny family to do
what 1 have done."
By the Osmium wealth:

Mr. Bowyer's bouse is nearly half a mile fromthe bank.
By the Defence;

1 have lived here ull my life. Havo been in pub-
lic business twenty-five years. Wo have nobelter
man than Mr. Bowyer, as a law-abiding, correct
and useful citizan,

Wm. K. ii. Ht/n/?sworu?deposed as follows:?I was pieseut when Mr Bowyer surrendered bim
-elf to ilr. (ludwiu. Previously I was it) Morgau's
shop and some onesaid there was shootiug goingon. I jumped up aud ran down to the bank.?Was told that Mr. Bowyer bad gone over to Mr.Godwin's. W out to the countiug room and found
Bowyer there, much excited. His lace seemedelougated, and bis eyes were glassy. Iasked?
what is tue matter? Mr. Bjwyer said that Mc-Dowell had ruined the peace of bis family; he hadshot him; aud but for Billy Smith, would havekilled bim, that he came for tho purpose ofkillinghim; that as be passed the corner of the bank hesaw Mr. McDowell through the opeu window, wri-tings the countei; that bad be been disposed, becould have riddled him then, but did not want tolake that advantage, that hewalked in, and sawseveral persons, one standing between him andMcDowell, and ho pushed bim aside, and said "Mc-Dowell, look uj.!" that be did look op, and be snap-ped the pistol; that McDowell seized an opeu bookfrom the desk to shield himself, and exclaimed??Oh!" that he (Bowyer) took aim as well as hecould, and the'secoud time, (McD. using the bookaud the counter being tigb,) it (M with dimculij
ibat he cuuld shoot; that Billy Smith then grabbedhim, aud every time be shct be was either jostledor grabbed.

Mr. Wysor, on behalf of the prosecntlon, hereobjected to the reception of this testimony, batthe Court decided to receive it.
Witness resumed: Other persons were going in

and out. 1 remained there an hour or two. Thisconversation occurred but a short time alter I en-
tered. It was said that young McDowell waa?bout to shoot Bowyer. Mr. Bowyer statbd thathe would ba*e preferred that McDowell shouldfia»» applied the midnighttorch of an incendiary
to his dwelling,and burned himself aud family toashes, than to have persuaded bis daughter to
leave her home and placed her in a house of ill
fame lu the city; that bis peace of mind wa* d»«.troyed forever, and be didn't care to live; that hie
mind bad dwelt upon the circumstances, though
Us had endeavored to divert it; that on one occa-
sion be took up a newspaper?

Tbe counsel for the Commonwealth here inter-rupted tbe witness, but the Court, after listening
to argument, decided to bear all tbe conversation
that occurred down etaira.

Witness resumed: Mr. Bowyer talked continn-ally. He said that his wif> came and aaked if he
had got his mind fixed?and he remarked that al-
though hebad read the taper through,be coo hi
not remember a sentence he bad read. No man
(continued Mr. Bowyer.) could understand tbe
mental anxiety through which be bad passed?
tbat be bad uot been able to sleep since the cir-
cainstance came to hie knowledge?tbat be was
satisfied from Kilsabeth's statements as to theM
live?

Here the counsel for the prosecution again in-
terrupted, and said that as the lady (MieeBowyer)
was to ex ieteuee, sbe should be produced as a wit-
ness if bar statements were to be received.The Oourt ruled the testimony out.Witness resumed: Others came la, among themI>r. Bowyer?

ftuUrt KyU, swore.?l was not present at tbetisss of tbe shooting, but was Immediately af er-
warde.

joaramsut. Tbe maglatratsi tlttlug laths case
ysaterdsy re-appeared onthe bench.

Albert B. Fitter, Deputy Sheriff, waacalled to the
ataa4. He atsted thAt be had been la parsait
of wltueaaee for the Commonwealth, bat had
been unable to find them.

The defence stated that tbav were not only
willing that theaewitnesses sbcnld be prodaced but
they bsd actually tenta messenger for eome ofthem, with a request that they wonld Attend.

A proceat of the Court waa atked for bythecoun-
sel fur the proaecutlon, for the ataent wKneatee
and granted.

Mr. Wyaor for tbe prosecution, (poke of tbe em-bar raaament nnder wbicb Aey labored, In conae-
qnence of the deciaion made by the Ccurt lastevening. But be waa satisfied that if the Court
werecoovinced of error, the atepe heretofore taken
would be retraced.

Mr. Wyaor apokeat considerable length andwith ability, and Mewa. Bojd, Kdmoudton andAnderson replied. In apeecbea of great eloquence
Aud f .rce At tbe close of Mr. Anderson's
remarkt, the Court took arecesa aatil 2 o'clock.P. M.

Th -crowd in attendance to day it meagre com-
pared with that of Monday. The wheels of Justicemove tlowly,and those whoare here by cornpul-
aion have n« idee when they will be permitted to
depart.Mr. Bowyer, the accused, seems even more com-
poted to-day than on yesterday, and tbAt hit con-
science acquits bim of guilt it fully Apptront toevery one.

AFTEHSOOX SZSSIOV.
At the opening of theConr', Mr. Jdichie spoke in

tupport of the decision of the Court made last eve-ning. that the statements made by Mr. Bowyer im-mediately after tbe homicide, should be received
at evidence.Mr. Raleigh T. Daniel replied to Mr. Michie, atwell aa to the argnmenta of tbe conntel for the do-fence generally, and at the cloae of bit remarkttbe Court said they would adhere to the decisionmade yesterday, and bear all the conversation tbAtoccurred between Mr. Word and Mr. 11. W. Bowyerbefore Mr. James Bowver came to.

ll'm. K. M. Wirtl?Be called by the defence:It it impossible for me to remember exactly
when all the conversation between Mr. Henry WB iwyer and myaelf took place. I wat much ex-cited at the time. Mr. Bowyer spoke in a graphicmanner, aud hitonvertatiou with me lasted oulyabout fifteen minntet. though I was there sometwo honrr. Mr. Buwyer became much abstractedafter the conversation.

Here a rnnoiu/ debate tpratig up between tbeconntel, relative to tbe time when tbit conversa-tion occurred. Tbe witness wat directed to con-
fiuo himself to that which occurred before JamesBowyer entered the store.

Witueat now repeated hia testimony of yester-day without material variation, adding what fol-
lows:

Mr. Bowyer said he wag under tbe impressionthat McDowell was armed and expecting an at-tack, and that (hough he might haveshot and rid-dled him through the window, he would not takean mi fair advantage. He wanted to meet Jbimface to face Mr. Bowyer went on to say to metb»t when he entered the bank he said "McDowell,
look up"' That he looked up and showed strong
guilt in bit ccnnUoacce.

The witness was here interruptedby tbe counsel
for the prosecutiou, who told him he mast confinehims"!f to the conversation which occurred beforeJames U jwyer entered the store.

Resumed: I did not go tip stair* with JamesB.)Wjer, tut went np afterwards. I have muchdifficulty in separating the conversation that tookplace before aud after be went up stairs, bnt willrelate as well as I can all that occorred before bewent up.
* Ihe witness then repeated his previous state-ments, adding'?

Mr. Bowyer said that he was satisfied that hisdaughter was deranged on a certain subject, and
he believed that McDoweH wanted to take advan-tageof that circumstance to gratify bis malignantfilings towards him. He spoke of WoodvilleBowyer's trip to Baltimore, and of his own trip
afterwards. Said he went to the Marshal's office;that Mr. Joynes brought Elizibeth in, shut tbedoor and retired, leaving hiin alone with hisdaughter; that he Mid to Elisabeth, "I have notcome here to reproach you.but to endeavor to pre-serve you from deeper degradation." That she
then burnt into tears, and said that Mr. McDowellhad told her that some person would write herfather an anonymous fetter, telling; him of hercondition, and that her father would kill her;that he (McD.) was going to New York, and that
she most fallow three davs afterwards; that he
would give her $500ard place ber in comfortablecircumstances; that she must not stop at hotels,
but at honst s of which he pave her the names, audwhich turned out to be houses of ill fame, thoughshe did uof know it at thetiine; that McDowellbad fciven her $100 before he went away; that heIMcD.) had asked her tor the leHers and notes he
bad written ber, aud she replied that she bad them;that he told ber he would burn her's, and shepromisedon that condition to bnrn bis; that thereasonsbe did not leave home on the dayappointed
was that the men were cutting hay in front of thebouse and she could not get out to take tbe stage.
Mr. Bowyer proceeded to say something aboutMcDowell's daring to c >me on his premises with
tbe feelings which had existed bstweeu them, and
that he thongbt McDowell ought to have beenshot. He said he was not afraid of an>body at-tacking him?was not afraid of a regimeut. In
fact he seemed anxious to get out on the street.

Mr. Bowyer also avid that Kl.zabeth was re-
markable in tbe family fir ber truthfulness, and
he bad no d- übt that tbe communications sbe
made to him were true. Said he bad obtaioei the
siuie information from otber persons, and was
i*atiefied that McDowell was guilty. That he ex-pected to find McDowell armed; that be bad un-
stood ho carried arms, and tlmt he must have done
so then, from the fact that he probably expected
an attack after his couduct towards Elizabeth.
By the Commonwealth:

Mr. Bowyer said to me that Elizabeth was al-
ways remarkable for her truthfulness. Think he
«aid this down stairs. He farther said that she
told him Mr. McDowell made her promise to burn
his letters, and he would burn bers. Think the
told him it had been done. I could not have con-
versed with Mr Bowyer more than fifteen min-
utes He was afterwards abstracted and not in-
clined to talk. I was in tbere some time bifjre
Jauies Bowyer came. I was not on friendly terms
with Mr. McDowell befjre his death?had not
spoken to bim for many years. 1 was not tbe
anthor of anarticlc in the Enquirer in regard to
this affair. I never wrote a lineon the subject.?
Don't know who wrote it. I have neither dicta-ted nor written a lineon the subject.

Mr. Bowyer didnot say at what time be went to
Baltimore. I don't know when be returned. 1
had not ssen hint for tome time previous to thisoccurrence.
By the Ui'fence:

Mr. Bowyer was laboring under great mental
excitement. I never saw a man more excited in
my life.

Jotepk P. Gaunt?Recalled ?I have beard Mr.
Word's evidence. There is a portion of the con-
versation between him and Mr. Bowyer which I
did not hoar, because Mr. Godwinasked toe to go
to the door aud keep cut iutruders. Everything
that I heard has been correctly stated by MrWord. I was much excited myself, aud asked
Bowyer what la the meaning of this? lie said, 1
have shot McDowell; it was a duty I owed to my-
self, my familyand the community; aud if I have
not killed hiui, Billy Smith it responsible?or 1will hold bim responsible, I don't remember which.
He also said McDowell bad ruined tbe peaceoi bit
ftmlly, and he (B ) had done no more than what
was right. lis had much rather tbat McDowell
had applied a torch to bis house and burnt bimtelf
and family, th in to have destroyed their peace at
he bad done. 1 was much confused at the time.?James Bowyercame to tbe back door and Wat let
in. Did not bear all tbe conversation that Mr.
Word baa detailed. Heard Mr. Bowysr say thitMr. McDowell waaat tbe desk and he could haveriddled him, but preferred to give bim a fairchance; tbat he went la and pushedyoung Camper
aside, and laid, "McDowell, look up!" That belooked up, and showed guilt is bit face; that be
exclaimed ' oh," and grabbed a book; beard Mr.Bowyer remark also that be took good aim at hishead, aud would have killed him then if Billy
Smith bad not takeu bold of bim. Saw Mr. Bow-yer walk to Mr. Godwlo'e, with a pistol in bishand, and deliver faims «if up. Heard him saythat be had discharged an obligation tbat wasbinding upou him. lie tpoke of Elisabeth'! conver-sation to him. That the said McDowell had givenher means to go away, aud furnished her a way-bill to goto bonaesof ill fame Recollect that Bowjer said h» expected McDowell to be armed amiprepared for any emergency, and expected to txishot himself. W hen threat* of violence were af
terwards made, Bowyer said be didn't rare for awhole regiment, nor for all Fincastie?thai be haddischargea duty to bioiaelf and bis family, andwas satisfied. He appeared to be laboring under
intense mental excitement. Had no vest on.?Neversaw him come to town la sueh an unusual
dress. 1bad not seen him for soma time, though
formerly he waain tbe habit of coming to town
every day. On this occasion he came by a near
route. I dou'tremember the preciee date of MissBowyer's leaving here, nor wbea her father left iu
pursuit. Think Mr. Bowjer left after WoodvtlleBowyer returned. Don't enow bow long it was
alter Mr. Bowyer't return tbat the shooting oc-
curred. I dout wish to ttaM aaything unless 1
am quit*positive. I had not see* Mr. Bowyer for
some time prsvious to ths shooting?not sines Miss
Eowyer left. Tha suuweut made by Mr. Bowyer
relative to his daughter's trutkfalaaea, of whlikMr. Word spoke, was made down ttairt hi Godwin't
store. Think James Bowyer eateved while tbe
statements wvre beiag made. 1cannot state poet-
tively everything that occurred, though I waa
thcie moat of the time. Did not hearall thai Mr.
Bowyer said, though I am oertaia af hiersuaark
ahoat Jtliaabatb's truthfulness ia the tally.

?*Uence, aod irrelevant.At the doee of Mr Anthoayt remarka. tbe Courtadjourned until Friday morning At 9 o'clock.
FRIDAY?FOURTH DAY

Ifal portion of thia day waa consumed by
the cocDtel?those for the Commonwealth object-
ing to the teatimony of Mr. Woita, aod tboee forthe defence urging its acceptance. -There waa
mnob abarp sparring, and both aides exhibitedhigh legal ability.

At ? late hour in the afternoon the Court decidedto admit the testimony of Mr. Woltr.Ferdinand HUU resumed: I went to Mr. Bow-yer's aa an intimate friend. He asked me to tonsonicate to bte aay thing I bad beard on the\u25a0object. I objected at Irit, but ba urged me, mm!I went on tosay that I bad beard uny Ikiatiaboat hie daughter, and believed the story tatinevery body's month. That I bad beard it fromper ties id FiucMtle and io Bachauao. He pressedme for names, ??nnccted with tbe.-e rnmortand Igave him three or four. I told him I bad heart!Mr. Cbas. T. Stale spoken of. Mr. Bovycr said thathe soppsaed Mr. Beale's feeling were created byhi* having onCe desired to address Elizabeth, butwhich had been prevented by the disparity intheir ages. I also told Mr. Bowyer that I hadheard that Mr. WoJ. Price bed beeo seen talkingwith his daughter?one on one fide of the fenceand one on the otter. Then Mr. Bowyer said bemust account for it. I also told him somethingab«nt my own son. Further told bimtbatMr.McDowell bad been seen going frequently towardsh:s place, and Miss Bowyer going in the same di-rection with McDowell. I thought Mr. Bowyercume to the conclusion that as McDowell loft townjustbefore his daughterhe must have bean conver-
sa'jt withber intention of leaving. He asked mewhat business called McDowell from hoB6. I re-plied that I had understood itwas a trip of plea-sure, toDetroit, Chicago and around the lakes.?Mr. B. at the same time asked me at a particular
friend to ascertain all the facts about bis daten-ter's leaving home; that it was my duty, and thedoty of ail bis friend*. Told bim 1 would useevery effort to throw lighton the snlject.

I went to some gentlemen, who confirmed thestatements I bad previously heard. Mr. CharlesV. Anderson told me he had seen Mr. McD .wellgoing towards Mr. Bowyer'a. These tacts Icommunicated 11 Mr. Bowyer. I had also under-stood that Dr. Hopkins and Rev. Mr. Carper hadseen McDowell going In thatdirection. I saw Dr.Hopkins, and heinformed me that he and MrCarper were together, when McDowell passed by
theKpiacripal church towards Bowyer's? went intothe church yard on bit way?and he (Hopkins)re-
marked laughingly to Carper, that he didn't be-lieve there was any service there that night.?
Charles Anderson and bis family also saw McDow-ell going out la the same direction one atght. andthought he wm disguised. I also learned from agentleman that Mr. Nealehad seensome oue walkiug out iu tbe direction of Mr. B.'s place, and sawMis* Lizzie Bowyer going iu the same direction,sod that be understood tbat tbe gealltmia wagMr. James McDowell.I don't recollect that I communicated any othsrfacts to Mr Bowyer, except the geueral rumor. Itold him that McDowell's name had been recentlyconnected with the natter more than anyother.Mr. Bowyer sail it wm not only my doty, but theduty of all bis friend* to Mil him all they knewabout the wafer. He even censored me for not ha-ving told him of it before; said that I ought to barewritten bim an anonymous letter on tbe subject,if there were no other method. I replied that 1could not throw a firebrand into his family.

Subsequent to this Mr. Bowyer informed me ofthe communication made tohim by his soo. whomhe had sent in pursuit of his daogbUr. Then Mr.Bowyer went North,and when be returned be com-
municated to me that his daughter?

Here an objection was raised by the prosecution,
and tbe court decided to exclude the statements
made toMr. Woltz byMr. Bowyer, as comingfromhis daughter.

Witness resumed: Mr. B. communicated to m«
what bis daughtertold him. He was satisfied in
bis mind from all be had learned, that McDowellwas connected with spiriting away bis daughter.
The last conversation 1 had with Bowyer was on
Wednesday, theday before tbe homicide. Inform-
ed him that I bad learned there was considerable
excitement in Buchanan on tbe subject; that a
gentleman had just informed me that Elizibeth
bad made tbe same communication to Dr. Stribiing
of the Western Lunatic Asylum, that she had
made to him(.Bowyer) implicating Mr. McDowell;
that the same gentlemen said he thongbt Bowyer
aouid bo justified in a'ta:kiug McDowell. Mr.Bowyer told me it painedkitn to tbe heart to think
of bis situation.
I don't recollect any other particular circum-

stancetbat occurred. Tbeflrst conversation witb MrBjwyer wai tbe day after hit daughter left. Think
it was about tbe 26th or '27th of July. 1 am un-
der the impresaion that I u« Mr. Bowyer every
other day, except when he was absent. I bad uo
Idea from what occurred that he waa going to at-tack Mr. McDowell The information that I com-
municated to Mr. Bowyer, aa coming from DoctorStribling, wasreceived from Mr. Valentine. It waa

aaid there waa considerable excitement at Buch-
anan, and thy enquiry waa made if there was not
goiug to be shooting in Fincastlr. I however had
uo idea tbat tbe shooting would take place.

Mr. Bowyer remarked to me tbat he bad an idea
of addressing a letter to Mr. McDowell on thesub-
ject. I told bio be should ponder well before
taking any steps, for he could not tell where it
would end. lie said th-tt Capt. Breckinridge bad
given biui similar advice. At tbe iaat interview 1
<old Mr. Bowyer that 1 would on the first opportu-
nity tell Mr. McDowwll tbat he was implicated iu
this matter, and givebim an opportunityof deny
ing it if be coul t. Mr. Bowyer approved of this.?
As tbere was excitement in Buchanan, 1 thought
that some of McDowell's friends would speak U
him on the matter. 1 determined to speak to bim
\u25a0uyseif, but had no opportunity. Tho next mornicg
after this interview I left home for Ooyner's
Springs, and was there on tbe day of the homicide.

Here it was announced from the bench that one
of the magistrates wan quite sick, whereupon the
Court adjourned uutil Saturday morning at 9
o'clock.
