The Court met at the hour appointed. There
were fewer spectators presyot thuu on any previ-
ous day—probably in consequence uf the raiu.~
But ue the examination ,iugivesed, s large num-
ber camse in, evideocing that there is noabatement
of the interest in this important case.

4k acCused still preserves his calm demeanor,
and is constantly attended by personal friends—
old aud respectabls men who were probably his
compauious in youth. Two sons of Mr. McDowell
have been in the court house constantly since the
examination commenced.

The firet witness called this morning was

Ferdinand Woltz, who resumed as folllows: The
!ast conversation I had with Mr. Bowyer was on
Wednesday evening previous to the shooting. I
told him that I would meuntion to Mr. McDowell
the reports that conuected bis name with Miss
Bowyer, or request some of his friends to do eo, I
left town on Thursday moruing for Coyoer's
Spriogs. I did votspeak of the affair to any one,
as 1 did not apprebend that the shooting wosld
occur. Did vot see Mr. Bowyer afterwards unti!
I saw him in the court house the day that he was
examived. It was my inteution to speak to Mr.
McDowell or some of his friends, and so told Mr.
Bowyer. He wished me todo so,said thatif I
could not see Mr. McD myself, I mast name it to
some friend of his who would pame it to him. I
shoald bave done this if [ had not left town when
I did. T spoke to Mr. Bowyer of the general im-
pression in the community, relative to the com.
plicity of McDowell in taking bis daughter awsy.
Cau’t recollect the names of all the persons whom
I bad heard speak on the subject, but had frequent-
Iy heard it mentioned. Told Bowyer that it was
the impression throughout the town, that McDow-
e!l was connected with Elizabeth's leaving. I bad
heard gentlemen speak in very harsh terms of it.
tl)ue highly respectable gentieman in partica-

ar—

(TL:_: name of this gentleman was demanded, and
the witness said, somewhat reluctautly :)

I recollect hearing the Commonwealth’s Attor-
vey say that if Mr. Bowyer heard of Mr. McDow-
«il's connection with his daughter, he would shoot
liim as certain as there was a God in Heaven.

This was after Miss Bowyer was taken away.—
Al my conversation with Mr. Bawyer on this sub
ject was after she left. I do not know that he was
aware of my intention of going to the Springs. I
made no communication to him afterwards as to
whether I had spoken to Mr. McDowell on the sub-
ject or not.

Ihad known Mr. Bowyer all my life, I went to
live io bis office in 1326. Mr. Bowyer and myself
wrote together as deputy clerka of the court under
his father. 1 was intimate in Mr. Bowyer’s family
—lived with bim after I was married, until I was
rlected clerk of the county, in 1838. We were as
intimate as it was possible for two persons to be.
not connected by blood. I really looked upon him
as a father.

(ross- Examined by the Commonwealih

1 bad beard of Miss Bowyer’s improper conduct
before I heard of her intimacy with Mr. McDowell.

The defence here objected to this testimony.—
They were willing to admit all that Mr. Woltz had
commuuicated to Mr. Bowyer, but not that which
he heard besides as rumors.

The Court decided that the testimony should be
admitted,

Witness resumed :—1 did hear of Miss Bowyer’s
improper conduct with others before I heard Mr.
McDowell’s name connected with her. I think it
has been three or four years since I first heard
rumors against her character. Don’t know that 1
»pecified to Mr. Bowyer the length of time these
ramors had been in existeoce. He remarked to
me that it grieved bim to think that he had been
ascociating with gentlemen who were aware of
these rumors, yet kept them from him. In giving
him the names of gentlemen, I only said they were
wmentioned in connection with the name of hie
daughter. 1 intended to tell Mr. Bowyer that so
far as I could judge, his daughter had acted very
improperly in her advances towards gentl

Mr. McDowell was not on visit-
ing terme with Mr. Bowyer’s family. There was
enmity between them—Mr. McD. and Mr. B bad
no kind feelings for each other. They might bhave
been on spesking terms, but no more. There was
no social iutercourse between McDowell and any
member of Bowyer’s family that I know cf, besides
Blizabeth. Never knew MeDowell and Bowyer to
vigit each other.

By the Commonwealth:

Those qualities of Miss Bowyer in social life
were always exhibited by her up to the time of
her leaviog, 8o far as I am aware. Her complex-
ion wus florid—ber stature low, but her form well
developed. ‘Lhink her hair was dark aubura.

By the Drfence :

Up to the time of these reports she stood fair iu
this community as an exemplary lady—was mod-
dest, diffident and kind hearted. Her character
for veracity was never doubted.

Dr. 8. . Hopkins—sworn.—1 have seen Mr.
¥cDowell going out towards Mr. Bowyer’s. Saw him
about the middle of last July, at twilight, while I
was nopacking a box of goods. Hs passed by my
house up in the direction of Mr. Bowyer’s, walkiog
very rapidly. When he got to the Episcopal
church he turned ioto the church yard, and after
going a short distance to the right, was out of my
sight. That is in the direction of Mr. Bowyer's
house. I saw no more of him that evening. ~ Mr.
Bowyer’s land adjoins the Episcopal charch lot.—
Don’t know the preeise direction of the path
through the church yard, but there is a gute open-
ivg from the street, and another opposite in the
direction of Bowyer’s housz. My residence is on
Roanoke street, about 75 yards this sids of the
Episcopal church. Rev.Jacob Carper was con-
versing with me when McDowell passed, and
remained there perhaps fifreen or twenty min-
utes afterwards. I did wot see McDowell re-
turn. Saw no more of him that night. It was

It seemed to be the geveral impression that she
had been improperly intimate with some persona.

I have been for many years intimate with Mr.
Bowyer’s family. Have often seen Miss Bowyer in
general society,at home,at my house and elsewhere.
Never observed any thing improper or immodert
in her ccnduct myself. When I first heard ru-
mors against her, I gave no credence to them—
thought it must Le s mistake. Bat the rumors
tegan to thicken, until at leogth I became satis
fied there must be some truth in them. Those
rumors atiributed to her a vice which would ren-
dar her very common. The rumor io regard to
Mr. Beale was that she had made improper advan-
ces to him, but I never heard the particulars.—
This was located in or near Bachanan.

Q. By Mr. Anthouy, Commonwealth’s Attorney:
Was uot everything yeu heard, in refererce to
Mr. Beale’s conduct towards the lady, bighly
creditable to him?

Witness: It was. I recollect hearing that Miss
Bowyer made improper advances to Mr. Beale, and
that he repelled them, ehowing the great respect
he entertained for the family of Mr. Bowyer.

Q By the Commonweaith: What were the ro-
mors you heard connecting her with Mr. Price?

The conneel for the defence objected to the
narration of romors which the witness had heard.
They were willing to admit all that he bad com
muonicated to Mr. Bowyer, but nothing farther.—
{be question was then put in the following form:

To what extent did the rumors, which you
eornmuuicated to Mr. Bowyer, implicate Mr. Price?
I only remember saying that they had been seen
together—he on one side of a fence and she on the
other. That was all. Mr. Bowyer replied that
Mr. Price must give an account of his conduct.—
Dun’t think the time of this occurremce was
specified, but I beard it meuntioned some three
mouths age. Suppose I had heard Mr. Price’s
nane mentioned in connection with Miss Bowyer’s
as much as twelve months ago. Frequently heard
the name of Mr. McDowell mentioned. Don’t
kuow that I can fiX the time wheu I first heargit;
probably it was within twelve mouths, but more
frequently within a few mounths past. I promised
M:. Bowyer I wouid ferret out all the inthrmation
L could aud commuuoicate it to him. I had a
conversation with Charles . Anderson and with
Or. Hopkius. Charles Anderson told me that he
sud bis family saw Mr. McDowell going by his
house towards Mr. Bowyer's, and thiuk he said he
was disguised. Mr. Auderson lives on Church st.,
about a quarter of a mile from Mr. Bowyer’s. 1
had several conversations with Auderson, and the
swount of all was that he had frequently seen Mr.
McDowell going towards Mr. Bowyer's house, aud
the impression made on his mind wae that he was
goiug for an improper purpose. Mr. Anderson’s
house is uot in view of Bowyer’s.

I repeat what I stated yesterday that I heard
Dr. Hopkins and Rev. Mr. Carper were on one
«ccaslon conversing together in froat of fopkias’
house; that McDowell passed by and went in
towards the Episcopal church yard, as though
going to Mr. Bowyer's; and that it was jocn-
tarly remarked that there was no service at the
church that night. The Episcopal church is near
Mr. Bowyer’s farm, aud on the usual route thither.
I'be church lot adjoins Bowyer's prewises.

I wasaiso informed that when Mr. Neale on one
«ccasion was out on Grove Hill, he saw Miss Bow
yer walking in & certain direction, sod soou
afterward a gentleman going in the same direc~
tion; that he (Neale) did not then know who the

ti was, but woon ascertaived from another
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person who met him that it was Mr. Jas. McDowell,
sr. I communicated this to Mr. Bowyer. Told him
aieo that I bad beard from others that McDowell
bad been seen going that way under suspicions
circe Don't recoll that I gave him
the names of sil the persons who had seen him.—
| remewmber telling him I heard Mr. Landon say.
after returning from the railroad depot, that Misa
Lizzie Bowyer bad gone ou, and that when she
paid her fare she had a roll of notes, all on the
Fincastle Bank.

With regard to Mr. Bowyer's saying that Mr.
Price must for his duet, the imp

Ile had an umbreila un-
der his leftarm, and a8 package in his right hand
which Jooked like a candle or a vial wrapped in

paper. I attentivelyobserved this, as well as his
rapid movement.

I had a slight acquaiutance with Miss Bowyer.—

Saw her cnce ather father's house. I wish to re-
late my impressions of her deportment in my
own way. I had expceted to find ladies in
such & family in possession of all that a re-
fined education could impart. Bat wheo Mise
Bowyer came to the dcor and answered my
enquiries about her father, I thought there
was something in her manper which denoted an
absence of the refinement I had expected. 1

thought it was attributable to a meatal defect —
This was merely the conclusion of my mind. Her
maoper made me think there was a failure on her
part to come up to the standard of refinement
which had been created in my mind. I thought
trer intellect was affected. Thivk this visit was
made in May last.

The land between Mr. Bowyer’s house and the
charch yard is planted in corn. Mr. MeDowell

took the most direct route to Mr. Bowyer’'s house.
It bad rained that day, but was not raining at the
time McDowell passed my residence.

Cross Examined by the Chmmonwealth :

I lost sight of Mr. McD. before he got to the
more distant gate of the church yard. If he went

around to the right, I could not see him from my

porch. When I visited Mr. Bowyer’s house and

saw Miss B, I remained there but a short time—

perhaps fiiteen or twenty minutes.

Kev. Jacob Carper—sworn. He said: I was at
Dr. Hopkine’ house one evening between sunset
and dark—don’t recollect what day or month. Dr.
Hopkins was unpackiag a box of goods. While [
was there, Mr. McDowell passed burriedly by. It
was & cloudy eveniog, and he had an umbrella.—
His mavper attracted my attention. I saw him
step intd the Episcopal church yard and turn to
the right, Soon heard a dog barking severely, and
thought he was barking at Mr. McD. Ina minute
more McD. came back through the gate apparent-
iy towards us, but again turned. A black man
came along and Mr. McD. met him, and I thought
they entered into a conversation. Some fifteen
minutes afterward I observed that both were gone,
bat they did not come by us. I befieved that the
black man was Mr. Bowyer’s carriage driver. I
thought they couversed together. My impression
is that this occurred in July, but am net positive
as to time.

Never saw McD. going that way before. He
walked very rapidly on this occasion. There isa
negro cabin op the lot this side of the church,
where I heard the dog ; but the proper outlet from:
that is to the street. There is no gate leading
from the church Yurd into that lot.

Cross Examined by the Commonwealth:

After McDoweil went juto the charch yard and
tarned to the right, I heard a dog barking. McD.
came back through the gate he had entered, and
then a coaversation took place with a negro man

Don’t know whero McD. went afterwards. Think
