Theyellow fcftr la oa the iocreaae in both New
Orleau* and Char leiton. In Ibe formar city the
death* laat week reached 470, and the Christian
Association la telegraphingto other cities f>r aid.
In Cbat lesion tba deaths from fever laat week
were 103. A letter from New Orleans in tbe Mem-
phis luqnirer fires an Interesting accountof tbe
mode of bnrial In that city:

There are In the city an J Its environs fourteen
cemeteries. Some five of these are in tbe midst of
tbe city, surrounded by closely built and densely
populateJ streets. Owing to tbe peculiarity of our
soil, those burial places are peculiar. We cannot
dig more then two or three faet below tbe surfacewithout comingto water?so that most of the dead
urs buried above ground. These grounds ate reg-
ularly laid otf in squares, tbe walks raised aud co-
hered with shells. Tbe squares are built op with
vault*and monuments?many of theia very splen-
did uud expensive, coating thousands of dollars ?

Tbero are a great variety of models and devices,
many of tbem of rsre and exquisite beauty.
Anuud these tombs are beautiful evergreens, In-
terruiXed with fair aud fragrant flowers, which
grow with to much luxuriance in our rich soil a'od
sunny clime.

The cemeteries below Canal and above Ksplarde
street, called tbo French burying gromd*. are re-
garded a* the must interesting as exhibitions of
seniptnre, where grief records its wee or pride in
Imperishable marble.

Around.these cemeteries are walls ten feet high
and eight or tan feet thick. These are pierced
with three or four rows oftorubs about two and a
half f»ot squsre, rising in tiers one above the
otber and has the appearance of tbe pigeon holea
f-ir letters in tbe post oflice, thoughon a much lar-
ger scale. These are perfectly closed with slabs
and air-tiglit cement, except at oneeud. This is
open fr»r the insertion of tha cortio.

The bnrial service at the grave Is performed
thus: Ihe procession mores from tbo hearse to
tbe wall, wbere a certain one of the vaults has
been previously selected?«ay No. 250, (they are
all numbered.) The c< lUn ia about tw<>lhirds in-
serted, and tbe service whatever may be its nhar«r
ucter is then attended to; thi* over, tho coftlu is
pushed in?then tbe masau, with bis brick and
mortar, trowels and hammers, begins his work ?

The family and friends stand uncovered uu'il tbe
mitson is done, wLen tbe data and Dime air
written in the smooth soft plaster tpiead over tbe
brick, and tbe company depart and leave tbe
sleeper to bis last and lonely bed !

Ono gets used to scenes like this, bnt at first It
seems ho business like and mechanical; so like any
other labor, any other piece of masonry ; and con-
trasts strongly with the burial on tbe hill side,
wbere tbe turf is green aud the old trees spread
their broad green boughs, and tho little birds in
cummer time siug requiems, and the lone winds
ij winter time murmursolemn dirges o'er tbe dead.
The city authorities are discouraging interments
in tbe cemeteries in the crowded portions of the
city. Seme three miles from the city, about
midway from t|ie river to tbe Lake, there is a low
ridge of land known as the .Vletaire Uidge. Here
>he city authorities are laying out among the
live oaks a publicPark?and here tbere is a famous
race course?aud here most of our city's dead arc
to sleep their last sleep! What strange uses !

Tne N. O. Bulletin noticing the philanthropic
( o'irts of the Young Men's Christian Association
of that city, gays:

The Yonug Men'* Christian Association lias dlrl
\u25a0led the city, we learn, into twenty two districts,
and appointed a committee for each, with physi-
cians aud apothecaries. und has established, at a
number of poiutv, infirmaries to which the aicb,
when necessary, are sent.

In this divine work, woman, as usual, ia the
fhlefagent. Woman! wherever there is paiu to
be relieved, the broken hearted to bo raised up;
where gaunt poverty and raging fever hold terrible
?trulval; where delirium and the death ratt'a
drive men from the abode of misery, there isf
woman

It must not be supposed that these women,
young and middle aged, many of them delicate and
educated, the ornament* to *ocfety, only go where
aud when they are called upon lor assistance. Not-
withstanding the beat of the weather, with the
slight protection of their bonnets aud parasols,

take to the streets, they explore the alley*,
they seek out those who would otherwise never
i eceire the blessing* oftheir presence. They push
Into the aboiea of the lowly,the crowded and filthy
apartments where the epidemic rages with the
greatest power. Nor must it be supposed that
they conflow themselves to the yellow fever a'.oue.
I'hey relieve suffering wherever they liod it, and
take care of the destitute sick whatever be the na-
ture of their disease.

Very touching, as well as terrible, are some ct
the acencs which some of these light-robed mesßeu-
iters of tnercy have witnessed. Iu one place ou
Girod street, they found a German family of eight
person* iu the second story cl" a houre, seven ul
whom had the yellotr fever, and the eighth,an in-
fant, lay a corpse by the side of its sick mother,
who, in ber delirium, wag all unconscious that her
little one had been released from its taff-trings.?
l'he little corpse was let down outside, lest itsmother should become conscious and the shock be
too great fur her to bear. In another case, a well
educated woman, a native of Philadelphia, whosefather, we understand, is living and wealthy, was
found almost entirely destitute,andupon whomthe
progreasof the fever had gone tooTar to be arrested.
She soon passed from ber sorrows, and uuwillliug
that her father should know auythiog of her fate.
We win lit mention the particularsof other cases
as touching as these, butour space forbids it.

A SiNfiuiAE Attachm»nt.?Wm. A. Buckner, ofCaroline, informs us ot a singular attachment of a
cat on his premises for ajjyonug rut which w<is
thrown to kor, with others,a mouth or two ago.?
The cut bad a litter of five kittens in a barrelwhich she was rearing with all the tenderness of
a matron. One of Mr. B.'s sods finding threeyoung rats that had uot arrived at a discretionary
age, threw them into the barrel as tit-bits for the
cat and ber kittens. A tew days afterwards, with
boyish cariosity, the youth looked in to see how
the pusgevs were jjettiugalong, when ha discover-
ed the surviving youag ratship at work sharing
the frugal meal which the old cat dispensed, and
?he treaties it with the same paternal care as berowu legitimate offspring. Tha experiment was
frequently made of taking the cat, her kittens,
and the young rat out of tha barrel, and wafchibg
her movements Puss iuvariably treatad all alike,
taking each by the back of the neck aud replacing
them in the barrel. Bbe evidently made no dis
tiuction in the family circle. Af?er tome six
weeks the rat being well growu. disappeared, but
it is presumed that it went off on its owu hook,
euteriug the strife of life, and that it did uot till
a prey to either cat or kltteus.?Fredtrick»!/urg

By tbe Treatit* with Franc*
and Rngland, Cbfna ba* bound herself to pay ean-
?iderable indemnities to thesa power*. The CM-
arte Government bak moreover,pracnUsd tbat tba
murder of tbe Vrencfc missionary (ball be punish-
ed. and hi*pnnlsbmaat announced In tba Gazette
of Pakin; bat wbetbef'thiß ha* been made a Treaty
atlpnlation does notappear. Russia ha* obtained
from China, by tbe Treaty concluded on tbs 28th
of May, a cession ot sill tba territory between the
Amour and tbe formsHboundsry line of ths two
Kmpire*. In other isspecu the treaties which Chi-
na ha* concluded with all the fonr Power* ate
identical.

Agalo, "Missionaries are to be
admitted everywhere" But will the Imperial
Government have power to protect tbem f In
every province the local authorities and predomi
nent factions appear to do pretty mncb as they
please. It Is not the Imperial Government alone,
hut tbe whole of tbe lrarned, i t. of tbe governing
class, that is inimical to Christianity.

Missionaries may, perhaps, bs allowed to pene-
trate into every part of the Chinese Empire; bat
If the Government is not strong enough to protect
them, every attack npon a Missionary will become
tbe source of new misunderstandings, new nego-
tiations, new wars with China.

It will bis time enough to congratulate ourselves
on the extension of onr trade with China when wo
know what additional ports have been thrown
open. It is only "nearly the whole" of the Emplr*
that is said to havebeen "thrown open to the trade
of the West." Lastly, we are still entirely io the
dark a* to what stipulations have been made re-
specting the retention or evacuation of Canton by
tbe French and English iorccs. Will the "ample
indemnity"granted to England coverall tbe lcsses
incurred by our m-rchanls through the wirllke
operations consequent on the wretched quarrel
about tbe lorclia Arrow t

Tbe New York Herald publishes a letter from
St. Petersburg, giving a history of the treaties
just concluded between Russia and China. It
s»vs:

It appears that General Mouravieffconcluded a
treaty »ith the Chinese cn the 16thof May, in
Mongolia, by which Russia became undisputed
mistress of the Amoor river, and that Count Puti-
atia has made auotbtr at Tien-nn, by virtue of
which all tbe harborß of China are opened to Ru*
si.tn trade, and the has qnietly succeeded iu ob-
taining tbe same comincrcial privileges won by
Englaad and France after a costly war.
