Ship Building in Glasgow.
It fs stated, in 8 late edition of the Encyclope
tannica that. of all the branches of indus-
xlchl to Gli. .o # und its’ harbor, there 14
none of modern date which has madé such rapid
progress as that of steamboat building sud murine
engine makiog. From the completion of a small
steamer fn 1812, till 1820, there were at the most
enly one or two rival steamers lsunched yearly,
and of & tonnageso small us to be scarcely wortl
motice About that period this manufacture re-
ceived a new impulee, and began at ouoce fairly to
develop iteelf. From 1821 to 1830 there were 33
steamers built; with a tonnage of 4,200; from 183!
to 1840 there wore 94 steamers, with a tonnage of
17,623; from 1841 to 1850 there were 167 steamers,
with o tonnage of 81,447, while during the three
yoars from 1651 to 1853 there were 206 steamers
witha tonnage of 141,713. Tle present magnitude
of this industry may, however, be best apprecia-
ted from the fact that during the years 1863 und
1854, the then thirty-two ship buflders on the
Clyde had constructed or contracted for o fewer
tban two hundred audsixty six vessels, including
both steam and sailing, having an avurage touuage
of one buadred and sixty-eight thousand tous, for
which also marine engines were constracted or in
progress of twenty nine tbousaud horse power;
the average of these vessels being 630 tons, aud in-
volving the enormous cost of nearly £5,000,000
sterliog.

The collar was turved
up over kLis face and the rim of his hat turbned
doww. Idon’tthink T ever saw him wear that
cont on the street before, but as the night was
dark T can’t say much aboat it. He was not walk-
ing very rapidly. 1 live near the upper eud of
Church street. I have seen him frequently before
passing out between sunset and dark. 1 refer to
the year 1858 as the time in which I have been at
tending to my father’s farm, beyond Bowyer's,
though be bas owned it about ten years. 1 have
been in the frequent habit of passivgto and from
the farm, but wmore this year than tormerly. The
latter part of May was the time when I saw Mr.

I then expressed sor-
prise that this could bave been carried vu without
wy knowledge, and she said they alwuys wet
Thursday uights aud Supday pights, when she
knew I was always in town, attending church.—
She bad heard sowe one had told me of their ioti-
macy, and that T was watching her, and that was
the reason why those nights were appoinied for the
meetings.

The remainder of to-day’s proceedings will be
giveninmy next. Mr. Woodville Bowyer’s testi-
mony was quits long, and after he concluded, Mr.
Joynes, of Baltimore, testified, and then Mr. House -
man, the postmaster, io regard to a letter haviog
been received here, postmarked Baltimore, and di-
rected to Mr. McDowell, in Miss Bowyer’s hand
writing.
