We mak< a condensation of tba address of Hon

C*i*» Ccsmwo, delivered before tba National igrl*cultural Society, on Thursday:
TM« BLHJSCT.Agriculture, the speaker aald, waa tbe primaryinterest and art of man, and an Indispensable ele-ment o( aocial and political existence. Secondaryto It waa mechanical production, and finally com*tm-rce. AH theae thing* constitute tha materialInterests of aociety. His sul ject. he said, would

be the material interests of the people of tlie Uni-ted States. In the elucidation of this subject, thespeaker proceeded to analyseand set forth tbe dit
tinctive elements of the actual condition, geo-graphical, social and political, of the United States.

\u25a0i.tMurrsL newis th« cosmtio* or amuucans.He spoke of two great regions of the earth?oftha old world, China and Ruala, and two in tbenew, Brazil and tha United States, which, by rea-
son of their geographical unity of character in
defined limits, but on a vaat scale, are tbe nation-
al seats ofpre emiuant and powerful empire.

The second fact is, that we are of that master
white race that everywhere rulea the darkershades, aa If by a manifaat charter of the pravi-
denceof God. Our political institutions are tbe
next great fact in our condition. Wbilft the men
who planted tha colonies were in no small part
refugees for opinion's sake, it was the spirit of ad-
veutnre aud material interest, quite as much as
any theoretical opinions, which sunt them to our
shores. It was theinfluence of two great faots which
fused them together and prepared them to be one
people In the* Arst place, thepredominaatrace was
that of the British loles In the second place, they
st. od here as it were In the presence of nature, andhai shaken t lTlhe forms andconveutionalitcaufthe
old world. Our elective and representative insti-
tutions we did not create, but brought with us
from Englaud. The founders of our governmentsoeght to organize the existing society, not to in-
vesta npwone. No idle theories, no shallow so-cial sophistries deluded them.

mat* mauTii.
They sought the solution ol a groat political pro-

blem. namely: given, the thirteen American
States, with their existing republican organiza-
tion, forms, and laws?to assoolate them toguther
so as to combine the maximum of secure and effi
cient external and Internal commonaction of the
Union with the maximum of reserved independent
sovereignty of the individual States, and, with tbe
blessing ol Ood, that practical problem tbey solved
in the constitution of the federal Union.

The solution, hi we see, consists in this: First,that for certain prescribed oljscts of national
interest?as foreign intercourse, whether political
or c jrauiercal.p>ace and war, whether domestic or
foreign, tlie managsmeutof comaion property, the
adjudication of cjmmon questions of law, and the
maintenance of republican organization io the
several Stated ? tbe Union is supreme aid sove-
reign. exetCiSiog in these relations, by cession of
tbe people of the lateral States, direct Juriidiction
u»t their inhabitants, pnriuaot to form* and
within limits of action defined aid prescribed by
theconstitution; and secondly, that a* to ail other
matter*constito ti ok the gtentmat*of the iotereata
a'<d rights of uian. whetherof person er property,
the originalsovereignty within each continues to
reside in the respective States.

i he consequences of this duplicate organization
have tespc.nded to the provision of its authors.?
No independent State, of whatever form of gov-
ernment, has, during the period of its existence,
enj.-yed a higher degree of domestic tranquility
than the United Stales; none existing at this day
exhibits better conditions of a pareut's stability
or durability; none, except Great Britain io her
foreign conquests, has advanced more steadily and
rapidly along tbe path of territorial greatness aud
material power; aud ia the accelerated accumula-
tion, with general distribution, of wealth, and
other results of material prosperity, none exceeds
the United Slates. Meanwhile, tlie States of the
Union have doubled. almost trebled, in number;
the federal system, which worked well for a few
States, works not less well for many; and tbus
democratic republican institutions established
within each Stale, prove capable of adaptation,
by means of our federal system, to the whole con-
tinent of America. That is a spectacle of great
sovereign States abiding in peace together, which
philosophersand statesmen have dreamed of aud
hoped to see, but which never yet was exhibited
save here uow in the New World.

CUBA AMD MEXICO.
After considering tbe distracted and helpless

state of Mexico, he considers tbe question of our
intervention. He says it is a question of amicable
international negotiation, not of unconstitutional
intermeddling with affairs not rightfully concern
ing us; it is not a question of tbe conquest of a
neighboring people, but of their salvation; it is
uot a question of hostilities, but of commercial
union and protective alliauce.

When America had been discovered by Europe,
it was not tbe voice of the l'ope, bnt the voice of
God, which gave to them the New World to occu
py, to Christianize, and to civilize. And so the
will of (iod seems by evident signs and portents
to intervene as a nation for tlie salvation of tbe
people of Mexico.

We frequently hear of the Americas policy of
excluding Europeans from America. 1 think that
much of what ia said on that subject is somewhat
vaguely said?since they who say it seem not to
remember that all along our northern froutier
there is a British America on the oue sea aud a
liritisli Columbia on tbe other; aud that while wa
ire absorbed in tbe discussion of metaphysical
subtleties. England is, with our aid in, attaching
those rolonies.niore closely to herselfby an oceanic
telegraph, and to one another by a continental
railway ; so that, not ours, as it ought to be, but
hers, sball be the line of communication from the
Atlantic to tbe Pacific. Let that pass. British
America, after all, has her own republican future,
plain and assured before her. 1 assume that our
predestined line of expausion. now at least, ia to
tbe West and to the South. If Cuba lies in the
path of that destiny, so much tbe better; but that
Mexico must and doea, I religiously believe; andi would have it so, not in the sense of animosity,
hut of friendship ; not by the act of frivolous, ir-
responsible, mischievous, private invaders, but by
the deliberate, efficacious, and official action of the
governmentof the United States.

If any thoughtful person cau test this?if, apart
from the question of expediency, they doubt its
rightfulness, and therefore oppose the continuation
of the advancement of the United States?let them
-ell me by what argument they justify tbe begin
nings of that advancement, aud its progress thus
far?nay, let them tell me by what rule of right
>ve stand anywhere in America? Where is Pow
liatan? Where is Massasoit ? Is uot the occupa-
tion of any portion of the earth by those compe-
tent tobold and till it a providential law of national life? Can yoa say to the tide that it ought
not to flow, or the rains to fall? I reply, it mutt.And so it is with well constituted, and thereforeprogressive aud expansive, nations. They cannot
help advaucing; it is tbe condition of their existence.

When, In a celebrated State paper of the last ad-
ministration, three eminent statesmen alluded to
this law of natural life as applicable, io assigued
contingencies, to tbe relation of the United States
Co Cuba, the snggestion was reprobated, in some
quarters, as a political heresy. Was it such! Did
not Washington himself, reserved as be was usual
'y io speech of such matters, express the same
idea, in one cf his letteis to Lee, anticipating
twenty years beforehand, the acquisttioo of Lou-
i-iana? -'Whenever the newStates," said he, '-be-
come ao populous and aoextended to the westward
as really to need it, there will be no power which
-an depiive them of the use of the Mississippi."?
I pray you to Weigh well these words?to penetrate
\u25a0uto their lnuer thought?and then decide, if yon

an, at what poiDt on the coutiuent of North
American they cease to have a significance.

A ir field Scott, led the same victorious eagles from
Vera Cm* to Cerro Gordo, and Padierna to Churn
?jusco aud Cbapultepec, and at loi gtii planted tlie

\u25a0atuierof the Uuiou on the site of the old Teocalli
-f the Aztecs; as they severally marched onward.

Irom triumph to triumph, they vanquished hostile
armies, in fair encounter, of course, but they re
\u25a0peeled the persons aud property of the people of
the country as carefully as if it had been their
wn; and they occupied tbe Territory of Mexico,

-ts cities aud Its bamlets, as peaceful governors,
not as hostile masters. And if you, tbe men of
Virginia, who, aa I rigbt well know, furnished
to that war tbe most numerous and best appoint
?d of all the many regiments of volunteersthat served in it, did uot have the good fortune to
participate In its glorious battles, it was honorenough for you to have been the birth place of the
mother of its great commanders, Taylor and Scott.
They, I say. occupied iu the spirit of friends rather than of enemies; and tbe federal governmentof
that day, James K. Polk iu President, Janus
Buchanan and William L Marcy iu Ministers ofPoreign Affairs aud of War. manifested, in the con-
duct and conclusion of the war, tbe most noble
forbearance towards Mexico, tbe most consideratexeoerosity?as, indeed, io less criticalemergencies,
have other admiuiatratori of the federal govern
went. I reiterate, then, that tbe sum of oar
uatiooal action respecting Mexico has been con-
ceited beneficiently and so conducted Aod I

Tha New York paper* are filled with detaila ofthe reaarkable attempted aseaaslnation of awhole

family there on Tuesday night. From tbe Herald
wa take tbe following fuller account thaa we pub-
lished yeeterday:

Tbe fatally cooslsted of Fraocia Goaldy,bla wifoJane, his sons, Francis A, aged nineteen years;Nathaniel, aged twelve years, and Charlee, agedsix years; three daaghters?Mary Elizabeth, agedsixteen years; Jane, aged five years, aud Catherine,an infant; and two doaestica,named Joanna Mur-phy and Kllxabeth Carr.
It appears, from what oar reporterocould learn,that tbe eldeet boy, Francis A Gouldy, waa a youngman of unsteady babita, and often caused bisfather much annoyance in conaequence of hie wildand extravagant courae of living. He waa la thehabit of staying out late at nights,contrary to theexpreee desire of hie parente, and when bard push-ed for money, weald not acruple to usedisboneetaeans to obtain tbe same. About three monthsago the father deposited the snm of $50 in one ofthe saving* banks to the credit of his son, with theunderstanding that it waa not to be touched untilthe son should go into bnsiness. Being short otfundi, y-uogQouldyextracted the hank book frombis father's desk one night, and the following daydrew the sum of flO, with which he went on a

fto'ic. The breach of trust was discovered by thefatber on Tuesday, and »be,i bis son came home,about ten o'clock that night, he spoke to hima'jint If.
Tbe youth endeavored to excuse himself by

saying that tbe mouey belonged to him. Hisfatber reprimanded bim for his condnct, but the
only reply be got «as a low chuckling laugb, fuM
of meaning and fiendish wickedness, as tbe sequeltootruly proved. The family bad all retired fortbe night when young Qouldy came home?Mr. Gouldy, Sen , was waiting up for his son.and when tbe latter rang tbe door bell hewas sitting in the front bedroom, on the se-cond floor, Mrs. Gouldy beiag in bed in tbeback room adjoining. After "Frank," as h«was generallycalled, bad left his father with the
intention of going upstairs to bad. the former in
formed his wife of the result of the conversation,and remarked that there was something wrong
about tbe laugh thatFrank gave vent to wben he
took his departure. Mr. Gouldy continued to situp in tbe front room, while bis wife returned to
ibe tear bed room and went to bed.

Id about fifteeu minutea after the occurrence ofthe conversation jo*t related between Mr. andMm. OonldyJ tbe latter «ai alarmed by be*r<ing a scuffle and a heavy fall in the front room.-Ilastily jumping oat of bed to ascertain tbe caMa
of the disturbauce, she waa met at the doorway
by her son, Frank, who. with an uplifted axe, ex-claimed, "Oh, mother! Oh, mother!" and then,before the could scarce make any reply, be struckher with the weapon several blows on tbe head,
fulling her to the floor.

The demou then rnahad from the room,and paaa-
ittg into the ballway. met bia brother*, Nathanieland Cbarlea, at the noiae. were already
kneeling by the aide of their proatrate father.Again the evil spirit took foil po*ae*aionef bisaoal, and again tha bloody axe deaovnded upon theheada of hia kindred. Nathaniel was frightfullycut about the head, hut bia brother Charleawaa notho unfortunate, aa ha eacaped with com-
paratively trifling injury.

Ideating bis father, mother and two brotheraprostrate and weltering iu their blood, tbe mur-derer asceuded to the third fl jor, where bia aiater,Mary Eli»»hetb, and the servants, Joanna Murphyand Eliaabetb Carr, slept Here Frank encoun-tered the two domestic*, whe, alarmed at thecries
of MrsGouldy, were about mailing down atairs,when they were confronted by tbe murderer. Thegirls endetvored to escape from the fury of theyoung man, but in vain. He hacked at them rightand left, and in an instant they, too, were amongthe number of his victims.

While the servants were being killed, Mary
Elizabeth, the sister of the youth, opened her bed-room door and behald the terrible spectacle.?
Thiukingthat there were burglars in tbe house,
and tbat her brother was endeavoring to protectthe household from violence, she hastily retreated,
and locking her door she anxiously awaited Iberesult. It waa a fortunate thing for her tbat abedid not know the real state of affairs, for had ahe
not thought there were thieves in the dwelling,
she would most assuredly havej rashedjout of herroom and received her death blow at the hands ofher brother.

After recovering from the shock produced by
witnessing the bloody scene in tbe hallway, Mary
ran to her window and cried out "Murder"Mur-der." so hastily that the attention of policemen
Hall and Morebonse, of the Twentieth precinct
police, who were standing on the corner of Ninth
Aveuue and Thirty.first street, were attracted tothe apot. On coming up to the house tbe police
were again saluted with tbe cry of "Murder I" aud
"Help!" They endeavored to gain admittance by
openiug the hall door, but finding that it wa* lock-
ed they were forced to burst it open. On eutering
the dwelling and ascending the stairway a horri-
ble spectaclewas presented to their view.

Mrs Guuldy was standing onthe stairwayin bernight clothe*,covered from head to foot with gore,
while her husband lay upon the bedroom floor en-
tirely unconscious, with his face and head bathedin blood. In the hall way,closebeaide their father'sbedroom door, lay theboy* Nathaniel aud Charlea,
the former inaenaible aud apparently dead, and
the latter, to all appearances, in little better con-
dition. Farther on another scene of bloodshed
and violence met the view of the officers. In the
ballway of the third atory the two servants lay
weltering in their blood, one of them beiug un-
conscious, while the other was tosaiug her arms
in wild delirium, and uttering imprecationsmpon
the bead of tbe destroyer.

But even kere the tide of humau blood did cot

rest. In the back bedroom, ob (bit floor, the au-
thor of the appalling tragedy lay gasping in theagonies of death. In hia hand was firmly clinched
a three barrelled pistol, with which he bad con-
cluded the last act io tbe tragedy by blowingbis
brains out. He was still breathing when thepolice arrived, but in a few seconds afterwards beuttered a deep groan, and then all was as still as
death. The murderer of bis father, mother and
brother, had gone to bia last account, aud by bia
own hand. After the indiscriminate slaughter of
the entire houaeb Id, aa already described, Frank
pulled ofT his boota and coat, and patting oa a
morning gown, proceeded to bis own bedroom,aud
there completed the work by offering np hiiutalf
as a sacrifice.

The neighbors in the adjoininghouses, alarmed
by the oft repeated cries of snurder, hurried to the
spot, aud id a few moments the house aas full of
people, whose horror at witnessing the sceDe wa<
beyoud description. Three members of the fanuilyalone escaped the wrath of tbe revengeful you h
namely : Mary Elizabeth and her sisters, Jane and
Ca'herine. Tbe escatm of tbe former was must
miraculous. Jaueand. Catherine were inthe tarn*
bedroom with tbeir mother,and as the neighbors
passed intothe room tbe yo«Ufe*t one jumpedout
ofb.ed, and joyously exclaiu>ed, "I'm not hurt."
A number of medical tueo were promptly in at-
tendance and rendered valuable a»si»taore to tbe
wonuded. Frsmousof tbe doctors our reporter
got the following fact* relative to tbe condition r.f
the injured parties when examined by the physi -
cians :

Mr. Gonldy,the father, was struck upon the left
?ide of the skull, in two places, the axe entering
into the substance of the brain. A large piece of
bone, neatly as large as tbe palm of one's band,
was detached by the surgeon, aud with it came
portious of the substabce of the brain. The wound
was partially closed, a sufficient opening being
left for the passage of fluids The case is consider-
ed hopeless. The patient 1*wholly unconscious,
and in ail probability cannot recover.

Mr*. Gonldy, the mother, who is enciente, re-
ceived three wounds upon the head, two ot whichwere rcalp wound*, from one to two inches inlength. Tne third woubd penetrated the sabstance
of the braiu about two incite* above tbe right ear.
Three small pieces of boue were removed,and the
wound* closeti. In addition to these, sbe received
two puncturedblow* upon her right arm, canning
severe contusion*. The patient complains of more
pain from the wound* npon her arm than from
those on her bead. Hope* are entertained of her
recovery, as she I* comparatively comfortable, buther condition i*extremely criticaland ber injuriesvery dangerous.
